Remus can give the informa-
tion he has, and offer his own
views. so he's here to provide
anything you might want."

Remus and the Commission.
were at complete odds over the
proposed new reservoir.

Sincock and Commissioner
Marvin Terry pointed out
that the Commission had

studied the need for a res-
ervoir long before the ques-
tion or Detroit water arose
and that the members were
on record for completing it,

because they felt the City
must have it to maintain

Proper pressure.

Remus countered with a

statement that he didn't feel

the tank would operate effi.
ciently or economically and
that the Water Board and the

City Commission should w'ork
together on a plan for mutual
benefit.

"There is much merit for one

water system for an area." he
said. '-Plymouth will have to
[ace this fact sometime, it is

inevitable. and that time may
come sooner than you would
believe.-

"Inasmuch as the Wate;
Board is committed by con: r
tract to supply water to this
area. we would like to have

the help of Plymouth to get
off the hook-either by sign-'
inc up for water or supply-
ing the Sheldon Road area
and giving us a chance to
bet out of the contract. The
last is something we don't

feel that we will be alle to
do."

The subject is whethef the·City of Plymouth should
sign a contract and bring Detroit's soft water into th&
City lines, or whether to continue to pull its own hard
water from underground wells.

"We don't know the answer right now, and won't
until we have a lot more information," two diffdrent
Commissioners declared after Monday's session.
"Many -new factors came into the picture even to-
night."

Facts and Opinions suggests that two thoughts be
foremost: (1) The complete actual costs of both plans,
hidden and obvious should be carefully and accurately
determined and furnished the public; (2) Analysis must
be made of what it would mean to the general Plymouth
retail and business community - and the low tax base
- if Detroit water is brought in from notthern Livonia
and from Canton to open up for development those
massive acres all around the Plymouth exterior.

This decision will be thi most far-reaching any
Plymouth Commission is likely to make for generations.

Although the US Army encourages the use of
Reserve Center by local civic and non-profit organi-

.. zations. Army regulations limit and define their
usage. I am mentioning this, since in all cases it is
not possible to provide the community with the
exact usage of the Center that they would like to
have.

Our representatives in Detroit, Michigan have
been instructed to investigate this site toward its
inclusion and consideration and wilI undoubtedly
contact you in the near future.

Your interest in the furtherance o[ the Reserve
Program is most gratifying and I wish to thank-you
for the time that you have taken to inform us of
this tract and its availability.

It was built to be a meeting

house for The Society of Friends,
frequently called Quakers be-

cause they were said "to tremble |
and quake in the fervor of re-
ligious feeling." I

From 1860-1961 it had a series

of homeowners.

Quakers came to the United

States from England seeking
religious freedom. Under Wil.

barn Penn they setUed in Penn-
sylvania and New Jersey. The

Quaker believed that they could
communicate directly with God
through the Inward Light. Con-
trary to Puritan thinking. they
insisted on the possibility in

this life of complete victory
over sin. They lived and dressed I
simply. used "thee" and "thou" 1

in their speeeh. Their religious
services contained long periods
of silence.

They were among the groups
advocating abolition of slavery.
According to the Encyclopedia
Brittanica. "Towards the end of
the 18th century. large numbers
of southern Friends. finding it
difficult to live in a slave-hold-

ing society after freeing their
own slaves, emigrated to free .
territories of Ohio and In-

diana." Could this be the reason

that brought the Quakrrs emi-
grating to the Livonia-Farm-
ington area: New York State
may have been the point of ori-
gin of the local Friends.i

The meeting house originally
was surrounded by 40 acres of
land. a corner of which was a
burial around. The one body
interred there was removed to
the Farmington Quaker ceme.
tery when that parcel of land
was sold.

HOW DOES IT AFFECT

thinking about mathematics

tion, the Livonia Public Schools

PARENTS? Parents find they
can't help junior with his home-
work and become a little hest-

tant about accepting the new
mathematics. However. parents
who take the time to visit the

schools and their child's teacher
to find out more about the new

mathematics are usually alI in
favor of the new method. -

the new mathematics can sign
up for the adult education

course, "A Parent's Introdue-

tion to Modern Math." offered

by the Livonia Public Schools.
This course requires no train-
ing in mathematics beyond regu-
lar arithmetic. The class meets
