Every now and then one encounters a speaker who
haunts the memory for days thereafter...it happened
again at a University of Michigan alumni meeting in
Livonia last week.f.

Roger Leatherman was the man's name. He directs
the "Phoenix Project" at the U of M. This is a special
program„which for the past 15 years has been paying
scientistg to experiment around with radioactive ma-
terials, seeing how they behave under a variety of
conditions.

That's fascinating enough, but at the finish the
youngish-appearing, crew-cut scholar began to wrap his
remarks with some philosophical thinking.

A concern was whether the American people.
when all's said and done. will even want to -face
up to" the expanding knowledge and new truth
which is boiling forth in the laboratories (and in
space) these days.

He thought it quite-possible that. when confronted
with the vast dollar cost of paying for the schools and
research, plus mentally .facing the agony of discarding
ideas of the world and life which have been sacred for
generations, the American people instead "might turn

' away from all ·of it, turn on the television, and drink
" beer..:'

The foremost question of the hour, he says and .
we agree, is: "To what degree can society afford to
increase its interest in knowledge and science?"

For instance-and Dr. Leatherman provided the
parable-somebody. in ancient Egypt decided that the
best way society could spend its time was to build large
pyramids. And a civilization virtually went broke rais-
ing large, pointed tombs toward the sky.

Today it might be quite easy to bankrupt our
present world with the project of buildin.4 devices to
journey out into space.

IF we continue and do build vehicles capable of
speeds approaching that of light. and IF we send ore' W s
out into space on journeys consuming 2,000 or 3.000
years (measured in earth time: we'11 skip the subject
of relativity todavi just assume that such trips are
plausible); and IF we spent billions and billions of

 dollars on such adventures-well, is there an>· point
in it?

The same money spread across the surface of the
earth obviously would eliminate wholesale suffering.
disease, hunger. provide education for mankind. and

In a direct way, you and I will make some of the
decision here in our suburban living rooms by deciding
on how much money to spend on education.

1' To be qualified for the work, a man should be edu-
cated in a complex of scientific areas. "Total education"
might be a descriptive term.

At the same time, new discovery is bringing new
crisis ·decisions in morals. theology, sociology and the
other humanities.
