Modifications Needed In Some Areas

The agencies suppored by the PCF [ill
some important needs in the community and
the surrounding area. Howcever, some of the
services provided could be made more etfec-
tive with certain modifications, Furthermore,
in terms of strict adherence to gencrally ac-
cepted united fund standards, financing of
one agency should be discontinued and that
of another provided for through other chan-
nels.

Some funds need to be diverted to pay-
ment for “help” and “health” services pro-
vided to Plymouth residents by UCS agen-
cies in the metropolitan area, while other
funds are required for additional services.

Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts perform a
useful aod important function to over 1,100
children and to several hundred adults from
middle and upper class families. However,
the allocation gf funds to these organizations
appears to be too high, considering other
nceds in the community and the UCS allo-
cations for the same services.

For budgetary purposes, it would be de-
sirable to ask both organizations to include,
in their annual budget request, the number of
participating children and adults, who live
outside of Plymouth's boundaries but are

To meet this need, the Salvation Army
expends from $750 to $1,000 annually.

Last
year, in Plymouth, it attempted to give char-
acter-building and rchabilitative service io
about 50 families, some of whom came to its
attention because of a nced for emergency
relief.

Ch\ange Population

At onc time in the not too distant past,
the Plymouth Community was a rather homo-
geneous one and it was small enough so
that newcomers were quite easily identified
and if someone werc in serious trouble, the
community leadership was apt to be aware
of it.

An even greater problem than size is that
of mobility. Less than one-half of the persons
living in Plymouth have been there for five
yvears or more, according to a 1960 U.S. Cen-
sus study.of residence in 1955.

This study gives the number of inmigrants
since 1955 with their previous residence, but
treats those who came before 1955 as resi-
dents of the community. Of the newcomers,
16 percent came from Detroit, 52 percent from
other parts of the metropolitan Detroit area.
and 32 perccent from elsewhere in the U.S.

Depending on how one looks at it, over
one-sixth of the population, or 2,500 new per-
sons came to the community from other parts
of the country since 1955, thereby enriching
it by the cultural differences they brought
with them, or presenting it with the problem
of integrating them culturally as well as
socially:

It is inleresting to note that the pro-
portion of Southerners who arrived
within  the last five Years is relatively
small, i.e.. 2.7 percent of the total popula-
tion in 1960 and 6 percent of the new-
comers.

Yet, in the Plymouth Community, there
is considerable awareness of migrants from
the South, which may be due in part to their
distinctive accent and in:part to the number
who came to live there before 1955.

More probably, the key to this conscious-
ness of their presence lies in the kind of
Southerner who has been attracted to the
community,

On the onc hand, there has been
well-educated, upward achieving type, who
found Plymouth attractive because of 1ts
size, leisurely pace of life. good schools, cul-
tural aspirations and racial homogeneity.

On the other hand, there has been the
less educated, unskilled or semi-skilled
workers, who, coming to Detroit from the
South, find that the housing they can
afford in the city is in overcrowded,
integrated neighborhoods, which they
tend to abhor.

“Does the PCF provide
adequately for health and
welfare needs of the com-
munity which are not met
by governmental organi-
zations or other groups

board. Antibiotics have caused some decrease
in the need for this service, but this may be
counterbalanced by higher life expectancy.

The Plymouth Dental Fund serves an im-
portant function in providing necessary dental
care for children in families whose income
barely reaches, or falls below, minimum cost
of living figures. The school nurses are re-
sponsible for identifying the nced, initiating
the care with Plymouth dentists, and paying
the bills.

The Wayne County Health Department has
recently opened a two-chair clinic for “'dental-
ly indigent children” on Merriman Road in
Livonia., Time {or this service may be “pur-
chased"” by the communities needing it, wilh
fees paid by service clubs or some other civic
body.

This service should be checked to deter-
mine whether or not the costs are lower than
those of the Plymouth Dental Fund; if not,
locally provided care is preferable,

However, adults who are “dentally indi-
gent” or whose income is close to or below
the subsistence level, also require ‘some servs-
ice not now available.

PCF Isn't Paymg Way To UF

The answer to this question is
those health and welfare services “thh Pl.\m-
outh residents have been getting in the metro-
politan area and which can bc estimated to
have cost the UCS approximately $19.000 in
1962.

On the other hand, the PCF can be said
to be paying. indirectly for some services 1o
individuals or families in UF affiliated com-
munities, since the organizations it supports
often extend service beyond the gcographic
borders of the Plymouth Community.

Customarily, non-residents make use of
the Salvation Army and the Plymouth Sym-
phony: last year, about 15 percent of the
participants of the Police Youth Club came
from surrounding communities, including De-
troit, and approximately 50 Girl Scouts and
over 100 Cub and Boy Scouts lived outside

the Plvmouth Community, but attended the
Gallimore or Cherry Hill Schools or the
Wavne County Training School.

Furthermore, it is likely that the funds
allocated by the PCF to the Boy Scouts, Girl
Scouts, Salvation Army, Visiting Nurse Asso-
ciation. Plymouth Cancer Socicty. and the
statewide agencies of the United Foundation
cover the cost of their serviee to Plymouth
residents,

In some instances, the PCF allocations
more than cover the costs, so that with suit-
able adjustments, funds could be released for
currently unpaid for services or more needed

From the total of $18.969 of UCS service
given Plymouth residents in 1961, it can be
assume that PCF paid compensating funds

' totalling $2.630. Therefore, the unpaid balance
would be at least $16, 339

- Big Variance

One of the marked changes in the Ply-
mouth Community between 1949 and 1959 has
been the sharp drop in low income families
and the rise in middle and high income fam-
ilies. both numerically and proportionately.

_ Using Federal Census datc and setting
$5.000 to $9,999 as the annual “real” middle
income, and making the necessary changes in
the purchasing value of the dollar, low income
families in Plymouth City dropped 37 per cent,
{rom 59 per cent in 1949 to 22 per cent in 1959.

At the same time, families with middle in-
comes increased by 21 per cent and those with
high incomes, by 15 per cent.

What should be noted, however, is that in
the extreme ranges of the income scale, there
are a sizable number of families with very
low and very high incomes, as evidenced by
the table below:

This spread in income, may create a prob-
lem of communication between the two groups
and raises the question as to the extent to
which those in the upper income group are
aware of the existence of the lower income
one and its problems.

From the tables on the population trend
for 1940-1970, it can be scen that Plymouth
City has been experiencing a steady growth
in population—from 19 to 32 percent each
decade since 1940—but the rate of expansion
is expected to taper off.

In any case, population in Plymouth
City is partly limited by the size of the
area at its disposal.

Plymouth Township, on the other hand, has
had a more rapid but less consistent pattcrn
of growth, with much greater potential for
it. Following the depression decade, during
which there was a rise of 46 per cent, the
population grew 118 per cent during the '40's
and 69 percent in the last ten ycars.

By 1970, the township is expected to in-
crease by almost the number of people now
living in Plymouth City. For community plan-
ners, this data is significant because it raiscs
the question of whether the city and township
will converge or diverge as a rsult of this
cxpansion.

Finding other channels for its financial

The Veterans' Memortal Center has

The Plymouth Cancer Society doubtlessly
serves a useful purposc, but one might le-
gitimately raise the question as to why it
and the Livonia Branch, considering their
proximity, should not join forces.

The American Red Cross also pcrforms a
valuable service, but the relation of its budget
to the Plymouth Community should be re-
rexamined, For budgetary and planning pur-
poses, it would be valuable to know how
many Plymouth residents actively participate
in its first aid and other classes, in the blood
mobile program, and what type of family
service and costs are involved in the help

The fifth annual Greater
Michigan Boat Show opens Sat-
urday, Feb. 16, at noon at the
Detroit Artillery Armory on W.
Eight Mile near Greenfield.

Tickets will be on sale at
the door for $1, children under
12 free.

The show features more than
500 boats of all kinds, from
family runabouts to big cabin
cruisers and sailboats. Included
among the more than 150 exhib-
its is every conceivable kind of
water sports equipment, from
snorkels to fog horns.

Tke show is sponsored by
the Michigan Marine Dealers
Asssociation (MMDA). It runs
through Sunday, Feb. 24. Show
hours are noon to 10 p.m.

“The show actually is the
world®s -largest in number of
boats,” says Frank E. Burch,
show director and executive
secretary of MMDA. “In last
year's show we had 523 boats
on view. This year there will
be more.”
