(b) No, public money should be used to aid or
encourage .one particular religion more than any
other, and the public responsibility ends with pro-
viding a single school system equally available to all.

Americans have been arguing the general question

for 200 years. Like all religious questions, there is no
middle-ground. Opposing sides are absolutely sure their
own position is supported both by either the U. S. Con-
stitution or the Bible or both.

We would take the position today that there is a

principle involved bigger than buses alone.

In the State of Rhode Island the Governor recently
signed a bill which would grant “textbook aid"” to pupils
of private and parochial schools. Under the plan, natural
science, mathematics, and foreign language text books
would be loaned free of charge to the students of non-
public schools. The books would be picked from a list
of recommended books prepared by the State Commis-
sioner of Education.

The new law is being fought bitterly by the
same groups who oppose bus service, the constitu-
tional question cited being “whether the use of state
funds to provide secular textbooks and related
equipment for use in parochial schools constitutes
aid to religion.”

It’s a natural step, it seems to us, from “loaned text-
books” to “provision of equal library facilities.” And
what about athletic equipment, or gyms, or hot lunch
service? =

In the U.S. Supreme Court they have been arguing
about Bible reading in schools. Savs one protester from
Pennsylvania, “it is the final arrogance to talk con-
stantly about our religious tradition and equate it with
the Bible. That suggests our schools are a kind of
Protestant instituzion to which others are cordially
invited. This Bible reading is conducted as a religious
ceremony. and the lower court so found.”

We're curious what Governor Romney, as a
devout Mormon, will have to say about this parochial
bus bill. ¥

He notes that the 1962-63 bill of U.S. public ele-

mentary and secondary schools is $19.5 billion. This in-
cludes teacher salaries and other operating costs, capital
outlay and interest on debt.

But before one thinks this fizure sounds high,
our correspondent declares. he should realize that
the Bill is for six hours of daily schooling for one-
fifth of the nation’s population.

And it works out to 45 cents an hour per enrolled
pupil.

room for conjectures as to
whether some of the plant
representatives went back to
their offices satisfied.

Mayor Sincock affirmed the
recent rumors that the Byron
St. storage tank, constructed
in 1948, never had been
operable due largely fo a
change in the system opera-
tions, The tank was built to
insure pressure for water
lines that were to extend into
the Township in that area but
the introduction of Detroit
water eliminated the lines
and left the tank sitting at
the end of a line.

The question of a water
authority was broached by
Donald R, Ward, assistant to
the president of Evans Products
Co.

One family, with a post-war
two-bedroom home, discovered
that the attic helped solve their
problem. Its 325 square feet
was being used as a catch-all
for unwanted “junk”: the kind
| that most families collect.

The
architect resisted the impulse
to “honeycomb” the space with
a series of cubicles. Instead, he
made one basic division of the
attic space: one end for the
parents, the other for the two
girls,

The adult end of the attic
became a center for sewing,
typing and general utility
when not used as a guest room.

| struction of the built-ins. The
| 4x8-foot plywood panels go
into place quickly, cutting labor

ated within the confines of the
old kitchen. Not a single sur-
face of the old kitchen is vis-
ible in the new. The ceiling wzs
lowered, three of the doors
eliminated and one door was
punched through to the dining
room. A U-shaped plywood
work area evolved from which
the home maker could Keep
track of—but not bothered by
—the traffic of her large family.

The other old kitchen was at
the back of the house instead
of the center, but the same
problems existed.

In _this case, the architect
decided to knock out the outside
wall and install large glass
panels to brighten up the space.
A large deck was added on the
outside to connect to the kit-
chen. A space-saving U-shaped
plywood work area was a2also
used in this remodeling plan.

A second sink and cabinet
arrangement was provided for
the purpose of preparing cock-
tails and snacks away from the
preparation® of the main meal.

To provide added artificial
light inside, a suspended ceil-
ing system was installed to pro-
vide a bright but gentle over-all
lighting effect. .
