Before the Towns and Counties Committee of the

State House of Representatives this week is a bill relating
to public elections on the use of fluoride in water supply.

This bill would require petitions bearing signatures from
20 per cent of the voters. then a general election and a ma-
jority approval before a community could add fluoride to its
water supply.

I am a member of the House Committee involved and
the following are somewhat extended remarks 1 will give
before the Committee this week-

"Gentlemen: This is to urge a 'No' vote on House
Bill 53. the one dealing with compulsory elections on the
matter of fluorided water. As responsible men and
elected State officials. 1 believe the time is long past
for this subject io be taken out of the area of nonsense
and superstitution.

"If an>' regard the subject as one of adding ·poison'
to the water, then we shoutdn't be talking about this Bill
at alt. If ·poison' really were involved. then the Legislature
couldn't consider any method-elections, or any dther for
allowing the people to treat their water with fluoride.

"If ·poison' genuinely were involved, it could not pos-
sibly be a subject for legislative option or a referendum of
the people. It would belong entirely to medical experts and
we would have to follow their advice. There is no such thing
as a legislative committee passing 'enabling legislation' which
would permit people to poison themselves.

"Yet, somehow, some of us give credence to a position
where we listen to persons argue that fluoride is a 'poison'
but who at the same time encourage a bill which would
permit 'poison," the only criteria being whether the public
votes for it or not. This is ridiculous.

"More than that, many of those in the House are ex-
tremely disturbed by the lack of respect we have been show-
ing for our dental profession and for our elected officials by
payingt lip-service to the devices of this bill.

"Our dentists are educated in science. They attained the
practice of their profession through study, research and
dedication. They are under oath to serve humanity and the
public good. They are the best authorities we have in the
subject matter with which they deal.

"The dental profession across the nation supports
fluori(le in water as a major 'break-through' in the chosen
field of their life work. It will prevent dental decay by 60
or 70 per cent in youngsters who receive the treatment over
a prolonged period. In another age and at another time, this
will be regarded as one of the scientific miraeles of our
particular generation.

"Yet, we tolerate - and in some eases. encourage -
untrained laymen of the most strange assonment who say
the dentists are ignorant of the scientific facts, where as
they. these laymen. know more about teeth and cavities and
mottling and fluoride than do our professionals.

"The insult to the dental profession contained in this
bill is almost impossible to reconcile in so-called enlightened
times.

"As one elected official. I will always go to the
dental profession when I want to know something about
teeth. and not to fadht. Nuperstitious civilians. and John
Birehers.

"The terms of this bill-particularly the requirement of
20 per cent signatures on petitions before an election could
be called-betray the apologies of some who protest 'we
merely want the people to vote.'

··The initiative and referendum process, already on the
books and available for voters who want a special vote on
any subject, calls for only 10 percent of the viters' signa-
tures on petitions.

"This fluoride makes it twice as difficult, and has no
intention of adding the electoral process at all, but instead
makes it extremely difficult.

·'Further, we are indulging in hypocrisy if we pretend
any fluoride election by the people proves anything. I have
just witnessed such an advisory vote in Redfor3 Township.

'The election was nearly a secret prior to the voUng.
The campaigning consisted mostly of appeals to fear,
suspicion and doubt by the laymen. Many citizens who
voted for other offices skipped this special proposal and
didn't vote either way. The only literature distributed
came from the imported professional poison-pen pamph-
leteers who churn this type of material out conunually
at a high profit to themselves.

"The subject is a scientific one involving professional
judgment. Who in the public is qualified to make i17
Obviously. only a sparse few. on a ballot or anywhere else,

··As with many other technical subjeets, the one on
fluoride is properly one the people should delegate to its
elected officials and to its scientific professionals.

'·For those to pretend that a popular vote on fluoride is
more analytical and safe than a scientific analysis of the
subject is about the same as to claim Einstein's theories
all should have been reviewed by voter referendum before
being passed on to the people.

"Some suburban representatives in the Detroit area have
urged passage of the bill because they have no vote in
determining the policies of the body which furnishes them
the water.

"Their protest is valid but their solution is foolish. The
suburbs do deserve a proportionate voting voice on the
Board of Directors of their water system. But to force
a public vote on the single subject of fluoridation is no
progress toward attaining that representation.

"One other grounds has been offered for voting on
fluoride, the religious grounds, This is troublesome. but
if one checks, one finds that fluoride exists in most water.
In some water fluoride is present in heavy amounts. In all
cases, humans consume the water. Reasonable people do -not
believe that a natural element found in natural situations is
contrary to Divine law. To create a balanced intake of a
natural element is not the same thing at all as forcing
medicaUon.

"I urge again this Bill be killed."

*'holes in the wall" with doors.
Closets should have racks,

shelves, narrow trays and

drawers with everything in its
place - and a place for every-
thing.

Well-designed closet space is
hard to find - especially in
older homes. With judicious
planing. one can create and
outfit closets to provide effi-
dent, compact storage in mini-
mum amounts of space. Built-
in closets can help achieve
greater and more flexible facil-
Ities than furniture occupying
the ume space.

Pre-plan the best dimensions
for the closet needed by figur-
ing out approximate sizes and
shapes of what the closet is to
contain. When you've listed the
items that need storing, de-
cide on the arrangement -
side-by-side or vertically -
whether they are to be stacked
or to be hung.

All items should be closeted
in the nearest possible point of
use. whether it's food, clothing
or sporting goods. If better use
of existing closet space will not
adequately meet your needs -
build new closets - because
closets belong wherever stor-
age space and good looks are
needed.

Wasted space under stairs
or a dead end hall can be ideal

for built-ln closets. Closets, by
their very utilitarian nature
are apt to take a beating. so
ease of maintenance should be
considered. Any one of the ten
species of Western Pine region
solid lumber is economical in
purchase price, installaUon and
upkeep.

The modern simplicity and
beauty of wood give well-built
cabinets and closets a custom

look. Beautifully grained, dur-
able wood harmonizes and en-

hances any decor.
In a family or mulU-purpose

room, build permanent sports
or hobby closet. A hobby closet
containing a special section for
photographic equipment-slid-
ing drawer trays for film pro-
jectors and editing tear - will
delight camera-minded mem-
ben of the family.

A built-in sewing center with
a drop-down cutting board, a
shelf for the sewing machine,
compartmentalized drawers for
patterns and materials, and
narrow racks for :pools of
thread and the countless little
sewing accessories would serve
to increase the joys of home
sewing.

Kitchen closets can be much
more than a cubby-hole to store
the broom and dustpan. Build
a storage eloset with defined
areas for long-handled mops.
brooms, compartments for
cleaning supplied and a high
out-of-reach of children shelf
for poisonous cleansers.

The tournament is making more money than Forsythe ,
knows what to do with... and even if he paid the extra
rent for the bigger buildings, he'd centainly gain some
of it back in increased attendance. So he couldn't lose
very much.

Besides, the profits of the tourney ... after th*State
Association takes its share for running the year-around
Michigan meets... are split up among 650 whools. In the
end, the returns to the schools might be sliced by three or
four bucks each ... So, who could complain, especially
when one stopped to real ize every fan who desired was
getting a chance to see the tournament.

Dr. Joseph G. Molner. Wayne

County health commissioner,
announced yesterday that a

vision screening program is to
be conducted for children

from three and one-half to

four and one-half years of age.
The program will be conducted
in selected school districts in

northwest Wayne County.

Scheduled to get under way
in Livonia on March 25. the

 program will' be extended to
other communities in the proj-
ect area in the coming weeks.

The project is slated to be com-
pleted on or about June 13.

According to Dr. Molnet the
purpose of the vision screen-
ing program is to locate those
children who need the attention

of an eye doctor. lie said that
limited vision may cause a
child to miss many experiences

which are an important part of
growing up. He further pointed
out that early screening often
disclosed difficulties when they
are easiest to treat.

An important aspect of the
program is the prevention of

 what county health department
officials call '*one-eyed blind-
ness." The term refers to the

situation in which a child learns

to see with only one eye, and

vision in the other e> e does not
develop. This is due to weak-
ness in the muscles of the eye.

Emphasizing the impor-

tance of early detection and

treatment of one-eyed blind-
ness. Dr. Molner said that
often by the time a child is
of school age. permanent

blindness has already oc-

 turned in one eye. He stated
that treatment for this dis-
order is most effective if

started before the child is

five years old. This treat-

ment may prevent bl'ndne:.3.
The screening will be done

by trained vision technician,
from the health department.
Any child who does not pass

the screening test will be ad-
vised to see an eye doctor

for further examination and

ton. There are good points
which, it would seem, offer
mueh to the people of our
state. Unfortunately, there are
tnitakes of commission and
omise;ion u'hieh are so fright-
eningly serious, that a No vote
is indicated,

The greatest mistake of all
is that Of the 80-20 formula for
redistricting the Senate. This
means that 80 per cent of the
factors for dividing the state
into Senate dietricts will be
based on people and 20 per
cent on land. This seems at
first glance to be a fine thing
for the ei Ues. It happens that
there is so much land in Michi-
gan that even when it counts
for only 20 per cent of the fae-
tors in dividing the Senate, the
result would be that the Farm
Bureau would eleet 18 Sena-
ton (a majority) with 2.4 mil-
lion people while 5.5 million
city people would be repre-
sented by I 6 senators. Since
every bill must pass the Senate
to become a law, we would
continue to have only those
laws which satisfied the farm
people. This is precisely the
regrettable situation which has
driven cities to Washington to
beg for funds which Governor
Romney and Senator Goldwater
correctly believe should be
raised right at borne. Even if
one could ignore the effects of
such apportionment, the idea
that land can be equated with
people should be horrifying to
any American. With Eichmann,
people were· valued in terms of
trucks: with Castro a man was
valued at perhap, $50,000 worth
of medicine: in Michican a hu-
man being ts worth 18 acres of
land.

A second gra ve error of the
proposed constitution is Article
4, Section 37. This seetion, in
effect, prevents the Governor's
appointees from making dici-
sions with which a special
legislative committee disagrees.
This special committee could
stalemate Michigan's govern-
ment to the point that would
make the old Mennen Williams-

Legislature feuds seem like
statesmanlike progress. As if
this were not enough, the courts
are given special new powers
over the executive branch.

These mistakes could only have
spt'ung from an inordinate fear
that the Chief Executive woul i
more likely than not, reflect
the thinking of those horrible
cities.
