The rules are simple. One

Of the eight. only Cutler and Vallier have had
previous experience in elections. Cutler as a
commissioner and Vallier who was elected to the
supervisor post.

However, political observers, who are close
to the picture believe the trend this year is for
a new, forward look. a fresh viewpoint and for
new faces on the Commission. Thus they are
looking for all seats to be filled by newcomers.

These observers feel that the outgoing Com-
missioners, each of whom has had years of service,
showed they have a reluctance to relinquish their
hold in the City Hall by publicly endorsing Cutler
as their choice.

It is known that the quartet has been busy
extolling the virtues of the former commis-

sioner, who ran seventh in the February pri-
mary, through newspaper advertising and other
mediums.

However, Flymouth voters have been made
aware of the many problems facing the new com-
mission and have been listening to the thoughts of
the candidates on the issues at the various meetings.

There are so many issues that observers feel
the electors will go to the polls determined to get
men of action on the Commission-men who will
face up to the problems that have been dragging
for too many months.

They are expected to name four men, who
with the holdovers-Richard Wernette, James
Houk and Robert Beyer--will give Plymouth
one of the most progressive and forward look-
ing representatives in years.

Immediately before the Commission are the
problems involving the City Hall in which the
members are working hand and hand kith the
Municipal Building Authority.

has been announced by officials of the Evans
Products Co.

The company is moving its truck heater,
ventilator and air conditioning operations

from the Transportation Equipment and In-

dustrial Division in Plymouth to another plant

in Grand Rapids, according to an announce-

ment by James Conway. vice president and

general manager of the division.

A spokesman for the company said 50 work-
ers will be temporarily laid off but it is
expected that all will be rehired within a

short time as the expansion program develops.
The company plans to shift most of the

truck heating division's administrative per-
sonnel to Grand Rapids including empicyes
in sales. engineering. material control and
many of the production foremen.

It was the second outback at the

Evans plant in less than three months.

The firm sold its bicycle division in Jan-
uary at which time more than 50 lost their

jobs. The spokesman indicated that some

of these have since been absorbed into

other departments in the expanded pro-

Then there are the matters of industrial ex-

pansion, the proposed and controversial water reser-
voir. which the present Commission committed
itself to construction and even went so far as to

purchase the site before leaving the final decision
to the new Commission.

The much cussed and discussed Detroit
water situation has been left to the new Board.

There's some talk about a Civil Service Board

and the placing of all city employes under its
jurisdiction.

In the future planning is the long-whispered
about. but gradually coming into the open, discus-
sion of consolidation of the city and township for
the mutual benefit of each.

This is still in the talking stage but is a problem
that may have to be resolved by the incoming
Commission, especially in lieu of the fact that the
C:tv of Plymouth has little or no room for expansion.

Parking Committee is anxious to have plans
completed for its parking area and has indicated to
the Commission it will pay part of the costs and
finance the balance. A decision of this was tabled

two weeks ago and will come up before the new
Commission at an early meeting.

It is expected to become a red hot issue With
the new Commission taking a strong stand.

here in Michigan this year.

He said most industrialists wanted to keep the
cold war going and to many political minds economic
stress was worse than complete annihilation.

And if that wasn't enough to "confuse" he said
our nuclear weapons40 NATO, as being discussed
right now, would b• the first step to rash use of
them. He said the President and others should be
discussing disarmament. not spreading the trigger
further afield, to countries more desperate for power
than life.

Afterward we broke up into little discussion groups
-I happened to be standing in a circle of young
students--one elderly lady, a couple of teachers -
they were brilliant people but they scared me With
what they were saying-how too many aren't inter-
ested in peace or working for it - I heard myself and
my friends described as "fat cats" - a term that is
descriptivelv distasteful.

Dr. Pauling and his wife were sponsored by the
Detroit Committee for a Sane Nuclear Policy -
or sometimes called by the group themselves as
"Sane." There are a hundred peace organizations
operating around our area - a group is marching
sometime during Easter - they have meetings,
print literature by the ream-and promote speakers.

Across the street from these, we have another
group. just as dedicated, just as zealous who say -
'*fight" - get rid of Communism, put Cuba down now
-there are Communists everywhere-they don't want
us to be anything but passive. and peace-loving-they
will wreck us from within- they say we should stay
away from all the trouble of the world and other
nations except when they tread on our toes and then ,
we should push them right back - quick - they have i
groups too, one the John Birch Sokiety. They have
reams of literature and speakers too.

Now I suppose in the middle are the "fat cats" -
who go on day after day-going to the movies, playing i
cards, going to church, having functions-parties, dances, 
fund-raising drives to help the retarded, and indigent i
of the world, painting our houses, planting flowers,
having kids, shopping. working towards a pool in the
yard. We vote in elections, but we seldom carry signs
up and down - we listen to speakers but we seldom
go home to worry away a sleepless night over world
affairs. we pay our taxes and complain about our gov-
ernment, as our right, but we seldom contact our Sen-
ators or Representatives.

We take the problems of our obvious rise in crime
and kids in psycho trouble, but can't put our finger on
why - we worry over too much TV, too little school-
but meet the problem in various ways on various days
- in other words we carry on with the mundane prob-
lems of our modern world - "living it up occasionally,"
basically not crusading.

Which is right? Are we fat ents: I am troubled
with intellectual discomfiture.

we are the second largest school
district in the State of Michi-

i gan?

Answer: This question has
been asked many times, and we
chose to answer it in one of

our early columns because it
Will provide background infor-
mation readers may find helpful
in forming future questions.

Livonia is not the second

largest school district in Michi-
gan; it is the fifth largest. There
are many districts larger than
our 39 square miles. but only
Detroit. Flint, Grand Rapids,
and Lansing are larger in total
pupil enrollment. The rest of
this report will give readers a
rough idea of Livonia's size and
tremendous potential for growth,
-The Livonia Public Schools'

operating budget for the 1962-63
school year was $10,091,261. We
have assets amounting to over
$34,000,000: including 26 ele-
mentary schools, five junior
high schools, two senior high
schools, and several non-instruc-
tional' buildings. The District
has under construction 60 ele-
mentary classrooms. a junior
high school, and an instructional
activities building. In addition,
funds have been provided and
plans are being completed on
100 elementary classrooms and
an addition to Bentley High
School. Since 1956 the Schools
have purchased $2.693,936 worth
of real estate in 38 school site
purchases involving some 604
acres.

The District's student enroll-
ment as of March 8, 1963 was
15,178 elementary, 4.130 junior

turned on when everything was
arid enough to retain its west-

ern and desert-like appearance,
and a second time throughout
a heavy rain storm. Just anoth-
er case of too little-too late.

Some of us decided to take
matters. or I should say rakes

i and shovels into our own hands.
We worked for days taking out
roots. tin cans, bottles. bricks

I and so forth. We seeded and
I watered the area ourselvek. We
' then called the Parks and Rec-
reation DepaMment to pick up
the debris we had raked into
neat mounds near the curb for
their convenience. They shov-
eled the rubbish into a shiny
truck and proceeded to drive
back through the park dumping
the trash in the so-called low

spots-one within 5 feet of the
tots' und box.

This unsightly, unsanitary,
and seemingly unsupervised
park is just one of irr.
O'Leary's accomplishments af-
ter eight years as Director of
the Parks and Recreation De-
partment.
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I fail to see how Mr. O'Leary
can even visualize the kind of

parks he advocatek the town-
ship needs: the large recrea-
tional areas, the swimming

pools, and real live vegetation.
He has not been able to Ade-

quately maintain an area of one
square block.

This will
give long overdue recognition to
one of Michigan's and this na-
tion's outstanding citizens.

Henry Rowe Sehooleraft was
one of the most versatile men
of the 19th century. His contri-
butions as an explorer, writer,
scientist and ethnologist have
rarely, if ever. been matched.
For over 20 years he served as
Indian agent for the Upper
Lakes with headquaMers at
Sault Ste. Marie and Mackin..e
Island. During this critical
period in United States history,
Sehoolcraft led exioring expedi-
tions into the wilds of Wisconsin
and Minnesota: discovered the
source of the great Mississippi
River; and uncovered the great
m i neral wealth of northern
Michigan.

His studies of Indian life and
customs were internationaly
known and won him acclaim as
the outstanding authority on the
Indian of the Upper Great
Lakes. He wrote over 20 books
and hundreds of articles on the
Indian; indeed it was the Indian
legends presented in Allic Re-
searches. published in 1839. that
were used by Henry W, Long-
fellow as the basis of the epic
poem. "Hiawatha."
