Board Approves
Budget in Twp.

Plymouth Township's Board
approved the 1963-4 budget in
a special meeting called to
replace the annual Settlement
Day session which was elimi-
nated by electors in a special
election last fall.

The Board stamped its OK
on the budgdet, presented by
Clerk John McEwen, amount-
ing to $183,850; approved ap-
pointments of township. attor-
ney, auditor, enginecer and
civil defense director; and set
dates for all meetings during
the fiscal year.

The $183,850 represents a
$38,000 decrease over the 1962-
3 budget, a reduction due to
slashes in appropriations for
capital outlay. The Board
budgeted $60,800 for -capital
outlay a year ago for a new
Department of Public Works
building and a new fire truck,
The new budget calls for only
$9,095.

The Board reappointed
Earl Demel as attorney; Wal-
ter Markim as auditor; Her-
ald Hamil as engineer; and
named McEwen as Civil De-
fense Director,

It allowed $2,500 for strect
lighting in the new year and
set aside $2,000 for the Town-
ship's share of a hospitalization
plan for employes on a match-
ing basis.

The Board set a salary
schedule for three Township
Hall employes and voted a
$200 pay boost for each of the
five firemen.

Under the salary schedule,
the pay of Deputy Clerk Janice
Birckelbaw was set at $4,500;
Helen Richardson, Water Dept.
clerk, at $4,500; and Sewer
Dept. Clerk Ardith Fischer at
$4,200.

The new budget estimates
total revenues for 1963-4 at
$183,850 coming from taxa-
tion, $64.800; state shared
taxes, $65,700; permits and
licenses, $15,560; other reve-

nues, $3,490; non-revenues,
$7.800 and c¢ash on hand,
$26.500.

The appropriations for the
fiscal year, starting April 1,
were set at: operations, $51,900;
township hall and grounds,
$5,960; staff agencies, $10,750;
elections, $3,500; parks and
recreation, $800; Library, $12.-
175; welfare costs, $1,000; roads
and highways, $5.500; protec-
$13,085; DPW, $8,410;
capital
outlay, $8,095; financial, $8,970
{or a total of $183,850.

The Water Department
budget shows expected revenues
of $129,565. Total operating ap-
propriations were set at $39,.-
820 with interest, principal and
fees on contract totaling $62,-
000 and a debt reserve provi-
sion of $10,000 boosting the
total department appropria-
tions to $111,820. This would
give the Township excess reve-
nues of $17,745 for the year.

The budget for the county

constructed sewer department
shows total expected revenues
of $163,700 and appropriations
of $131,710 for an anticipated
earned income of $31,990 for
the 1963-4 term.

House Passes

Bill to Help
Local College

Legislation which would |
straighten out the law and per-|
mit the Northwest Wavne
County Community College dis-
trict to hold an election in June
passed the House of Represent-
atives last week.

State Rep, Paul
sponsored the bill,
corre¢t two things:

1. Present law calls for the
College distriet election to be
held in April, at the time of the
bicnnial State Spring election.
This is impossible, because the
college distriet follows school
district precinct boundaries,
rather than those of the local
municipalities, and the college
election must be held at the
same time as local school elec-
tions.

2. The new amendment would
have voters of school districts
wishing to join the college dis-
trict vote simultaneously on
whether to join, and on whether
to accept the millage being
levied by the college district.
Under the existing law there
would be o ne election on
whether to join, then a second
election in the applying school
district as to approval of the
millage, The Board of Trustecs
today has ruled it wouldn't ac-
cept any distriet for member-
ship without knowing at the
same time that the millage is
acceptable to the voters of the
district. (One mill has been ap-
proved by voters of the existing
college district.)

The proposed increase for
the City Assessor is aimed to
bring the salary morc in line
with those paid other depart-
ment heads.

The budget proposed by
Glassford lists: $115.098 for
general government; S176,.-
275 for public safety; S184.-
420 for public works; §15.-

800 for parks and recrea-
tion; $32,517 for debt re-
tirement; $12,100 for the
city’s share of the retire-
ment, fund; $§40,160 for
building and structures;
7,925 for health and wel-
fare; and $32,765 for li-
brary.

It totals $617,060 of which
$205,460 would come from
non-tax revenue and the bal-
ance of $411,600 from the tax
levy.

The new commission has
held several study sessions
reviewing the budget and
plans to hold a public hear-
ing before final adoption.
The hearing is expected to
be held on the 1st Monday in
April,

One thing true — she left behing her few enemies and a
great many friends. In politics this is no easy thing to do.

Neither the veneer or inlay
was damaged by over 3000
years burial in the tomb.

Like any other large and ex-
pensive piece of equipment, a
home should be inspected peri-
odically if it is to be kept in
smooth operating condition.
Since the winter months usu-
ally do the most damage, spring
is the best time for making a
seasonal check-up and attend-
ing to the necessary repairs
and other little jobs about the
house that will make it a better
Pplace in which to live.

Make Repairs Promptly

Minor repairs should be made
promptly. Failure to do so will
often result in more serious
breakdowns later on — may
even necessitate an expensive
major overhaul that might
have been avoided.

Here is a convenient guide to
a “spring inspection” that will
determine how you can step up
the appearance and livability
of your home.

1. The Outside. This is your
home's face to the public.
Check roofing and siding. Smal)
cracks, peeling, etc. often re-
quire little more than minor
repairs or repainting. The new
latex paints that cover exteri-
ors with a single coat make it
far easier than heretofore to
put a fresh, bright sparkle into
a weather-worn home,

Moreover, new materials on
the market can sometimes
make it cheaper to have new
roofing or siding installed than
to do a patch job,

Money-Saving Features

Among the materials that
now include new time- and

money-saving features are: (a)
fireproof shingles that protect
while they beautify, and (b)
sidings that provide insulation,
retaining building heat and
cutting fuel bills, Fuel savings,
over the years, can amortize |
the cost of the installation.

Then there are rot-resistant
sidings and shingles that pro-
vide longer life and beauty for
the home. Some sidings have
baked-on decorator colors that
never need repainting

2. Inside the House, A change
in the family’s size and needs
may call for a room addition

or interior remodeling. Con-

|sider converting the basement
|to a finished recreation room,

or add a finished bedroom or
den in the attic to meet ex-
panded family needs.

Trend to Lighter Tones Is

Seen in Roofing Materials

more and more by the woman
of the house, who is insisting
on roof colors that conform
with the color scheme of the
rest of the house. As a result,
a record number of shingle
colors are now on the market.

Shingles are also being made
to blend with the lines of a
house. A new shingle with 50
per cent wider tabs is designed
to enchance the low, sweeping
look of ranch homes and split-
levels.

Flat and low-incline roofs
are being used more and more
on private homes, with whole
developments of flat - roofed
homes going up.

Shingle tabs aren't ripping
off or flying away as they used
to during a windstorm. A new
shingle has hidden adhesive
bands under each tab that seal
the shingles down so effectively
they will stay down even when
battered by winds of hurricane
force.

And speaking of the sun,
roofing specialists point out
that it's the roof's greatest en-
emy because the drying effect
of the sun’s rays causes roof-
ing to crack and admit mois-
ture. That's why, they report,
shingles with extra coatings of
sun-resistant minerals are also
becoming more popular in home
construction and reroofing
projects.

Landscaping
Increases
Home Values

Whether your home planting
agenda calls for a few shrubs
or complete re-landscaping as
part of your home improve-
ment program this spring, it is
advised that you follow a basic
landscaping plan. For a well
planted property not only re-
flects the beauty and charm of
your house, it provides outdoor
living for the family, and in-
creases its real estate value,

Plan with a purpose: trees
for shade, screens, or accents
or color and form — shrubs and
evergreens to enhance the ar-
chitectural lines of the house.
Gardens and shrub borders
should be planned and not
scattered hit or miss about the
property, says the American
Association of Nurserymen.

Conform to Design

For instance, in planting
around the contemporary
house with its long low lines,
keep planting under long pic-
ture windows low, and conform
to the lines of the house by us-
ing low material such as
ground covers,

To add height and softness,
place a flowering tree away
from the house, not against it.
Large windowless arcas may
need to be broken up by an in-
dividual plant or grouping.

A good way to start planning
your landscaping is to place a
piece of tracing paper over a
photograph of your house and
use a few fundamental shapes
and forms to work out group-
ings. It may take more than
one sketch to get the result you
want. Use the combination that
best brings out the feeling the
architect tried to express in his
design. Within your chosen
outline of shapes, incorporate
certain plants as accents. Others
will serve as f{fillers.

Coler Selection

Select the colors you think
will fit the setting. Choose not
only color for blooms, but fol~
iage and bark as well. There
are many shades of green, from
the rich dark green yews to
the blue-green spruces or jun-
ipers as well as the light, yel-
low-grens of many deciduous
shrubs.

Plan for pleasing color har.
mony in foliage and flowers.
Don't mix strong foliage colors
in one grouping. Be subtle.

Carry your plan to the sides
and rear of the house. These
areas generally serve the fam-
ily's garden living. Hedges,
shrubs, trees provide privacy.

What about baseball's new strike zone?

As you probably have heard, anything from the top of
the shoulders down to the knees now is a strike . . . assuming,
of course, the ball crosses over the plate,

Until this ycar, the arm pits were used as the determ-
ining factor by the umpires as whether the pitch was high
enough to be called a strike.

Judging by what happened in spring training for the
big leaguers, the extension of the strike zone hasn't had
too much affect yet on baseball. In fact, we have heard
very little said about the bigger zone.

Most big league pitchers will tell you that they would
have much preferred to see the plate widened an inch or two
instead of the “height" area.

. The reason is obvious. The good batter murders the
high pitch. All of which means, the moundsmen at Tiger
Stadium and elsewhere around the American and National
Leagues will have to concentrate on keeping the ball down.

We should think, however, the rule may help high
school pitchers to some degree. The schoolboy hurler
can risk a letter-high pitch now and then . . . and if he
gets a strike, his chances of issuing a free walk are
reduced.

It's going to be intcresting to see what the results of
the bigger strike zone are. Certainly, the area high schools
will have to get in several games each before their coaches
can render any kind of an opinion.

And it will take a couple of months in the pro ranks
to sce if the rule benefits — the pitcher, batter or nobody.

We note by the schedules released {for this spring at
Franklin, Plymouth, Redford Union, Thurston, Bentley and
Clarenccville highs, the rush act again is on for their
trackmen.

In fact, under the State Association's rules, no prep team in
Michigan may play in any game — outside of the Michigan
tourney itself — effective with the week the districts begin.

But, let's take a look at a track. Bentley offers a
typical schedule.

The regionals, or the state meet, hardly serve as any
climax, Four days after Bentley vies in the regionals the
school’s trackmen will entertain Franklin, Then will come
the state finals on May 25.

However, two major events still will remain on the
calendar for Bentley, along with Redford Union and
Plymouth. The Suburban “Six League championships are
carded for Bentley for May 28-29 and on June 1, the
big Snarey relay carnival will come off at Bentley.

This writer can understand why some of the state's
smaller Class C and D schools might like to wrap up their
track schedules by May 25, but there's hardly any. reason
to put the “A™ schools, which don't shut down until late
in June, under the same handicap.
