There are some who advocate a three-county ap-
proach to school financing, but we'll pass that one,
pending a decision as to how the State will handle the
education probably during the next few months.

Detroit's income tax, levied alike against residents
and non-residents of that City. did more to bring the
"metropolitan idea" into focus than many voters realize.
Detroit's insistence on behalf of the new tax has been
that "we all share facilities, and hence have a respon-
sibilitv to par for them together."

This Editor, in turn. always has replied, "Yes, but
you're taxing us, and we are not taxing you, and our
local taxes out here in the suburbs are greater than you
folks are paying to >·our City government in Detroit.
Why don't we all pay alike, if really we are neighbors
in a common grouping:"

burns when her nightgown be-
came ignited as she tried to
light a candle at the gas range
in her home.

Tiny Pamela Kemmerling,
daughter of Mr. and Airl Henry
Kemmerling, 195 Burroughs,
sustained third and fourth

degree burns over 40 per cent
of her body including her
facet head, stomach. arms and
legs according to hospital re-
ports.

She Ii'ill be hospitalized for
several weeks for treatment and
her condition is expected to
remain serious for some Ome.

Mrs. Marie Kemmerling. the f
mother, told Plymouth Police
officers Pamela was playing
with the candie in the kitchen
while she was cleaning up the
living room.

Apparently Pamela tried to
light the candie on the gas
ringe but her night,own
caught fire and she was com-
pletely enveloped in flame,
when she ran screaming into
the adjoining room.

Mrs. Kemmerling smothered
the flames with a coat but
Pamela already was seriously
burned.

The Plymouth Police and
Fire Departments were called
and Assistant Fire Chief Charles
Groth ordered the tot removed
to the hospital after first aid.

Pamela was rushed to St.
Mary Hospital in Livonia and
then transferred later 10 St.
Joseph for special treatment in
the pediatrics department.

At last reports, the parents
indicated Pamela was still in
serious condition although
showing signs of recovering
from the shock of the burns.

The Department of Public
Works has received numerous
reports from its workers that
some Plymouth householders
are raking grass and leaves into
the city streets.

This isn't helping keep the
city clean. The city allows
leaves to be dumped at the curb
in the fall when the leaf col-
lector is being used. It costs
Plymouth $9.000 per year to
keep the streets clean and
everytime the DPW has to
order the sweeper out for addi-
tional calls, the costs spiral.

This type of refuse should
be placed in baskets with the
regular pickup and the regular
rubbish crews will remove it on
the pickup days.

Reports also have been
turned in that some residents

are dumping lawn refuse into
city catch basins. These bas-
ins have. been installed to

dnin surface witer and when

jammed up can cause water
to back up and go into the
unitary sewers through the
manholes.

It could result in flooded
basements. The cost of clean-
ing and repairing catch basins
is ST.000 annually-so all resi-
dents are asked to cooperate
and refrain from dumping
leaves, grass. sticks or other
refuse in the street drains.

The department has been
busy cleaning city parks and
the cemetery getting rid of the
winter debris.

completed. Also there was
much activity in the cutting
down of Burroughs Street.
A crew has been out several

In Your Outdoor Living Room

Although charecal cooking
has been employed since man
first rubbed two sticks togeth-
er, it has enjoyed unprece.

The present popularity of
outdoor cooking originated in
California, which generally is
conceded to be the source of
the simple but mouth-watering
dinner of charcoal broiled

steak. garlic or cheese sour-
dough bread, and a mixed
Feens salad topped with bleu
cheese or oil-and-win-vinegar
dressing.

Slowly this truly American
meal has spread eastward dur-
ing the past quarter-eentury
untiI today almost every ham-
let has a steakhouse that serves
up a reasonable facsimile.

Be Valuable

Garden Asset
In the spring a young man's

fancy not only turns to

thoughts of love but also to
raising flowers and shrubs to
make the home more at-

tractive.

And when the planting is
done and it's time to wait for
bIooms to appear, an excellent
easy-to-build project is a hot-
house to help with gardening
next year, as well as allowing
gardening activities to con-
Unue through the winter.

Such a unit can be built at
low cost in a week-end or a few

days. ranging from a five-by-
eight foot unit for the begin-
ner to commercial size for pro-
fessional horticulturists. Hot-

houses are particularly desir-
able on farms or in small towns
or other rural areas where pub·
llc nurseries aren't available
to supply flowers and shrubs.

built as a home handyman pro
jet It can be plain and simple
or big and costly - ranging
from a portable table.top mod-
el available in any housewares
store to a "bomb sheltef' type
that weighs several tons and
has warming ovens and other
type of conveniences for lus-
cious cookery.

Building a barbecue will vary
to some extent depending on
the size of the desired AtI'uc-
ture, but the basic construction
remains the same.

An outline of the barbecue
should be marked out on the
ground, and this should be dug
10 or 12 inches deep. Eight ta
10 inches of sand or sand-and
gravel mix is tamped well, and
this is topped with concrete be-
tween four and six inches deep,
depending on the size and
weight of the barbecue. This
will bring the base two or
three inches above ground
level. for which forms are
needed.

A level or plumb bob should
be used in laying the base and
aII courses of brick to insure a
perfect level.

The second step is the chim-
ney, built with the level or
blumb bob to be sure it is per-
fectly vertical for no one
wants a miniature 'Tower of
Pisa" confronting them when-
ever they barbeeue. A hole
should be left in the firebox
side of the chimney to draw
smoke from the fire and up the
chimney.

The firebox or ashpit can be
constructed of block or brick or
rock, or a prefabricated unit
can be bought at a building
supply outlet.

'rwo or three courses of
block are laid (again, make
sure each course is level) and
then sidewalls are built up on
the two sides. with an iron
grate built into the concrete
join about a foot above the
ashpit Although a bit more
difficult to install but much
more satisfactory than the

built-in permanent kate is a
series of two or three steel
tracks on which a grate can be
inserted at varying levels for
different types of cookery.

An excellent accessory for
every barbecue is an LP-gas
torch that will save 15 or 20
minutes of preparation eacn
time you build a fire. This is
the same liquefied petroleum
gas familiar to all who live on
farms or in country homes, in
small towns or other rural
areas to provide all the com-
forts of modern gas appli-
ances far beyond city gas
mains.

A small LP-gas hand torch
can be used, or a larger refill-
able tank can be installed for
multi-purpose use. The small
hand torch will 11ght charcoal
in brief minutes. Not only does
the larger nit serve
this same p it it also
can be usedi ooking, if
desired, suc' ing ham-
burgers or b : dogs for

youngsters. j
And if the evening turns a

bit cool, the gas fire can be
turned on to bring warmth and
cheer to the group gathered
under a starry sky.

LANSING - There is some-
thing about the words "lobby-
ist" and -lobbying" which fas-
cinate many voters.

Maybe irs the influence of
intrigue-type TV shows where
practically everything comes to
pass as the result of a "deal."
Maybe it's just the natural sits-
picion- confirmed occasionally
by an actual case-that little in
government is what it appears
to be.

Whatever, I've talked to
enough citizens to know they
are curious about "lobbyists."

Lobbyists (or lecislative

agents. as they're sometimes
called) have a single purpose
in life. It is to persuade those
elected officials who possess
a vote. to cast that vote in a
way that is agreeable to the
employer of the lobbyist.
Everybody understands that.

but hardly anybody really un-
derstands how this is done.

One suspicion about winning
a vote probably is that some-
where-in a dark doorway or a
hot hotel room - a sum of
money passes hands, a clear-eut
bargain is reached. and that
contract fulfilled when the leg-
islator makes his vote. This is
a common idea, but it rarely
happens. At least, I haven't en-
countered it yet, and there is a
good practical, earthy reason
why it isn't feasible in most
cases. There are too many legis-
tors and it would cost too much

Sonic of the best lobbyists
maintain large suites, open to
anyone lonely, where the soli-
tar>· individuals can gather, to
talk, play cards, mingle - as
contrasted to spending the eve-
ning hours within four walls of
a hotel rooin. Politics or legis-
lation is almost never discussed
in such hotel suites, and the
visitors arrive from both poli-
tical parties. Nonetheless. to a
lonely man, there is a sense Of
debt and obligation, when he
leaves.

Good lobbyists know tile
facts. They understand search-
ing minds and the intellectual
approach. They furnish rea-
sonable logic for their cause,
and buttress it with statistics
and data. A busy, burdened
lerislator with a thousand
other subjects surging through
his mind simultaneously, lis-
tens. and the point of view 13
imprinted on his brain. par-
ticularly if a contrary point is
not expressed prior to the
time of vote.

And some lobbyists use the
fear of losing the office as their
tool. This can take many forms,
but one is to suggest that a
large block of votes are going
to be lost in the district, unless

. In this case. sometimes the
lobbyist doesn't even make

himself known to the legisla-
tor. He simply launches a mail,
telephone, telegram campaign.
When the letters arrive. in quan-
tity. without a word being
spoken the lawmaker has been
lobbied. "Either go with us, or
there are enough votes in these
letters to throw you out of
office," is the unsaid message.
If the legislator is awed enough,
he might buckle from his own
personal principals.

; Question: How much land does
the School District of Livorna

 own': :Do we have enough to,take care of future buildings?
It it true the Schools pay higher
prices because they need cer-

, tain pieces of property?
Answer: The Livonia Pub-

tic Schools own approxi-
mately 822 acres of land. in-
cluding 347 unoccupied acres
and 475 acres which are a
part of sites with schools on
them. The unoccupied acres
include 110 designated for
elementary sites and 237 for

secondary sites. Of the 475
occupied acres. 249 are part
of elementary sites. 151 are
in junior high sites. and 75
make up our two senior hl,h
site<. The Schools are pres- 1
ently interested in. or ne-
gotiating for, an additional
36 to 45 acres in various sec-
tions of the District.
Most of the acreage was

purchased as early as possible
, to 4'oid paying the higher
 prices which acompany subdi-
 vision derelopment. The total
cost for the 347 unoccupied
acres uas $1.316,540 making the
average cost per acre $3.79.5.
This included both developed
and undeveloped land, and the
price was reasonable lor acre-
age in this kind of community.

All the land has been pur-
chased in strategically located
plai·eN throughout the School
District in anticipation of our
projected enrollment increases.
Occasionally our best estimates
go astray, and w'e are forced to
buy an additional site in an
area that grows faster than we

anticipated. This has happened
in Section 22 where the Jackson
Elementary School is no langer
able to acommodate 211 the stu-
dents in that section, As a re-
sult, the School District will
have to purchase land in this
heavily developed area either by
condemnation or by paying a
higher price than usual.
