For some reason. the disclosure last week that Li-
vonia was thinking about trying to annex northern Nan-
kin Township. seemed to penetrate in a personal wav
upon the consciousness of many in the Plymouth com-
munity.

Though Livonia is to the east. totally separate from i
Plymouth. the announcement struck home personally '
to many hereabouts. It awakened old thoughts about the
possibility of someone --grabbing" a hunk of Plvmouth '
Township.

Only now. through rumor and hypothesis. the idea
seems to have arrived that the Wolf lives also in the i
east (Livonia) as well as the west (City of Livonia) and '
the lamb (Plymouth Township) now must roll his gaze
in two directions. as fast as he can.

There is only one significance to be gleaned from
the recent news from Livonia - natural communities
should combine into units where wolves cannot pene-
trate.

Plymouth. in all its parts. is a natural community.
more so today than it was six >·ears ago. and much more
so than it was 12 vears ago.

The distinction between the City and the Town-

ship always has been an artificial one, incapable of
being defended over a reasonable length of time.
Both are part of the same school district. and 60 or
40 percent of the taxes of each go into the same
school treasury.

In the immediate future. the proper plannincs zon-
inc,.and development of the total area will be of com-
mon concern to everyone in total Plymouth.

It is not exactly a secret that the industrial portion
of Plymouth Township believes it bears tax assessments
disproportionate to that of residents of the Township...
and is displeased. And that it knows that future of the
unoccupied school district calls for spiraling tax costs.
It wouldn't be adverse to annexation with L.vonia.

Without going further afiela: Plymouth should
be a single. solid entity. immune to invasion from
any direction.

Planning Ahead
If you decide to modernize

your kitchen a step at a time,
it is imporant that you keep in
mind from the very beginning
what your ultimate "dream
kitchen" will be like. By so
doing, you can plan ahead for
future installations of wiring
and plumbing.

Here is a check list of the
characteristics of a truly mod-
ern kitchen which may prove
helpful in your planning:

1.Etep-saving. Today kitchens
are planned for time and step-
saving efficiency. Appli,ances
are grouped so that the horne-
maker can quickly turn from
one to the other.

2. Easy-to-mtaintain surfaces.
Plastic laminates are used ex-
tensiveIy for cabinets, wait sur-
faces and counter tops. The
homemaker auppreciates the ad-
vantages of a surface that can be
kept clean with a damp cloth.

Functional Lighting
3. Lighting where it should

be. No homemaker Iieks to work
in her own shadow. For this
reason, the trend is to get away
from center lights and instead
have them under thecabinets.
The ideal set-up is to have a
light for every counter-top.

4. Traffic patterns. It is de-
sidable that there be no direct
Bow of traffic through the main
part of the kitchen.

5. Boilt-in ranges and ovens.
Many of the new ranges offer
automatic top burner heat con-
trols on the gleaming surface
units, oven rotisseries, easy-to-
clean features, etc.

6. Work savers. The two ap-
pliances that probably do more
than any others to eliminate
tedious chores are the automatic
dish washer and the food waste
disposer.

Stepped Fence
For Sloping Lot

Do you have a sloping lot with
a stair-step fence problem?

A god way to solve >·our
fence building problems on such
a property is to use sectional
fences, built in desired lengths
or sections with each section
one, two. or even three feet be-
low the one immediately above.

Some landscape architects de-
w lop some interesting fence
patterns for these section step-
dou·n fences. Among popular
styles is a screen-type section
mode by nailing lx2 inch cedar
boards to a top and bottom 2x4
rail set firmly between 4x4
cedar posts.

Each section is a complete
unit. The general and most at-
tractive style is to design a
frame for the screen section ot
lx2 boards. This ca nbe done
by using a 2x4 cap nailed to the
top of the posts. The cap can be
one foot or so above the screen
and there can be decorative
boards set at u·ide spacing to tie
cop boards with the screen,

A good effect is obtained by
placing the lx2 boards vertically
in one section and horizontally
in adjoining sections. This gives
a pleasant contrasting texture.
The cedar can be allowed to
weather to a soft, silvery gray.
or the fence can be stained or
painted to suit the home owner's
taste.
