This is Senate bill 1144 and it has passed both the
Senate and the House. Now it awaits the Governor's
signature and there have been no indications from his
office that he won’t sign.

However, few realize that the bill wouldn’t become
effective until 1964—not until then would it be manda-
tory for local public districts to furnish transportation
to non-public students. (Even today, under existing law,
they can furnish it on a voluntary basis.)

Unless one has read the bill, he couldn’t realize
how massively complicated it is. The philosophical
issue may be relatively simple to understand, but

The aim of the bill was to set up rules for trans-
porting non-public school students which would be
identical, down to the last comma, to those which pre-
vail for public students. It isn’t easy.

Example: In many districts today, no bus serv-
ice is provided those who live within 1% miles of
a school.

But what if the latter
lives less than 1% miles from a public school, but
more than that distance from his own, non-public
school?

Garden Asset

In spring a young man's
fancy not only turns to thoughts
of love but also to raising
flowers and shrubs to make
the home more attractive,

And when the planting is
done and it's time to wait for
blooms to appear, an excellent
easy-to-build project is a hot-
house to help with gardening
next year, as well as allowing
gardening activities to continue
through the winter.

Such a unit can be built at
low cost in a week-end or a few
days, ranging from a five-by-
eight foot unit for the begin-
ner to commercial size for pro-
fessional horticulturists. Hot-
houses are particularly desir-
able on farms or in small towns
or other rural areas where pub-
lic nurseries aren't available to
supply flowers and shrubs.

Although cost varies in dif-
ferent areas, building materials
for an eight-by-eight-foot hot-
house will be approximately
$125, allowing $50 for lumber
and plastic coating and $75 for
a small heater.

dream to Helen they were married and settled down
to talk- more of their dream and be blessed with
babies — three of them.

Now, right here, is where we separate the “pioneer”
from the “plain jane” in women — instead of just letting
Curt talk his dream to death Helen encouraged him to
get started on their plans for a 30-foot ketch to sleep
four of them comfortably and their baby.

Fire hydrants are being
flushed on Wednesday, Thurs-
day and Friday evenings. It is
impossible for the DPW to
give information as to the loca-
tions and times since it may
take lIonger to flush some
hydrants than planned and thus -
throw the entire schedule off.

Hot water should be flushed
completely every week (not
just some water drawn from
the bottom of the tank) if there
is a tendency for rusty water
in the hot water line. Upon re-
quest a leaflet will be mailed
to any customer giving com-
plete instructions for flushing
hot water tanks,

Several inquiries have been
made to the department as to
what can be used to remove
rust spots from white clothing.
One tablespoon of Oxalic Acid
per 14 gallons of water, mixed
well before the clothing is put
into the washer is recommend-
ed. This is for white materials
only. Oxalic acid may be pur-
chased at any drug store.
