The revised charter for
the City of Plymouth
Heights (n ee Plymouth
Township) h as success-
fully passed the scrutiniz-
ing inspection of the Mich-
igan attorney general’s of-
fice and is understood to
be awaiting only Gowv.
Romney’s signature.

This was the anouncement
last week of James Garber,
chairman of the Plymouth
Heights’ charter commission.

Garber said he had been
told by the attorney general’s
office that a favorable rec-
ommendation on the charter
had been issued and the doc-
ument had been submitted to
Romney's office for signing.

The attorney general was
called in on the matter to de-
termine if the charter con-
formed to the legal require-
ments of Michigan's Home
Rute Act.

Following the governor's
signature on the document,
a charter-adoption election
will be held in the township.
Although Romney has not yet

signed the document, the
election has been scheduled
for July 9.

Garber said that he had
been instructed by the attor-
ney general's office to pro-
ceed with plans to publish
the entire revised charter ir
a forthcoming issue of The
Plymouth Mail.

It is a requirement that
must precede the actual elec-
tion.

The incorporation of the City
of Plymoutn Heights was ap-
proved by a margin of 65
vdtes in February, 1959. But
that simply set the wheels in
adoptian of a charter.

Without a charter, Plym-
outh Heights remains only a
Township. A previous char-
ter-adoption election was held
in' January, 1961. At that
time, Township voters re-
jected the charter, 1,589 to 35.

It prevented Plymouth
Heights from gaining official
status. A new gharter com-
mission was immediately call-
ed and the revisions of the
initial document were begun.

In the final analysis, the
efforts to form the City of
Plymouth Heights have con-
stituted a ‘‘holding action”
which for four years has ef-
fectively prevented any at-
tempt to annex a part of the

her store, attests to the suc-
cess of her dream.

With a month-long celebra-
tion only two weeks old, the
guest register already is filled
with a multitude of names. ..
names of the newest of her
new customers! mixed with
those of her earliest visitors
years afgo.

Patrons of Cassady’'s have
watched the gradual growth
of Norma's store with an
understandable pleasure.

Since 1944, Cassady’s' has
advertised itself as being ‘‘on
the corner — Main and Penni-
man.” Its first location —
the $20 a month store — was
a small restaurant before
Norma took over. Today,
Red’'s Barber Shop is there.
~Five years after first open-
ing her doors, Mrs. Cassady
moved into the building that
was originally offered to her
in 1933 for a month. It
was too much to pay then, but
five years later a teelinz of
confidence was spreading
across the land. orma
shared the feeling.

That second location is the
building which until recently
housed the State Farm In-
surance Co. and Stark Realty.

Cassady's replaced the
Conner Hardware Store in
1944. In the near future, the
entire Conner building will be
remodeled to bring it more
in keeping with the dominant
colonial theme of the down-
town area.

“I'm as surprised as any-
body that my store has lasted
30 years,” Mrs. Cassady said
recently, ‘‘because it isn't
what I was trained for.”

She was a music and art
teacher before her marriage
in 1916 to Roderick A. Cas-
sady. She taught at Det.oit
University School, a private
school for boys which has
since moved to Grosse
Pointe.

Norma and Rod went to-
gether five years before their
marriage. A banker in Ply-
mouth for a decade, Mr.
Cassady later became a
banker and investment brok-
er in Detroit.

Always a point of strength
to Norma in her business
dealings, Rod Cassady re-
tired in 1944 and devoted his
efforts to promoting the store
here.

A familiar face to innumer-
able customers of the store,
Mr. Cassady passed away
recently. =

Many changes have taken
place since the “Norma Cas-
sady'’ store first opened. In
1958 the name was shortened
to just ‘‘Cassady’s’ when the
business was incorporated.

“Years ago we sold the
very best percale house
dresses for only one dollar,”
Mrs. Cassady recalled, “and
there was no extra charge
for a hand-sewn hem. In
those days, dresses came in
about one size range.

‘“Housewives as well as
business and professional peo-
ple continue to report receipt
of a wide variety of goods
they didn't order,” Herb ex-
plained.

‘““Many recipients of such
unsolicited goods are worried
as to whether they are under
any obligation to comply with
the shipper's request to remit
payment or return the

goods,” he said.

““The truth of the matter is
that many of the recipients
are not aware of their rights
in situations such as these.

““The recipients of unorder-
ed goods generally are under
no obligation whatever to pay
for — or to return — the mer-
chandise they did not re-
quest,” the Chamber presi-
dent added.

“However, if the merchang-
dise is used,”” he continued,
“liability may arise. If the
goods are held for a reason-
able period of tim®& until the
sender arranges and pays for
its return, the addressee owes
the sender nothing.
