As with everybody else in this area, this newspaper
wonders when and how the expense ever will reach a
leveling-off point in the constant endeavor to build
modern, livable communities in the suburbs.

And it is with reluctance that we propose anything
new involving the spending of large sums of money,
Yer. ... .

Something urgently must be done about the multi-
tude of railroad crossings involving heavily traveled
streets and the C-and-O tracks where they intersect in
the general Plymouth-Livonia area.

Another car driver victim was claimed at the
Eckles rogd intersection on the Livonia-Plymouth
Township boundary line last week. (The story’s on
Page One today.)

Eight days later, a truck’s brakes locked while it
was astraddle the tracks on Farmington road. Despite
attempts by the driver to flag down the oncoming
freight , the train couldn’t stop and it split the truck in
half—no one was hurt,

About a month ago a car was smashed, with a mirac-
ulous escape by the driver. Another man was killed on
the tracks about two months ago in Livonia. The Middle-
belt crossing has taken a couple of lives in recent years.
Farmer street in Plymouth is a deadly crossing with
difficult visibility.

Every few days the editor hears some story about
“close calls” at one of the crossings, where the outcome
fortunately was happy.

Over and above actual threat to life and prop-
erty, is the gross loss of time to thousands of auto-
mobile drivers who stand and wait at the crossings
day in and day out, week in and week out — the
aggregate loss of manpower would be staggering,
if anyone were to compute it. Middlebelt road, Farm-
ington road, Main street in Plymouth, Haggerty road
—and several others—have become heavily traveled,
major arteries with fantastically high traffic counts.

Yet the trains can and do stop the convoys of cars
cold at all hours of day or night.

There is, too, the intangible safety factor—the con-
stant peril that the fire equipment or the ambulance may
be on the “other” side of the crossing waiting for a train
to pass before it can proceed to handle an emergency.
You might recall that a police car was delayed getting
to the scene of the $150,000 Bank of Livonia robbery be-
cause of having to wait for a train ... and the bandit had

fled when it arrived.

* *

Despite the cost, the project of separating the grades
should be taken up immediately at the Middlebelt, Farm-
ington and Plymouth Main street crossing.

This is a matter which involves Wayne County, the
cities, and the railroad, in terms of finance. These three
jobs alone would cost more than‘a million dollars.

* %

As for the other crossings, the peril warrants im-
mediate study of safety factors and new, stiff law en-
forcement, if necessary.

Residents in the Eckles road area tell a story like
this—

There is a red flasher light at the crossing there, but
no safety gates.

Over a period of years, the flasher has lost its mean-
ing for regular drivers. Because yard engines work in
the area, the flasher is lighted almost as much as it is
dark — sometimes for periods of 30, 45 or 55 minutes.
Usually it doesn’t indicate a train is coming; instead, that
the yard engine has tripped the switch. -

Motorists, therefore, drive blithely through the
crossing, ignoring the flasher.

Water Mains
Approved

Water for the new Woodlore
subdivision, planned by Stew-
art Oldford and Son, was as-
sured when the Plymouth
Township Board approved ex-
tension of the water mains
along Ann Arbor Road to Beck
Road.

However, approval didn't
come until the matter had been
thoroughly discussed by the
Trustees after they had voted
to abrogate a previous agree-
ment. This required the build-
ers have a 12-inch line from
the mains to the entrance of
the subdivision and from the
outer boundary to Beck Road.

More than a year ago, the
builders had offered to pay
$5,000 of the cost of extending
the main. The offer was later
withdrawn when the Board de-
manded the 12-inch lines to the
entrance and exit. l

Acting on the theory that
the 12-inch lines would cause
unnecessary expense for the
builder, the Board decided to
extend the mains 1,500 feet
along Ann Arbor Road to
Beck Road.

This means the mains would
go along the back of the Wood-
lore subdivision but the Old-
fords would be required to pay
$3 per lineal foot to get water
into the development,.

Under this arrangement, the
Board can also charge $3 per
foot if and when the land is
developed on the opposite side
of Ann Arbor Road.

In other actions, the Board:

Approved a PR 2 zoning for
Gould's professional offices on
Sheldon Road, between Ann
Arbor Trail and N. Territorial,
as recommended by the plan-
ning commission.

Gave final approval of Arbor
Village Subdivision No. 2.

Tabled a letter from the
State Liquor Control Commis-
sion notifying the Board that
it has received an application
from Roy Bondie for a class
“C" license. The Township has
one more class “C"” permit to
issue.

Charter For July 9

Voters in Plymouth Town-
ship will have a second
chance to either approve or
reject the proposed charter
for the City of Plymouth
Heights on July 9.

The election date was an-
nounced by John McEwen,
Mayor de facto, when he
requested the Township
Board to have the Township
Clerk officially call for the
election.

A similar charter election
met defeat two years ago at
which time the charter com-
mission immediately filed a
new charter for approval,

The state code provides
that an election must be
held within two years from
the date of the charter
filing — the deadline is
July 25 and thus McEwen,
who =2iso is the Plymouth
Township elerk, donned the
hat of Mayor de facto and

requested the election.

The proposed charter has
been resting in Lansing for
almost 20 months awaiting
the Governor’'s signature and
approval from the attorney
general's office that it con-

forms with Michigan's Home
Rule Act.

The arex comprising the
proposed City of Plymouth
Heights is that part of the
Township east of Mec-
Clumpha Road. Thus a
small portion of the Town-
ship to the west is not in-
cluded. The Township’s
western-most boundary is
Napier Road.

The proposed charter pro-
vides for a strong mayor-
council form of government
similar to that of Livonia.

Originally the proposed
charter for a City of Plym-
outh Heights was filed to
stall any possibility of a por-
tion or all of the Township
being annexed by an adjoin-
ing City, either Plymouth or
Livonia,

Those backing the move-
ment are prepared to file
another charter proposal for
a City of Plymouth Heights
if votes reject it in the com-
ing election. Such a move
would eliminate annexation
movements for another two
Years.

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Storms Test

Wood Houses

High winds of hurricane
strength have been felt in many
portions of the nation this past
year which normally do not ex-
perience such phenomena of
nature.

Millions of dollars in damage
to homes were caused this year
in Hawaii, along the Pacific
coast, and down along the At-

lantic coast where this type of |

weather is not so unusual.

In the big blow which struck
the Pacific coast on Columbus

Day last year, said an official of |

the West Coast Lumbermen'’s
Association, the big story was
how well wood -framed homes
stood up under the force of
winds which sometimes reached
150 mile velocity.

You could almost feel the
wood give, said the expert, and
then snap back into shape when
the pressure was released. Wood
has tremendous resilience and
give, and will ben out of shape
before it will break, said the
lumberman.

Cedar shingles, he said, were
virtually unharmed, while tile,
asphalt and composition roofs
were torn off in glant chunks,
There is no record of a wood-
sided home having suffered any
major damage in this storm
which was caused by a failure
of the wood itself.

One of the strong points of
wood, the lumberman points
out, is its capacity to take a
terrific impact from a blow or
shock without breaking the
fibre.

Acoustical tiles are absorbent
materials that soak up noise
much as a kitchen sponge soaks |
up water. They can absorb as |
much as 85 per cent of the |
sound striking them. '

Tiles range in appearance
from simple surfaces to designs
with a “high fashion" look. If
color is your desire, it can be
fulfilled with one or more plas- |
tic tiles of various hues. ;

Once you have made your |
choice of tile you can choose |
your installation method. The
Acoustical Materials Associa- |
tion says that the first step
should be to ascertain the con-
dition of the present ceiling.
Check to see if the ceiling is
sound by applying pressure
against the surface with your%
hand. If the ceiling is firm
and the surface is unbroken,
the ceiling can be considered |
safe for cementing tiles directly |
to the surface. If there are|
cracks, but they are of only
minor nature, the ceiling may
still be sound and the cement-
ing method may be employed.
