What price "industrial development?"
Every community in this area realizes the import-

ance of having plenty of commercial property to help
the residents pay the general costs of local government ,
and local schools.

But there's a case in Plymouth which indicates
strongly that there is a boundary line which should
be drawn somewhere.

On a completely retail street (Forest Avenue) in
the heart of Plymouth today there is a former grocery '
supermarket occupied today by a manufacturing firm 
which makes electronic cable. On either flank of this
building are retail establishments, and the rest of the '
block on both sides of the street is entirely retail.·

Something like 40 jobs are involved and from
the start of the occupancy, some nine months ago,
the idea was uttered that if it couldn't conduct
operations there, the firm "would go out of Plym-
outh... maybe to Chelsea."

An obvious point is that a manufacturer is oc-
cupying retail space, curb space, and parking lot
space which belongs properly to retailing in any
well planned community.

As long as it sits in its present location the factory
operation reduces the good image of the retail business
on the street and makes it just that much more difficult
to bring new retailing vigor to town - which also is
"tax base" and jobs.

It's an example of where "industrial tax base" just
isn't "that important."

It is comparable to seeing a manufacturer moved
into an empty store in Shelden Shopping Center in
Livonia, or intb the middle of Seven Grand Center in
Redford - which, of course, would never happen.

Not only are many post-war
homes built with limited attic
space and no basements, but the
construction cost has soared.
