John Baltuck, district man-
ager of the Detroit-Northwest
Social Security Office, points
out that a change of name re-
quires the issuance of a cor-
rected social security card, The
same account number is kept
but the card is issued in the
bride’s new name. Immediate
reporting by the bride will
lessen ‘the possibility that her
future earnings may be incor-
rectly reported.

Continuing, Baltuck said, “If
you're married and haven't yet
changed your name on your
social security account, do so
immediately. If you are just
planning marriage, be sure to
notify the Social Security Ad-
ministration after the happy
event takes place.

“The local office will mail
you the necessary form for the
change of name. But if it's con-
venient, stop in yourself. The
completion of this form takes
only a minute and may save a
great deal of confusion at some
future time."”

Spokesman for the demon-
strating off-duty firemen charg-
ed administrators with “break-
ing faith” by proposing a major
pay hike for policemen while
leaving out firemen, “We haven't
received a raise in 4% years,”
Donald Donnelly, president of
the Livonia Firefighters Asso-
ciation, said.

The firemen's complaint boils

: | down to the fact that the Civil

Service Commission has pro-
posed a raise to $6,385 for
policemen and to $6,011 for
firemen. The City Council
meets Wednesday to consider
the recommendation.

“We were promised that
one department wouldn’t be
singled out for a pay in-
crease,”” Donnelly said, “but
now they've done it. In 1961,
we were offered a raise of
$90 a year which we rejected
as inadequate. Now a recom-
mendation has been made to
raise our pay by $101, but at
the same time to take away
three vacation days. The total
pay increase thus amounts
to only $28.40 a year, even
with increased benefits.”

Picketing Firemen

Ring City Hall

‘ Mayor Harvey Moelke justi-
fied the proposed raises. “It's
my understanding that pay
rates for police departments are
generally higher than for fire
departments in Michigan,” he
said.

“We feel” he added, “that
the police department is greatly
undermanncd and we need the
best possible people we can get.
We've already lost some patrol-
men to Detroit. I particularly
feel this way after the experi-
ence at the Bank of* Livonia.
We need to pay a higher scale
to the people who are needed
during our community’s grow-
ing days.”

The proposad scale for fire-
men, beginning at $5,262 and
going to a maximum of $6,011,
compares with the average of
other nearby communities for
firemen of from $5,152 to
$6,012.

The average for policemen
among nearby communities is
from $5,876 to $6,214. The new
maximum, $6,385, would bring
Livonia above this.

The firefighters said they
would take their fight to the
State Labor Mediation Board
unless action couldn't be
achieved on a local level.
