Also remember that while many of us can get by with a
minimum effort in our regular work and still land a pay hike
at the year's close, because our union has negotiated a gen-
eral salary boost. things don't work that way for the pro
athlete.

The men who decide what a pro players shall be
paid keep very close tab on the eflorts of their hired
hands. For example the Tiger front office hu detailed
statistics to throw at any players to show him how many
times he falled to deliver with men on bale or how n,an,
times he erred in a dutch, ete.

There'K also another factor which behooves the pro
athlete to make -hay" as long as he can. At best. the average
career of the big leaguer-in any sport-is short: less than
seven years.

And. when you talk about big money in athletics, it
' comes only to those in the big leagues!
