among local citizens" regarding
the Flint Community School-
Mott Foundation Pro g r a 111,
where school buildings are

widely u*ed for adult education
and recreation, Yates Naid:

"The Livonia school system
has had policies since its ineep-
lion in 1944 that gave a neigh-
borhood community emphasi.4 :o
the location. size, and com-
munity use of our school build-
ings. Elementary schools are

4 planned for each square mile or
half square mile so that build-
ings can be located within easy
walking distance of every ele-
ment:irr child and citizen of the
neigh hood area. The policy
for junior high schools has also
been to plan them for 750-850
students, which means that
there is a junior high school
neighborhood within easy walk-
ing· access for junior high school
age children. In general. the

i junior high schools serve three
or four neighborhood elemen-
tarv schools. As our streets and
roads have improved, thi re-

i hulls more and more in such
an ideal junior high school
community.

I usually broad and expanding
 course offering in adult educa-
lion. Our summer school pro-

 gram offers remedial. enrich-
ment. intensive stud>·. vocational
and recreational courses at all
levels. Adequate school libraries
are now established in each ele-
mentary school and have alwayq
been operating in the junior and
senior high schools, where there
are full-time librarians. Chil-
dren and adults are served in
Livonia by nurses under the
supervision and direction of the
Wayne County Health Depart-
ment, but the Livonia school
budget adds by contract three
additional nurses.

"A great deal has already
been accomplished over the past
15 years to establish the com-
munity school concept in I.j-
ronia. Through lhe planning of
school and city leaders. parent>.
and voluntary associations, we
have a firm foundation for ex-
panding programs.

In the past months many citi-
zens. school officials and city
officials have visited the Flint
Community School program and
they have looked with favor
upon expanding programs in our
community in a similar way,
according to a Board of Edu-
cation statement.
