No person can remain free without doing his
part to guarantee this same freedom for others. If

_he wishes to maintain free elections, he must par- ||

ticipate in them. He cannot continue to express his

opinions without helping to provide opportunities for

others to do likewise. He must be willing to fight

for the rights of all people to live under equal free- ||

dom and protection of the laws. If he violates the
laws that he doesn’t like or believe in, he must
expect his neighbors may do the same.
