It asks that residents who
witness an instance of hot-
rod driving promptly file a
signed complaint with either
the police department or City
Attorney Edward Draugelis.

"In order to file a com-

plaint that will have meaning
to it," Draugelis explained,
"the citizen must be able
to recognize the driver of the
hot-rod car and to be able to
identify the car itself."

Purpose of the formal sign-
ed complaint is to permit tile
police to take the case to
court where traffice viola-
tions call for a maximum fine
of as much as $100.

Second portion of the three-
point plan is like-wise a re-
quest to citizens,

It asks that they continue
to notify police of the "where
and when" of hot-rod driving
situations, so that patrol ·cars
may be stationed in the vi-
cinity to control the instances
and violation tickets may be
issued where they are war-
ranted.

"L astly, the parents of
young drivers must be made
aware that their teen-age chil-
dren are driving a potentially
lethal weapon," Draugelis
pointed out.
