It was some 10 months ago that the contest opened,
really in earnest, to seek relief from some aggravating
rates being paid for telephone service by many house-
holders of Plymouth, Livonia and surrounding com-
munities.

Finally. this week, there are developments to
hearten all who live in suburbia. Some relief is be-
ing offered to those who have been caught in an
economic updraft because they decided to make
their home in suburbia.

Next Sunday will be the formal change-over day
when all those who live in Livonia but have been as-
signed to Plymouth phone exchange (in general, every-
one west of Newburg road. south of Six Mile) will be
given Livonia service. It will have the effect of slash-
ing monthly phone bills by 50 percent and more, for
any of those in the western sector who have made a
significant number of calls to the east. Most of what
have been "long distance" and "message unit" calls will
become simple local calls for the GLenview folks living
in Livonia.

This change was ordered by State of Michigan of-
ficials after Michigan Bell was hauled into a hearing,
the proceedings being quarter-backed there by private
citizens Mr. and Mrs. Fred Shirley of Livonia.

Simultaneously with this change-over for western
Livonia, Michigan Bell has revealed to this writer that
it is prepared to offer its "super-extended" service to
customers in Plymouth, Livonia, Northville and Farm-
ington. (See story elsewhere on page one.)

Outlined many weeks ago, and analyzed by an ex-
pensive survey of the local telephone customers, "super
extended" aims to make life less expensive for a par-
ticular group of businessmen and residential customers-

This is the group which is required to make
many of its dai[y phone calls into the Detroit area.
for one reason or another.

Heretofore, anytime such a person had to call be-
yond the "local calling area" he was plunged into the
structure of "message units" and "long distance" tolls.
A six or seven minute call into Detroit (say, to a theater
or the County building) became a 40 or 50 cent item,
and if you talked longer it was worse.

From this, most of us have heard of fantastic
monthly bills-$15 or $20 for an average resident: $100,
S150 or S200 per month for a middle-sized businessman.

Under the "super-extended," when offered, phone
calls will be available on a 24-hour basis, no limit on
the length of the call or the number of calls per month, ·
not only in the "local calling area" but also in a funnel
shaped area that starts at the Detroit river and runs
out along Grand River. widening as it comes out north-
u'est.

In Plymouth, for instance. it would increase the
toll-free calling area from 10&000 to 616,000 phones.
In the GArfield portion of Livonia, the increase is
from 295.000 phones to 571,000. For GReenleaf cus-
tomers, from 130,000 to 414,000 and for FIeldbrook.
61.000 to 409,000.

Costs for a residential phone on the "super ex-
tended" will be $8.10 in GArfield; $9.50 in GLenview;
$7.75 in GReenleaf; $9.10 in FIeldbrook

For businessmen. the figures are $20.35 in GA; $24
in GL; $19.40 in GR: and $22.60 in FI. In addition, busi-
ness phones must pay 4.2 cents per call for those outside
the local area-but there is no limit on the length of
the call.

The whole idea is a revolutionary breakthrough in
traditional telephone pricing theories in this country.
It recognizes, for the very first time, the peculiar prob-
lems of suburbanites who have moved out but kept tap-
roots in the central city.

There isn't another metropolitan area in the whole
United States where such a plan has been tried. and
hence the eyes of public service agencies across the
map will be trained upon our area in subsequent weeks
to see how things work out.

Michigan Bell says it will cost the company $1 mil-
lion in new capital investment to put the service into
effect.

Significant, to some local phone users. is that
the new service is entirely optional. If customers
(generally those who do no calling except in the
immediate vicinity) wish to keep the kind of service
they hold today, they can hold it at the existing
rates-

Realtor Duty Goes 21Vaysiyllrrors

Brighten
All Walls

One of the newest wall cov-

ering materials is, surprisingly,
one of the oldest - mirror.

In the past year, top deeo-
rators and builders have be-

come remarkably conscious of
wall mirror installations be-

cause of their versatility and
beauty.

As one example. a model
house chosen to be erected all

over the country for National
Home Week 1960 had both bed-

rooms with ceiling - to - floor,
wall-to-wall mirrors, used u

sliding closet doors.

Also. in a recent decorators'

show in New York. eleven lead-

ing American designers showed
room settings featuring large
areas of mirror - either as

completely mirrored walls or
in combination with fabric and

wallpaper.
One of the reasons for this

trend is that mounting con-
struction costs continue to lim-

it room sizes - and strategi-

eally placed mirror areas can
stretch out walls. make a small

foyer seem twice as large, and
can lower or raise a ceiling.

Moreover, a wall of mirror

gives the impression that a
room has twice as much furni-

ture as it really has.
Mirrors can increase, even

double. the amount of light in
a room. One suggestion is a
circle or square of mirror on
ae ceiling above a chandelier.

Wall mirror directly behind a
lamp will give more light with-
out glare. and also stress the

beauty of the lamp itself.
Designers and architects are

now considering mirror as a
material useful anywhere in
building. like wood or stone.
