Let me hasten to add that it's a real thrill and I'd love to do it
again if I was ever offered the opportunity, My only negative
reaction to the production of "Androcles" was the excessive
effeminate quality given to several of the actors for comic pur-
poses. Two characters. Lentulus and Metellus, early in Act I
were given the "deviate" touch for extra laughs. When Caesar
dashed on gestilating and slurring his speech in a queer manner.
it was a bit too much for old Wally. I'm sure many laughs if not

 more could have been garnered had the role of Caesar been
played overly-stern. Still I must report truthfully that your
reporter was in the minority since the overwhelming majority
of the audience loved the show just as Director Claribel Baird
had staged it.

The Fisher Theater is dark this week. Such an item is news-
r worthy since it's been a long while since the Fisher has had a
1 silent stage. However. much activity is actually in progress on
the fine Fisher stage. The new Meredith Willson musical has
finished its New York rehearsals and is moving on stage this
week. The sets. brand spanking new. are being carefully put into
place. Props are coming in by the bushel basket. I say this

 advisably since the Macy's Thanksgiving Day Parade forms a
part of this production about a little gal and Santa Claus.
