During the past year, 127
and individuals sought help
from Torch Drive family ser-
vice agencies. Of these, 109
called on Family Service of
Metropolitan Detroit, four on
Catholic Social Services of

Oakland County. 13on
Catholic Social Services of
Wayne County, and one on
Jewish Family and Children's
Service.

Some of the people who ap-
peal to Family Service for help
are referred to other com-

munity resources at once. or
some solution to their problem
becomes apparent after one
visit. Some come back time
after time. and then leave with

their problems still unsolved.
All, however, are helped to a
clearer view of their situation.

Family Services are offered
to the community by the Torch
Drive in the belief that strong
family life produces feelings of
woMh and dignity in the in diri-
duil. and determines his capa-
city for achievemen:.
·'We believe that family

breakdown is a threat and a

costly burden to the entire com-
munity. regardless of when and
where it oceuri,' 'a Family Ser-
vice agency s:rted recently.
"Such breakdown knows no

economic.' 'social, racial, or re-
ligious boundaries. We belie.'e
that prolessional counselint:

service should be known and
avilable to all families.' '
