Appropos of the previously discussed Interstate
freeway proposed to be built down the Plymouth Town-
ship-Livonia line, thence along Schoolcraft through
Livonia and Redford Township, a key fact emerged for
the first time this week.

The date proposed by the Michigan Highway
Department to begin construction is late 1968. with
the completion date two years thereafter.

One leg of the freeway will start near Grand River
Ave. and Haggerty Rd. and drop south to Monroe. This
will cover 37 miles and cost $42 million. Bids on the
northern portion of this leg will be taken late in 1968.
This part will run close beside the new SchooIcraft
Community College.

T'he plan is to have a cloverleaf leaving this new
road at Schoolcraft road. with those driving to Detroit
turning easterly on Schoolcraft road, which will be built
into a new freeway. wider than the present road, and
depressed with limited access. Once into Detroit. the
"Schoolcraft Freeway" would link with a new "Grand
River Freeway" which would start at the Ambassador
bridge and head north.

Assuming there are no changes in plans (and
some of it could be changed at any time) the whole
thing wouldn't be really in full. normal use until
1971, eight years from now.

stating that the post office
should not be located in the

civic center, but left the selec-
tion entirely to the discreation
of the postal authorities. Does
the mayor want us to believe
that all seven councilmen are

controlled by the Democrats?

We'd be tickled pink if just
half of them were voting Demo-
crats.

Conclusions: Mr. Mardiros ex-

ereised the same privileges as
did the mayor. He spoke to our
business community and local
elected officials and expressed
his personal opinion. Does the
mayor advocate taking this
privilege away from the tax-
payers?

Mr. Mardlros did this . a

private citizen and not as a
Democrat. Mr. Moelke is the
