The Stratford Shakespearean Festival has been in operation
for ten years presenting the finest classical works. Some years
the Statford folks present Greek drama, new works by Canadian
authors. or a classic like "Cyrano" by Rostand.

The Minnesota Theater Company performing in repertory at
the two million dollar Tyrone Guthrie Theater in Minneapolls
adds another exciting theatrical mecca for those who flnd the
theater so exhilarating. For 22 weeks four brilliant works of
dramatic art will be given alternately: "The Miser." "Death of A
Salesman," "Three Sisters." and -Hamlet." Season began on
May 7 and will continue until September 22.

Old Wally decided to take a "busman's holiday" and visit each
of these citadels of fine dramatic entertainment in the short space
of a week. My adventure started with Stratford and "Timon of
Athens." A quick review hardly does justice to such a major
effort on the part of Mr. Michael Langham who staged such a
scathing, scintillating commentary on our modern times so aptly
and expertly.

Dozens of beautifully detailed performances by veteran
Stratford players such u Tony Van Bridge, Leo Ciceri. Doug-
las Rain. Hugh Webster, William Butt made "Timon of
Athens" a joy to behold. It'. not often that yon have the
opportunity to see this seldom-produced Shakespearean work.
And for this reason many of the critics who found fault with
Stratford'* modernistic clever contemporary touches should
have taken them with a few rrains of salt. Old Wally loved
the modern dress approach. The Duke Ellington score. while
not outstanding. added the right note of cynical synoopation.

Many a purist viewing such a spiced-up "Timon" might well
leave the auditorium muttering "sacrilegious." or words to that
effect. Dispensing with togas for the sharp cut of the business
suit did not disturb me. I felt such placing of the play more
directly in the context of our greedy, materialistic age gave the
producUon added bite and substance. Indeed, the only reason
members of the audience might come to hate -Timon of Athens"
would be that it delineates so accurate a picture of our rapacious
world. The sickness of our society becomes increasingly apparent
as *1'imon" dramatically lets the leading character, Lord Timon.
issue his damaging denunciation of man'5 ingratitude to man
the beginning of Act II.

Michael Langham can be happy that John Colicos was avail-
able for the most difficult role of Timon. The second act centers

on Mr. Colicos. Had he not the ability to vary his many tirades
vocally and physically 'Timon" could become a bit of a bore.
Mr. Colicos alternately showed pity and terror with the sureness
of a brilliant performer. To counter Mr. Colicos nicely was
Douglas Rain doing a top job as Apemantus, the cynical, chulish
philosopher. Mr. Rain spit his sneering lines out competently

 covered with vocal venom. His characterization of a world-weary
newspaper man that observes the corruption of the world so

' readily gave all of us moments of pause to reflect.
In fact. att of "Timon of Athens" contains too many mes-

.ges for a better world by paintin, such a true. bitter por-
trait of our present cancerous era. Cheek with the Stntford
box office for ticket, to this terrific "Timon." If any memory
Berves me correctly, "Timon" will be given twice a week
for the flnal three weeks of the Festival. The Stratford box
office will gladly inform you as to the exact dates.

If you can work your schedule out, try and stay for "Comedy
of Errors," "Troilus and Cressida," or "Cyrano" also. As always
the four presentations at Stratford rate an "excellent" from old
Wally. You can't go wrong at Stratford.

Next week I'll inform you on the Minnesota Theater company
and what they are doing to bring back theater on a regional basis.
Many of the Stratford people have merely transferred their atten-
tion from Ontario to Minnesota. Douglas Campbell (Assistant
Artistic Director), Tanya Moiseiwitsh (Designer), and Tyrone
Guthrie form the artistic trio that defected from the East to the
new theatrical oasis in the Wes.

Today. as a result of these
numerous and substantial tax
increases, Property Taxes for
School purposes in the Redford
Union School District are the
highest Gf any of the 43 school
distric·ts in Wayne County. My
investigation indicates that 1962

of 13.5 mills in River Rouge up
to a high of 32.8 mills in Red-
ford Union.

WHY is the R. U. tax rate
already higher than the tax
rate of any other school district
in Wayne County? To be sure,
one of the contributing factors
is the absence of a large in-
dustria] tax base. However. this
factor alone does not fully ex-
plain why R. U. taxes are the
highest in all of Wayne County,
as evidenced by the fact that a
number of other school districts
in Wayne County have a smaller
industrial tax base than Red-
ford Union.

Is it possible that our tax
dollars are not always spent for
purposes that are 100 per cent
essential and necessary to pro-
vide basic education to R. U.
school children? Or, can we rest
assured that the expenditure of
our tax dollars is carefully
serutinized to exclude all

"frills," in a manner befitting
a school district that claims the
need for another tax increase

on top of a tax rate that al-
ready is extremely high?

In view of recent proposals
made by Superintendent of
Schools Hilbert, there may be
a reasonable doubt concerning
whether all of our tax dollars
are spent with prudence and
frugality. For example, he re-
cently proposed that a number
of teachers be granted paid
leave time in order to travel
and study abroad. He followed
this up with a further proposal
that an additional number of
Redford Union teachers be 1

i granted time off in order that
they could SERVE IN THE
PEACE CORPS.

Now, this Peace Corps pro- i

....

posal is indeed a rather benevo-
lent and perhaps even charit-
able gesture but it appears to
be somewhat inconsistent with

the faet that Redford Union

teachers are paid by Redford
Union taxpayers for the ex-
prese; purpose of educating Red-
ford Union children in Redford ,
Union schools. 1n any event,
sueh proposals by Superin-
tendent HilbeM hardly seem
compatible or consistent with
his claim that another tax in-
crease is necessary. After all,
doesin't "charity begin at home''
when a school district needs
money?

In conclusion, please allow
me to make a few brief obser-

vations concerning .school taxes
in Redford Union, as follows:

( 1 j The simple faet that R,
U. taxes are the highest in

Wayne County has substantially
lowered the value of homes in
R. U.. as any real estate dealer
or anyone who has tried to sell '
their home can testfy. After all,
potential home buyers are

sophisticated enough to realize
that a home in "high-tax Red-
ford Township" is worth a
couple of thousand dollars less
if they must pay $100 or more
each year. over a period of 10,
20 or 30 years. than they would
have 10 pay in other *ehool
districts.

(2 1"he burden of proof is on
the Redford Union school of-

ficials to establish beyond any
doubt that the presently high
level of school taxes is neces-
gary to provide basic education.
Voters have a right to facts
and figures-not propaganda-
on this subject. Then, and only
then, should any consideration
be given to voting for another ,
tax increase.

might well take note thal mill-
age proposals in Detroit and
