"In order to present the facts

fund for Schoolcraft College.

•'On April 4, 1962, even be-
fore the election approving the
millage to operate the College,
Mrs. Burtman and I presented
the School Board with a

Scholarship Fund Check of
$500.

"On August 31, 1962, board
members contacted us to see if
we would give the College
$1,000 so that they might ex-
ercise the option on the land
where the College was to be
built. We gave them the $1.000
with the understanding that this
money was to eventually be
diverted to the Scholarship
Fund. I also m,de a Itatement
to the Board that if I were suc-
cessful, as a representative of
the Century Brick Company,
in securing the face brick order
for the above job. I would re-
turn the profits to apply for
additional scholarship money.
The original $1.000 was never
returned to us, as stated in The
Observer.

"I later approached the Presi-
dent of the Board again to see
if there was anything further
I might do in regard to the
Scholarship or other monies
that we might contribute. The
President expressed his desire

made after the $1,000 land option maneuver.

6. Nine months later, Burtman was asked to mail his
bid on the brick work. The request was made by tele-
phone from the general contractor, and a bid was sub·
mitted by mail that night, June 28, 1963.

7. On July 23, 1963, Burtman wrote a second offer.
This cut the June price by $1 per thousand and the
delivery time from seven weeks to three weeks.

8. Bid No. 2 made the terms the same as the lowest

bid received, and the same those which received the con-
tract. In his letter covering the lower second bid, Burt-
man referred to, "confirming my conversation with you
today, regarding our earlier quotation, the brick will cost
... etc." The implication is clear that he wrote the second
and lower bid after receiving a phone call from the con-
tractor.

9. When the brick contract went elsewhere, Burt-
man angrily asked the College to return the $5,000 in
securities he had donated for a bell tower. He contended
that the College Board "if it wanted to" could have seen
that he got the contract, by insisting that the contractor
give it to him.
