Sales data were collected from the period
well before entry of non-white families and continuing over
several years of mixed occupancy, In 40 percent of the com-
parisons there was no change in the property value. In 45
percent of the comparisons the property values increased and
did so from five percent to 26 percent higher. In 15 percent
of the comparisons, the values went down. But very often
in these cases it was not because of the Negro, but rather
it was due to white panic selling and giving in to unscrupu-
lous block busters.

the property values either went up or remained stable.

“Another assumption which must be challenged is that
when one Negro family moves in, a flood of them follow.
}“irst of all, most Negro leaders do not want this. Secondly,
it need not happen if home owners do not panic. Thirdly,
experience has shown that often-times where houses are
opened to the Negro in suburban communities, there are few
takers. Actually, this is a sad comment. In Bergen County,
New Jersey, some 70 homes were made available to Negroes
and yet only three buyers came forth. Part of the Negro's
hesitancy, it seems, stems from his fear of hostility in the
new residential area, something upon which we want to
comment a little later.

“Another assumption is that when a Negro moves in,
he never keeps up his property. Many studies can be cited
to refute this. Actually, before a colored family can afford
to buy a home in an all-white community, and before they
desire to make such a move, they usually bave achieved a
level of education and aspiration such that they have just
as much interest in keeping up their property as anyone
else. Often their very reason for moving is to find a nice
pla;e which they can keep up and in which they can take
pride.

“Still another assumption is that legislation on open
housing is an invasion of private property rights. But private
property rights have long been invaded for the sake of the
public interest, and history shows that the public interest
has invariably won out in_the courts—the area of public
health is but one example. Surely the freedom for all men
to live where they desire is foundational to the public
interest.

“Finally, there are many misconceptions about the na-
ture of the Negro person, gross generalizations that are easy

are sexually promiscuous, so-
cially irresponsible and in-
clined to violence. Such mis-
conceptions  just don't stand
up, in any objective study.

“What then shall we do?
Consider next what can be
done in the life of our church
itself. Omne very important
thing would be to seek ways
to provide wholesome and
genuine fellowship with Ne-
groes within our various
church organizations. Let's
face it, genuine fears do exist
in the hearts of many people.
And the only way some of
these invisible barriers of ap-
prehension and distrust can
be broken down is by in-
creased contact and communi-
cation between the races.

In one sense, it is to be
regretted that our children
grow up in a segregated
community and congrega-
tion and thus do not receive
the broadening of under-

exist at most colleges
now.

“Let us then imvite Negro
Presbyterian members from

Calvary or St. John's or Trum-
bull Churches to a joint meet-
ing of the Women’'s Associ-
ation. Let us invite a Negro
youth group to our fellow-
ship and welcome a return
visit to their group. Exchanges
could also be arranged for
church school classes from an
integrated church. Perhaps a
group from an integrated
congregation could worship
with us Sunday morning and
then come to a coffee hour.
Or perhaps we could have a
joint family night with an in-
tegrated church. Whatever we

do, let it not be contrived or
done artificially or mechani-
cally, but let it be done with
meaning, so that through
Christian fellowship there can
come understanding, sharing
of common concerns, and the
overcoming of real fears.

“We can make known our
willingness to welcome a

| member of a minority group

as a guest in our home, or
as a neighbor, or into our
school system, or alongside us
at work. For even a few peo-
ple to make this willingness
known, for even a handful of
concerned persons to speak
out strongly and clearly, this
can make a profound dif-
ference in a community.
Think what some 1,300 Pres-
byterians living in and around
Plymouth might do.

“Also, we can show our
approval of the establish-
ment of a council on human
relations in Plymouth and

give to it our wholehearted
support. Over the years we
have seen a fine community
spirit in this town. Most re-
cently this has beenm ex-
pressed in a oconcerted ef-
fort to bring in new indus-
try and to raise the tax
base. Our service olubs have
put a great deal of time
into various projeots to °
make Plymouth a better and
more interesting place in
which to live. The time has
now come for all olvie-
minded citizens to join
hands in tackling this very
fundamental moral ques-
tion of extending equal
rights and equal opportuni-
ties to the Negro.
“Particularly in this mat-
ter of open housing it is cru-
cially important that a large
segment of our citizenry take
a positive stand on this. For
it may be asking too much
of one real estate operator to
handle a transaction involv-

ing a Negro, all by himself.
What is really needed is evi-
dence that a sizeable group of
people is willing to support
and stand behind such a trans-
action. What is really needed
is persons who are willing to
form voluntary neighborhood
associations which would
work to prevent panic selling
and which would seek to over-
come hostility,

and long-standing organiza-
tions that is in the thick of
the effort for racial justice,
such as the Urban League, or,
the NAACP

“We can write our con-
gressmen and support the ef-
fort for broad civil rights
legislation on a state and na-
tional level. We can write
letters to the editor, express-
ing our concern. If we are in
a position in a business to in-
fluence a decision on fair em-
ployment practices, we can
make our Christian concern
known. If we work in an
establishment which serves
the public we can work to
see that equal treatment,

“Some here might want to

equal courtesy, equal service,
is provided the Negro. . .

“Consider finally something
we can all do as Christian
persons wherever we are. We
can do what perhaps needs
doing more than anything
else, we can seek to over-
come hostility with love; we
can practice Christ's ministry
of reconciliation. For I think
that we are gzil aware that
there is a great deal of latent
as well as visible hostility in-
volved in this whole question
before us. Recent incidents on
the streets of Plymouth sug-
gest that there is real hos-
tility here, for us to over-
come,

“And it is much easler to
ery bigot, than to speak the
truth in love. It is much
easier to fight fire with fire,
than to pursue the harder

path of persuasion and example,

Yet whether or not Plymouth
accepts integration with poise
or with panic, will depend to
a great degree on how much
hostility is overcome by love
