I have to take an exception
to your comment regarding the
proposed Schoolcraft Freeway
in your column of “Facts and
Opinion,” You are stating that
56 acres of potential industrial
property is being lost to free-
way purposes when you know
that is not the truth because
that 150 feet of frontage is part
of the present 200 feet set back
from the lot line as established
by the City regulations of build-
ing. The 150 feet taken for
highway purposes would reduce
the front line of the industrial
building to the lot line to 50
feet which would be more than
sufficient for any industrial
concern, where elsewhere, are
built on the lot line.

As I understand correctly the
building line of the present in-
dustry situated on the south
side of Schooleraft is 200 feet,
so by logic of landscape all the
future buildings would be in
line with the present one, mak-
ing the 50 feet set back uni-
form all along Schoolcraft. By
following this line of reason-
ing the city will not lose any
property on the north side and
loss of taxes, the industry will
lose nothing of the real build-
ing land, only the front green
belt (and this change from 200
to 50 feet can be approved by
the Council very easily), would
be lost with the satisfaction of
everyone and giving you and
your paper more time to dedi-
cate to matters more important
than the Schoolcraft Freeway
which at present is only a poli-
tical football for this spring
election.

At present I am writing on
