D P W  ^ 'e w s  
And Notes 
In Plym onth

By Supt. Joseph Bida
Plymouth Dept. Publio Works

The Department was busy 
last week installing 300 feet of 
sanitary s e w e r  lines along 
Junction west of Arthur, re­
moving a water shutoff at 1256 
Penniman and used 163 man 
hours in picking up and re­
moving leaves.

As DPW Superintendent, 1 
believe it may be interesting to 
water department customers to 
know more about the water 
supply.

Following are excerpts from 
a water report in July, 1929;

‘The source of water is situ­
ated some three miles north 
and two miles west of the city. 
It is within the valley of the 
south branch of the Middle 
Rouge River. The city now owns 
a small tract of about 20 acres 
upon which are situated the 
structural elements of the gath­
ering system but the natural 
area tributary to this system is 
of course much larger and ex­
tends westerly from the city 
property for some distance.

”The first supply line and 
reservoir from the gathering 
ground to the city was built 
in 1891 and 1892 and oon- 
sisted of a line of 12-tnch cast 
iron and vitrified clay pipe 
laid skirting the bluffs on the 
south s i d e  of the south 
brandi of the Middle Rouge 
River. Part of this was sup­
plemented by a new line in 
1904.
“The new line was built of 

10-inch cast iron pipe and was 
laid along a somewhat different 
route from that of the first.

“For many years until about 
1921. the new line carried the 
supply from the gathering 
ground to the city by gravity. 
In 1921. at the time of building 
the collecting well, the Chip­
pewa pump was installed. ’This 
pump delivered the water into 
tile supply line under some 
pressure, thereby increasing Its 
cinrylng capacity.

“Later in 1924. the Aurora 
pump was added for the same 
purpose. An old uncovered 
earthen bank reservoir was 
built in the early years of de­
velopment on a hilltop about 
one-quarter mile south of Wat­
erford Road and oce-quarter 
mile west of Plymouth-North- 
viUe Road on the line of the 
old supply line.

**T1  ̂ reservotr was at such 
an elevation that it filled by 
gravity through the pipe 
from the gathering ground 
and supplied water to the 
village at pressures then con­
sidered sitisfaetory.
“In 1921, In order to elim­

inate the structural and sani­
tary hazards of the old line, a 
new reinforced concrete reser­
voir was built in the old exca­
vation.”

'ThereTl be more about this 
subject in future reports of the 
Depaztment of Public Works 
aedvitiea.

over a Ifog period of time has argued that big bond 
issues should be used as rarely as possible to finance 
public improvements.

The reason: for every dollar spent on a bond is­
sue, at least 60 cents must be added in interest charges 
and debt service. A ^'dollar’* thus spent really is $1.60 
of taxpayer burden.

Now we note that the State of New Jersey is pre­
pared to offer its taxpayers, on the ballot, a chance to 
approve two huge bond issues: one of $475,000,000 for 
highway construction and another of $275,000,000 for 
educational institutions.

However-H>n the New Jersey ballot will appear 
also the information that the interest alone on the 
bonds will total $585,000,000!

What would happen if the similar cost-of-interest 
figure was printed on our local ballots when the school 
districts go a-bonding for buildings?

“Much as I have i  great af­
fection for my students and im­
plicit trust in 99 per cent of 
them. I do not feel I can effec­
tively teach until some light has 
been b ro u ^ t to bear on this 
ugly situation and the guilty 
parties apprehended . Please 
know that 1 am not condemning 
the Plymouth Student Body or 
today's youth in general. I have 
never been one to sell students 
short.

“I am grateful for. and fre* 
quently amazed at. their many 
achievements. I cannot buy the 
current jargon which labels 
youth 'the lost generation.’ How­
ever. this good image has beenever for such a meeting.

9th Graders Receive Blast For ^Annoying^ 7th Graders
Those xiinth graders seem to 

be at it agaia — making l^e 
wretched tor seventh graders.

An editorial in the cnrrent 
tasne of the echoed new»* 
paper for Bryant Junior High 
of liTonla ^p lo rca  the state 
of events. I t was written h r 
a ninth grader. Keith Kimble, 
who said. **most of the tev* 
enth graders eame to school 
expecting to be treated de- 
oently by decent kids, bnt we 
ninth graders haven't oome 
close to meeting their expec­
tations.**

(Other ninth graders dis­
agree. "This is normal, yon 
should have seen the pushing 
around we took when we were 
seventh graders." one of them 
told The Observer. ‘‘This is 
what you might call . . . tra­
dition. Seventh graders should 
expect it.")

The Editorial in the Bryant 
paper by Keith Kimble con­
tended. however:

"On Oct. 10, a full page of 
complaints as to the behavior 
of some of Bryant’s senior stu­
dents with regard to seventh

graders was brought to the at­
tention of the Student Coun­
cil by several seventh grade 
homerooms.

"It seems that a few ninth 
g r a d e r s  (I think we have a 
fairly good idea as to who they 
are) have been picking on sev­
enth graders by doing such 
things as pushing them In the 
halls, dumping and kicking 
their books, tripping them in 
the halls and spitting at them.

"In one class alone, one 
boy’s homework was thrown 
oat the window of a moving

bus. a girl was slapped in 
the face for no apparent rea­
son and another girl was hit 
with a rubber band, aocord- 
ittg to the complaints in the 
letter. Those are only the 
main eomplainU. as nomer- 
oos kids have been bothered 
in other ways.
This didn’t start this year; 

it’s probably been going on ever 
since schools were established. 
However, many people, includ­
ing myself and a majority of 
ninth graders, I think, would 
like to see a stop put to this.

I hope the Council does form 
a committee to work on this 
and see if we can’t give Bryant 
a good name for its citizenship, 
and I think much can be accom­
plished in this way this year.

The small percentage of kids 
doing this sort of thing may 
scoll this off and go on doing 
it an.vway. but two years from 
now. it should be a different 
story. Today’s seventh graders 
will remember what it feels 
like and go about their busi­
ness.

Just one more thing to the

wise guys who think that 
they’re getting away with 
something: remember, next 
year, you’re going to be the 
ones that are picked on."

Work Indoors 
Winter Time

So. you put off that remodel­
ing project all summer and here 
it i$ winter again and nothing 
done. You may be lucky that 
you delayed, one building expert 
believes.

The rea.son; you can get better j 
ser\ice from builders and it is 
easier to get skilled help during 
the winter months than during 
the summer rush season.

Any indoor remodeling such 
as converting a waste attic space 
into a quiet retreat, a basement 
into a playroom, or an old style 
porch into a family room, can 
all be done during the winter 1 
months.

The attic space is sometimes 
rather easy to convert. The stud 
walls are generally in place and 
the floor joists. If the attic is 
well lighted with dormer win­
dows. remodeling during the 
winter lime can be a cinch. If 
you have to cut out a space for 
windows, this can still be done 
by using heavy plastic sheets 
around the opening.

Attic remodeling steps are 
simple. Put down shiplay for a 
sub flooring because it is easy 
to l^andle in a small area. Then 
put down your floor but be sure 
to use deadening fell in between 
the subfloor and the regular 
floor. West coast hemlock or ■ 
Douglas fir flooring is ideal for ' 
this use and it finishes nicely.

Next step is to finish th e ' 
walls. If you have exposed studs, 
then you need to put on some 
furring strips, in the event you 
wish to use wood paneling. To 
create a really elegant small 
room, you can use tongue and 
groove wood paneling, random 
widths, and a good wall can be 
made of west coast hemlock. 
This wood is light colored and 
makes a very light room, espe­
cially if there are not too many | 
windows to let in a maximum 
of natural light. i

Windotv Walls 
Coming of Age

The sixties may b e c o m e  
known as the coming of age of 
the window walls in modem 
home design.

The wide acceptance of the 
contemporary home design in 
all its variations, says one lead­
ing western coast homo designer, 
has popularized the window 
wall more than any other factor.

Homes now have full walls 
of glass facing inner courtyards, 
f r a m i n g  mountain and lake 
views, or facing the street.

The coming of the window 
wall has posed some structural 

' and design problems, one archi­
tect observes, and he points out 
that the home building industry 
went t h r o u g h  many experi­
mental periods in an effort to 
gel a window frame system for 
these large areas of glass which 
would be sturdy and at the same 
time avoid problems of moisture 
accumulation, sweating and in­
sulation against heat and cold.

We tried every material, the 
architect stated, and we tried 
ail sorts of designs, and we 
finally came back to tried and 
true wood. We found that ordi­
nary clear grades of 2x4 and 
2x6 Douglas fir made the ideal 
mullion or framing lumber for 
these large window walks. The 
wood is strong, gives firm sup­
port for the area of glass when 
subjected to high winds, and 
best of all will not absorb heat 
and cold like metal, nor will it 
sweat like metal.

Wood mullions. he said, are 
also clean lined and give char­
acter and integrity to a wall 
when properly used.

Pool Gazebo
A useful accessory for swim­

ming pools is a gazebo built 
along one side. Roofed with an 
open, trellis style steam of 
Douglas fir beams, supported on 
4x4 posts, the gazebo provides a 
shady cooling off spot for swim­
mers and a place for adults to 
lounge in comfort while w'atch- 
ing children. Cool gazebo will 
prove a favorite spot for sum­
mer outdoor living, entertaining 
and dining.
