They held the “national kickoff’ dinner of Romne
for President right in our backyard, at Hawthorne Val-
ley Country Club down on Merriman road. Never hav-
ing attended such an event—if indeed that is what it
was to be—The Observer made the special trip last Fri-
day evening.

Never has there been a political dinner more genu-
inely “grass roots”; more sincere. There wasnt a pro-
fessional politician in sight Nor any office-holder. Nor
was Governor Romn” there nor anyone from his fami-
ly, official or otherwise.

There simply were 71 lonely people engulfed in
embarrassment and discouragement Forty-one were in
the audience. At the head table places were set for 30,
and all were filled.

The sea of white in the room was the result of
places set for guests who never materialized; 320 places
neatly arranged with roll, butter, napkin, ice water and
shining silver; 320 places and 41 filled.

Most of those at the head table were from out-of-
state, mainly Wisconsin, Illinois and Texas. The speaker
was George Zimmerman, who has an electronics firm
in Dallas and is the “national chairman” (at this time)
of the volunteers for Romney for President.

Zimmerman f%ave a solid, thoughtful speech, de-
lineating the differences between Michigan’s Gov-
ernor and Mr. Goldwater and Mr. Rockefeller, and
making an excellent case as to why Romney was the
superior candidate of the threesome.

Stockholder control
Bank of Livonia has shifted in
recent weeks to forces directed

by the fqiant Michigan National
Ank of Lansing.
The eight-year»old Livonia

bank, which has grown to in<
elude four branch offices but>

tressed by "footings” of more
than SII million dollars, was

created from the "ground up”

by a group of many local in-
vestors. Heretofore, no single
group or*indivzduai held con-
trol.

Michigan National Bank Pro>
fit Sharing Trust—a fund built

from money place<i there for
an employes profit sharing
plan — now holds just barely
more than 50 percent of the
Bank of Livonia shares.

This was accomplished
when aa agent (Detroit lawyer

Herbert M. Well) sent letters
to all Bank of Livonia stock
holders offering them $26 per
share for their holdings. For
most of the Investors this
represented a gain of $12-
$14 on their original pur-
chase price.

Nonetheless, many stockhold-
ers decided to keep the shares
and control was obtained by
the Michigan National Trust
Fund by only a slender mar-
gin.

Michigan National Bank has
"footings” Of more than $600
million. It controls banks in
Marshall, Battle Creek, Port

of the

Huron. Flint. Grand Rapids,
and the Michigan Bank in De-
troit.

President Gay Spencer, who
has gnided the Bank of Li-
vonia since its earliest days,
confirmed the shift of Li-
vonia control.

Howard J. Stoddard,
man of the board for Michi-
gan National, told Spencer, he
said, "we want to keep the
Bank of Livonia a local bank in
all its policies ... we intend
to keep essentially the same
bank personnel . and we

want local people for the boarhi
of directors”

The Bank's annual meeting
takes place on Jan. 21. 1964
which would be the time for
any change in officers, if there
is to be such change. "Any'
transition will be slow, care-
ful and orderly,” Spencer said.
"The new group has no desire
to do anything drastic.”

Stockholders of the Bank
Livonia will meet this Thurs-
day on a matter which has no
reiatioa to the shift in stock
control. They will approve is-
suance of $250,000 more in
stock, to bring up the capital
ratio behind the Bank. This
was required for the opening
of the Bank's fourth branch
recently in the northern part
of the City.

Total Bank capital will be
in excess of $1 million after
the stockholder meeting.

Evans Displays New

Type Car

The Transportation Equip-
ment and Industrial Division
of Evans Products Company.
Plymouth. Mich., displayed for
the first time at the American
Railway Progress Exposition a
new car which is an entirely
new concept in shipping coiled
steel without damage.

Evans states that this Is the
first car built from the rails
up expressly for the shiproent
of coiled steel. It is not a con-
verted gondola or flat car. The
new car, which Evans has des-
ignated as "DF-C.” is a 100-ton
car. capable of carrying at least

more than any other car
now used to ship coiled steel.

In addition to greatly in-
creased cargo space, one fea-
ture of the new car is a perma-
nently attached hood which
<”ns like a clam shell, permit-
ting easy loading and unload-
ing of the coils of steel. When
closed, the hood protects the
steel from the weather. The in-
tegral hood contrasts with cur-
rently used removable hoods
which require special handling
and often require repair and
maintenance

The heating system in your
home may prove to be the most
important single item for bet-
ter living. There isnt much
glamour in a heating system
but don’t make the mistake ot
ignoring it.

Livability requires good heat
control during the long winter
months and if the house is un-
comfortable because of an im-
proper heating system, a costly
remodeling project may result.

While the outside of the
house may be architecturally
perfect, the ’insides” are more
Important and unless the pros-
pective home purchaser is well
versed in the mechanical details
of the heating system, expert
advice should ~ secured.

sure the surface is clean, dry,

,and in good conditions, and the

paint is sound.

First thing to do in cement-
ing is to make a center-line
down the length of the room,
and another at right angles to
it across the room. Placem”t
of the first tile is important,
that the border tiles will havi
equal widths.

A putty knife or’ a smbll
trowel is the only tool you need
for applying the cement to the
back oi the tile. After the ad-
hesive is applied, the tile is
pressed into place. Cement
spots should be the size of a
walnut, and should be back
about 1” from the tile edges.

If there are too many bumps
In the ceiling, furring strips
will have to be nailed to it and
the acoustical tile attached to
them. Nailing or stapling are
generally the best methods of
attaching acoustical materials
to a solid wood backing or to
wood strips.

Some perforated materials
come wth shallow holes in the
corners for nailing. Both per-
forated and many other Kkinds
of tiles come with tongue-and-
groove joints, and with a wide
flange through which either
nails or staples are driven.
Stapling with a staple gun Is
particularly quick and easy
with this type of tile.
