“Now where is your truth?” 
Paul Sparer looks out at the 
audience, the corners of his 
mouth show the slight trace of 
a smile, his eyes dance with de­
light, and suddenly the theater 
is filled with sardonic laughter 
as the lights dim on a truly 
magnificent production of Pirg- 
ndello's “Right You Are (If You 
Think You Are!)’’ Sidney Walk­
er. Joanns Roos, and Nancy 
March and provide a series of 
characterizations that meshper- 
perfectly and give “Right You 
.Are” a brilliant quality.

The P ro fess io n a l Theater 
Program of the University of 
Michigan can be more than 
proud that they have retained 
the services of the A.P.S. Rep­
ertory Company. “Right You 
Arc” entered the repertory 
schedule la.̂ t week and will 
now’ alternate with ̂ ‘Scapin’’ 
until Gorki’s “Lower Depths” 
comes into the repertory late in 
November.

Mr. Stephen Porter, director 
of “Right You Are.” moved his 
gossiping, gesticulating Italians 
around the stage so competently 
that their actions helped divert 
attention from the basic wordi­
ness of the script. Pirandello is 
never one to over-load a script 
with a great deal of action. 
Consequently, the director has 
to find ways in which to keep 
the audience responsive during 
the long speechc.s. Mr. Porter’s 
bag of tricks is deep and devi­
ous. The munching of cookies, 
candy, and other goodies made 
old Wally hungry but it did pro­
vide a wonderful bit of stage 
business. Paul Sparer’s mirror 
bit was a show stopper. If you 
have yet to^see a Pirandello 
play, make every effort to see 
this outstanding production as 
done by the A.P.A.
 ̂ From Ann Arbor to Y^tsilanti 
I is onI>' a short seven miles. Ar­
tistically, the distance is astro­
nomical. True, the Eastern 
Michigan University Players 
have not had the background 
and years of experience found 
at the U of M. Still some of the 
practices that persist are in­
excusable.

After witnessing an tinbal- 
anced performance of “Cyrano 
De Bergerac” last week in the 
lovely Quirk Theater, old.Wally 
drew up the following bill of 
complaint.«?. The costumes only 
served to di.stract the audience 
and did little to assist the ac­
tors. The stage settings re­
stricted the action rather than 
giving the director freedom for 
action. The acting was stilted 
and wooden. Marshall Borden 
in the lead role was superb, but 
ft lakes a few supporting act<5h5 
to make a show have that crea­
tive spark. Pacing, .staging,* and 
over-all tempo sagged badly.

Russ Smith and Norman Ham­
lin provided the cast with a set 
that blended beautifully with 
the high jinks.

Judith Hau- 
gan spared no yard goods in 
making some of the fanciest 
costumes seen this season. But 
what is a Moliere play without 
floppy, over-blown costumcs.’̂ in g ,  Nov. 19. at 7 o’clock.
It’s part of the fashion of Mo- 
liere's time. In short, each and 
everyone of the folks either 
back or on-stage contributed to 
the over-all success of Wayne 
State’s merry, mirth-filled eye­
popping production of “The 
Imaginery Invalid.” Stephanie 
Haynes and Phil Piro provided 
two show-stopping m o m e n t s  
with their excellent comic char­
acterizations. The a u d i e n c e  
show'ed their appreciation by 
giving them a round of ap­
plause, Incidentally, the curtain 
calls were bri.sk and quite wel­
come.

last game for Head Cooeh 
Gordon Yonng.
Young had announced a pep 

rally just the day before that 
he was stepping down as Thiirs- 
too's football coach. He had 
handled the job for ten years 
. . . and in esoence was the only 
grid mentor ’Thurston ever bad

r known.
Joe Rzepka, now the South 

Redford assistant superintend- 
cot. actually coached a South 
Bedford eleven for one year 
before Young came to the Town­
ship. Bat at the time, there was 
no Tburston High. Rzepka op­
erated out of what la now the 
Tiiber school.

To get back to Saturday’s 
football meeting with Riverside, 
the final score read Thurs­
ton 34. Riverside 0.

This meant that Thurston 
had climaxed what had the 
ear marks of Its most dis- 
■aUoua seaaoB in history by 
winntng Its final three games, 
la order* at the end. Oak 
Park, Redford Union and 
Riverside had fallen to the 
might of Tlmrston.
Earlier Thurston had won 

only one out of six.
“What can you say a b o u t

these kids?" Young declared 
after the game. **They came 
from the bottom to the top. as 
far as I was concerned. And 
they learned so much . . . which 
really U the most important 
thing of all . . . more than 
winning games and champion­
ships.”

The coach was especially 
grateful to the job turned in 
by his two assistants. Ron 
Lectka and Emil Majeskl.

“They turned in masterful 
efforts.” added Young.

What happens now to Young?
“He’ll remain as Thorsten’s 

athletic director. His soc- 
ceseor won’t be named for a 
while, aeoordlng to school 
officlala.
In Young’s ten seasons, only 

twice did his teams fail to boast 
better than a .500 record. The 
'63 team was one of the excep­
tions. but the team's comeback

made it one of the best Young 
had handled.

Riverside came to Thurston 
as the favorite. But once the 
game started, it was only a 
matter of minutes before all 
the fans could see that Thurs­
ton would dominate the pro­
ceedings in a big way.

The Thurston touchdown 
parade started iHien Panl 
Lawson, again a terror at 
quarterback with his passing, 
running and ticking, slipped 
across from the one oa a 
sneak.
The score capped a march

of some 60 yards in which Steve 
Dolan and Pole Marsalese had 
ripped away at the Riverside 
line and Xjiwion had fired a 
couple of neat passes to Bob 
(SVip) Kllnert.

Not too many minutes later. 
Thurston was on the scoreboard 
again. This time the result of

a fumble recovered by Mike 
Shiner.

Lawson again wsnt acro«.s and 
from about two yards out. 

Thurston kei^ on rolling. 
Next It was Pete Marsalese's 
turn to score. He loomed in 
from around 25 yards out. 
Dolan made it TD No. 4 on 

a dive up the middle after 
Thurston had recovered around 
60 yards on the ground and 
through the air.

Shaner was the hero of the 
final TD. He p i c k e d  up a 
blocked kick and dashed 50 
yards to pay land.

Lav̂ -son looted four of the 
extra points. He also drilled 
fail kickoffs SO far and to deep 
that his coach described him 
“Si snother Lou Groza.”

There were some defensive 
heroes, too. for Thorstoa. 
Players like Gary Nida. Jerry 
SsolsUk. Dkk Stefantt and

Marsalese.
When It was all over, many 

of the Thurston players wept, 
They hated to see their coach 
step out.

More than half the squad will 
return from '63.

The players gave the game 
ball to their coach. Each signed 
his name.

The gift will be something 
Young will treasure for many 
yeara to come.

Each time he looks at the 
ball, he'll have to say to him­
self:

'”11118 was presented to 
me by a wonderful group of 
kids who r e f u s e d  to be 
knocked out. They came back 
—and they came back with 
road to make everybody proud 
of them.”
It’s just a ihame the season 

couldn’t have started in late 
October for Thurston.

Franklin had a first down 
on the Wayne 13-yard line mid­
way through the final period.

Less than two minutes re­
mained before the intermission, 
but It was all the time ace 
passer A1 Newman of Wayne 
needed.

He first uncorked a perfect 
strike to Ron Mansbardt on 
the Franklin 15. ‘Then, with 
only some four seconds show­
ing on the clock. Ray Swegles 
caught another Newmian pass 
in the end zone for the touch­
down.

With the Wayne team missing 
the conversion try. Franklin 
carried a 7-6 lead to the locker 
room for the intermission rest.

To start the third quarter. 
Franklin kicked off. Wayne 
promptly took off and gained 
the lead when Ken Woodalde 
broke lose on a 35-yard scor­
ing run.
The running of Antonazzo and 

the passing of Black to Varty 
sparked Franklin's drive to the 
Wayne 13 in the fourth period. 
Here the Franklin attack stalled 
and never waa to come back 
alive again for 1963.

Now that Livonia has a new recreation department chief, 

the operator of this corner again pops the question:
“When will the community take steps to build an arti­

ficial ice-skating rink^”
The same question also should be fired In the direction of 

the direction of the recreation leaders in Plymouth and 
Redford Township.

The need of at least one artificial akatlnf rink for eaek 
oommonliy becomes more apparent when one stops to talk 
to a gentleman like Dan MacDonald of Ltvonia. We’d imagino 
Joe Gates In Plymonth would soimd a aimnay tnne.

MacDonald Is one of several Livonians (adults) who have 
taken a keen interest in promoting hockey for younger boys 
. . . those in the eight through 16 or 17-year-old age bracket.

Men like Dean McAllister. Dan Winegarden. George 
Nordstrom and Ed McDonald (no relation to Dan) also are 
staunch backers of the hockey-for-boys in Livonia.

They have financial problems, just like their “brothers” 
who put on Little League baseball. Little League football and 
Little League basketball. But there’s another major headache 
staring the hockey backers smack into the face.

w * *
As long as the weather stays nice and the thermometer 

doesn't drop below 32 degrees, there can be no hockey played 
in Livonia. And the situation is identical in Redford Township 
and Plymouth.

But the Livonia kids . . .  at least 40 of them . . . are getting 
in their hockey play these days. Every Sunday morning. Mac­
donald and some of the other adults load up their cars and 
head down to Detroit, over the bridge and to a Canadian com­
munity called Tilburj'.

It's about a 50-mile drive over and another 50 miles back.
“What other oholee do we have?” says MacDonald. “We 

want to get np two teams for the winter to that they can play 
In a couple of travelling leagues. Therefore to get the kids 
Into shape, we must use the Tilbury rink . . .  or rent Olympia 
in Detrott-^Fom time to time.”

This runs into extra co.sts. but MacDonald and hit fellow 
hockey enthusiasts feci that it's worth th  ̂ price.

However. MacDonald is ''stuck” with a rather expensive 
item. He has dished out $350 for new uniforms.

“The kids will look like big leaguers,” he says.
“That’s a rather costly outlay from my pocket and I'm 

just wondering if somewhere in the area there isn't an enter­
prise which wouldn't like to take over the sponsorship of our 
team.”

* • «
MacDonald points out that the older boya among the 40 

now in training will form a team which will compete against 
teams from Wheatley. Tilbur>’ and other Canadian cities near 
the border. The younger boys w'ill stick closer to home and 
perform in a league which may be comprised of teams from 
Plymouth. Garden City. Nankin Township and Lvona

What about the hundreds of other Livonia boys who would 
Ilka to play hockey?

"Well, it looks like they’ll just have to sit around and 
wait until It gets cold and the outdoor rinks freeze up.” de­
clares MacDonald. “Last year we had 409 boys playing in 
Livooia when there was ioe availaMe. If we should happen 
to have a warm winter, well, there won’t be any hockey for 
most of our kids.”

All of which offers more reasons w'hy steps shouldn’t be 
taken as soon as possible to make available an artificial ice rink. 
The benefactors would swell into the thousands, because boys 
and .girls, mothers and fathers, and everybody else who likes 
to skate wcruld get the chance to do so regularly . . . and it 
wouldn't be necessar>' to wait for the weatherban to co­
operate.

Maybe some hollering from those of you who are inter­
ested to the proper parties would help to speed tbe Issue. 
This paper *%a8 pleaded for artificial rinks for some time. 
Patience can wear just a little thin . . . you know.

Board of Education members.

The three groups met to­
gether Monday night during the 
regular Board of Education ses­
sion to make plans for an ex­
tensive telephone c a m p a i g n ,  
canvassing at the polls and pub­
lic appearances.

"The election is two weeks 
from tonight," Board President 
Gerald C. Fischer, told the as- 
senibled group. "Our concern 
is that there must be a recog­
nition of the importance of this 
vote by the public. We want you 
to help us.

"We have to get across the 
idea that our school system 
depends on this renewal. 
Without it, schools can’t plan 
our operating budget for 
next spring nor can we plan 
our building program for 
July,"
His ideas were echoed by 

Superintendent of Schools Rus­
sell Isbister who. predicting a 
25 to 40 per cent turnout at 
the polls, said, "The problem 
is one of apathy. Many people 
think the millage renewal can 
carry without their efforts."

Sought in the special elec­
tion are eight mills for school 
purposes, all of them on re­
newal. Proposal one provides 
3.5 mills for operation of 
schools over five years; pro­
posal two provides for a 4.5 
mill building and site sinking

fund for five years: and pro­
posal three provides authority 
for short term b o r r o w i n g  
against building and site mon­
ies enabling facilities to be

constructed as needed.
In other business, the Board 

accepted a transportation grant 
of S98.33 from the Firemen's 
Association.

Does your lively, growing family leave dents, scuff 
marks and evidence of boisterous energy on your home 
walls? Are you faced with the problem of constant
repair, painting and redecorating?

Then, maybe Robert C. Douglas, Portland architect, 
has the answer to your problem.

“Use a durable walL” says Douglas, “which will not 
show the marks of the younger members of the family.”

“I have decided.” Douglas reports, “that the best 
possible wall for children’s rooms, family rooms or play 
rooms, is a wall of rough sawn lumber The rough texture 
absorbs most blows, knocks and kicks without showing a 
mark on the rough texture ”

“Actually,” he suggests, “you need very little main­
tenance on such a wall, once you have installed it. I gen­
erally apply a serviceable stain r-----------------------------------------
at time of mstallation and this 
seldom needs any further atten­
tion for several years, or unless 
the family wants a different col­
or stain."

One thing you get in this dur­
able, rough sawn wall texture. 
Douglas pointed out. is a charm­
ing elegance usually associated 
with very high priced construc­
tion. Actually, wood paneled 
walls, he said, are among the 
least expensive surfaces.

*T generally use either rough 
sawn western red cedar." he 
pointed out. "or rough sawn 
Douglas fir center matched 
panel boards for my walls. I like 
to use narrow widths generally 
six and eight inch wide berau.se 
they form an I n t e r e s t i n g  
pattern.”

Another feature of the rough 
sawn walls, he points out, is the

ease with which storage cabinets 
can be concealed in the walls. 
This is very important in the 
modem family room where stor­
age is needed to house all the 
indoor play gear of the present 
generation family.

Behind wood paneled walls 
can be hidden hi-fi equipment 
and record players as well as 
storage space for toys, games, 
books, projection machines and 
screens, Douglas observed.

Many homes today are de­
signed for maximum outdoor 
living, the architect said, and a 
studied effort is made by the 
designer to tie the indoors and 
the outdoors together as often 
as possible. By using the rough 
sawm cedar and fir paneling, this 
tie between indoors and out­
doors is developed to an in­
triguing degree.

Gvil Rights Commission 
Hailed By Deputy General

The Civil Rights provision of 
the new Sute Constittition, call- 
lag for a Civil Rights Commis­
sion. can be an effective instru­
ment in a long campaign for 
equality among its residents, 
stated Leon Cohan. Deputy At­
torney General for the State 
of Michigan addressing the Li­
vonia Citizens for Better Human 
Relations at the United HriTrew 
School.

To be effective, he taid, the 
Commission needs public sup­
port. such as from human rela­
tions organizations, and ade­
quate and reasonable appropri­
ations from the Legislature.

In the opinion of the Attor­
ney General, the Legislature 
cannot decrease or abrogate 
the cottstitutlofial powers of the 
Commission, and failure to en­
act appropriations is in no way 
a restriction upon hs authority. 
The authority of tha Commis­
sion la limited only by the State 
Constitution and the Constitu­
tion of the United States, be 
added, and has plenary power 
In Its sphere of authority.

Commission is independent of 
the governor's office, and is 
made up of a cross-section of 
clergymen, lawyers, business­
men and experts in the field of 
civil right*?. It could be con­
sidered a “fourth arm” of the 
government, but the people of 
Michigan want it and v o t^  for 
it and its rulings can always be 
tested by the courts.

He also stated that the F£PC 
is dissolved by implication when 
the Civil Rights Commission 
takes effect in January.
