We urge a ‘“Yes' vote at Monday’s school mill-
age election. And it won’t cost you a cent more than
you are presently paying in school taxes here.

Voters who take the trouble to go to the polls
Nov. 25 — and they will be pitifully few — will be
deciding on an 8-mill tax package that is up for
simple renewal.

The only change being sought is permission to
distribute the 8-mill package in a slightly different
fashion than it is presently being levied.

Regardless, there is absolutely no tax increase
being sought on Monday’s ballot.

In the simplest terms, eight mills are about to
expire and the School District is asking you to re-
new exactly eight mills.

So much for that.

The proposed new break-down of the 8-mill pack-
age is so similar to the present levy that it risks
being confusing. The present break-down is five
mills for a building and site sinking fund and three
mills for operating revenue.

Anticipating a need for greater operating reve-
nue in the years ahead, school officials are asking
for three and one-half mills for operating needs to
replace the present 3-mill figure.

But, in order to retain the 8-mill total, the elec-
tion Monday will request only four and one-half mills
for a building and site sinking fund (one-half mill
less than the present 5-mill levy).

It is worth pointing out that the current sinking
fund expires with the December, 1964, tax collection
and that the 3-mill operating levy expires this
December.

If voters approve the requests appearing on
Monday’s ballot, a three year analysis of the school

tax levy would look like this:

Eight mills represents one-third of the District’s
annual revenue and out of a present yearly revenue
of rou%hly $2.6 million, eight mills provides about
$850,000. ’

While the dollars alone are impressive, it is their
use that is more significant. School Board President
Gerald Fischer explains that the 4%-mill building
and site sinking fund — if approved — will go toward
financing additions to existing elementary schools,
construction of two new elementary schools, and
further expansion of the Senior High. P

The 3%-mill operating levy — if approved —
will do its share to sustain the present education
system in meeting payrolls, obtaining textbooks,
paying bills, etc.

A recent survey foresees at least an additional
2.000 students in classrooms here in the next five
years, a statistic which by itself lends further
credengg>ta the pressing need for approval of the
8-mill package Monday.

Whether the eight mills will be fully adequate

is anothe? matter. Fischer and other members of
the Schdg] Board are unable to answer that query at
this time.

“The question of the adequacy of this &-mill
package can’t be determined fully until the state
irons out its fiscal matters and the exact amount of
our tax base here is settled,” Fischer has said. “We

11,000 registered voters in
the Plymouth Community
School District, little bet-
ter than 3,000 are 'expect-
ed to vote in Monday's
¢ rucial school millage
election.

Superintendent of Schools
Russell Isbister said he
doubts as many as 30 per
cent of the qualified voters
will go to the polls during
‘Monday's balloting.

Those who do take the
to cast ballots will
decide the fate of an 8-mill
tax packape that is up for
simple renewal. A slight re-
distribution of the 8-mill pack-
age is being requested.

If approved, the eight mills
will be broken down! into two
parts: 4.5 mills will provide
for a building and site sink-
ing fund and 3.5 mills will fur-
nish operating revenue. Both
proposals are for a five-year
span.

At the last previous school
millage election — held July
30, 1962 —~ a record number
of voters turned out to ap-
prove a 5-mill operating levy.
That package comprised 3.5
mills for renewal and 1.5
tnills that were altogether
1eW.

The record total exceeded

1,000, Isbister recalls.

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Chamber of Commerce officials have been
somewhat concerned about local criticisms con-
cerning Plymouth’s early activity in erecting its
Christmas street decorations.
