The expiring levies i 
carry three mills for operation and five for building and i 
site but the Board approved the 3.5 and 4.5 split for the , 
election after a study of the future needs’for operation.

Board members have taken every step possible to 1

assure voters that the levies aren’t new and will not 
increase the present school tax levy.

The total is exactly the same as approved by voters 
in 1959 and I960. The operating fund lev>' of three mills 
w’as voted for a period of five years in 1959, extending 
through 1963. expiring with the tax collection in De­
cember of this year. |

The building and site sinking fund levy of five mills; 
received approval of voters for a period of five years 1 
in 1960, extending through 1964 and will expire wi th;

the tax collection in December 1964.
The School Board, PTA officers and members and 

other interested groups have been canvassing the entire 
area to stress the above points

“We have received numerous

Demel indicated the two 
o p e r a t o r s  have not erected

fences as required by the ordi­
nance. have violated the set­
back line, and have been guilty 
of burning trash in violation 
of the code.

He showed the Tru.stecs pic­
tures taken recently showing 
the violations and told them 
that he would act immediately 
to enforce the code to the letter.

It was the second time in less 
than a year that L i n d a  y

brought the ‘junk’’ yards to the 
attention of the Board. In the 
earlier instance he personally 
vi.sitcd the two Schoolcraft lots 
and reportedly r e c e i v e d   ̂
promise that the places would 
be cleaned up and steps taken 
to confonn with the code.

At that time Lindsay and the 
Trustcc.s had received numer­
ous complaints of trash burning 
that resulted in black clouds of

smoke covering the entire area.
The operators reportedly 

eased up and practically 
eliminated the trash fires 
but never did make other im­
provements.
“Either these persons take 

voluntary' action to fulfill the 
requirements of the zoning or­
dinance,” w'amed Lindsay, “or 
we’ll take them to court and 
f o r c e  them to make the

changes. Our ordinances are 
adopted fhe good of every 
resident of the Township and 
we don't intend to make ex­
ceptions. business places or 
not.”

Will Plymouth Township be 
forced to organize its own po­
lice force in the not too dis­
tant future?

That's the question before 
members of the Township 
Board following receipt of a 
communi cat i on f rom the 
Wayme County of Su­
pervisors a d v i s i n g  that it 
would be unable to finance 
and continue the service now 
provided by the Wayne County 
SherilTs department.

The l e t t e r  recommended 
that communities should take 
steps to provide their own po­

lice service as quickly* as pos­
sible.

Supervisor Roy Lindsay 
told the Board he wasn't 
alarmed by the letter since 
be felt the present police 
protection was adequate and 
that the Township Board 
could call on the State Po­
lice for a ss is tan ce  when 
needed.
“I realize the Wayne County 

Supervisors is hurting finan­
cially,” said Lindsay, “but for 
the Township to provide Us 
own police service would in­
volve a vote "^of additional

millage and a study of what 
would be required for ade­
quate police protection.

”A p o l i c e  department 
would place a big burden 
on a Township such as ours 
which operates on limited 
millage. We have a limit of 
one mill for operations and 
that most certainly doesn’t 
leave any money for addi­
tional police services.
“This Board would have to 

ask the voters for more mil­
lage to even consider a police 
department and I'm not so

This included bills from the

It has been the 
policy of the City to approve 
such serviees, make payment 
to Schrader and then collect 
from the Individual involved 
or from the family.

Since telephone users in this 
area have been dialing the ac> 
cess code "I" before placing a 
long distance call, there has 
been a sharp drop in wrong 
number cases, the Michigan Bell 
Telephone Company reported 
this week.

Put into use early in April, 
the code makes it impossible for 
a customer to mistakenly reach 
a long distance point as he dials 
an intended local call.

Prior to the introduction of 
the access code. Michigan Bell 
said there were unnecessarily 
high instances of customers in­
convenienced by reaching a long 
distance point after dialing what 
they intended to be a local call.

“These intended local calls 
went to long distance points 
through a dialing error, but now 
no call can reach a long distance 
number unless the user first 
dials the numeral T .“ said Ha- 
zen J. Wilson, manager here for 
Michigan Bell.

Wilson cited a case as an ex­
ample. A user here intends to 
dial a superior 8 (788) number 
in Detroit. By mistake, he dials 
SU 9 (789). Before use of the 
code “1”, that call would have 
proceeded on to the SUnset 9 in 
Flint.

“Long distance calls to wrong 
numbers have dropped about 75 
75 per cent since the code was 
put into effect.” W'ilson said, 
“and this reduction comes with 
t\vo important benefits to our 
users. The first is that calls are 
getting through faster—no loss 
of time while the called party 
explains a wrong number has 
been reached. Secondly, sub­
scribers are not subjected to the 
inconvenience of having to con­
tact their telephone business 
office to correct charges for un­
intended long distance calls.”

Wilson said that some cus­
tomers are still not entirely 
in the habit of dialing the “1” 
before a long distance call 
is attempted.

“When a user now tries a 
long distance call and forgets 
to dial the “1“ first, that call 
is blocked and the user bears 
a recording which reminds 
him of the omission.” Wilson 
said.

Livonia Churchmen Issue 
Message To Women,
Men Of Community

The attached statement was unanimously approved at 
a meeting of the Livonia Ministers Association, held at St. 
Paul’s Presbyterian Church on Oct. 18. 1963. The ministers 
arc referring their statement to the official body of the 
individual churches for study, discussion and adoption;

"Believing that the brolherheod of all men by virtue 
of the Fatherhood of God Is a fact of creation, we affirm 
that a non-segregated church in a non-segregated society 
is a goal for which we strive. We would proclaim to all 
that anyone is welcome in our churches without regard 
to race or color. We further proclaim to the community 
our belief that every man has the right to live wherever 
his economy permits, and to be a part of the community 
in which he lives.

It has 
been of alarming concern to us that the dvil authorities 
in many American communities have not fulfilled their 
responsibilities of upholding the law of the land.

•'Therefore, we wish to inform the mayor, council, and 
other duly authorized officials of our city that we expect 
that they will fulfill their duties in maintaining peace, 
order, and harmony as our community experiences growth 
and change. We are sure that they will not violate the 
responsibilities, trusts and obligations laid upon them by 
their office, and we pledge to them our support in main­
taining equal justice and equality for all people coming 
to our community."

Dear Sir:

1 read with much interest 
your comments in The Livonian 
Observer regarding the need 
for a swimming pool, plus arti- 
fical out-door ice rinks for our 
people.

We moved here recently from 
Sl^Tia, O. and recreation facili­
ties aave been on my mind 
constantly because my three 
sons have been somewhat lost 
for physical activity. We are 
disappointed that you do not 
have enough activity for the 
young teena. Young people do 
not “intend’* to get in trouble. 
They want mostl>' constructive 
activity where they can be 
with other young people.

Before moving here, my sons' 
free time was absorbed by an 
active Y.M.CA. program and 
school football and basketball 
<from sixth grade on up. plus 
an outdoor summer swimming 
program.) I am hoping my boys 
will be able to participate in 
your football and basketball ac­
tivities but, at present, there is 
no seventh or eighth grade 
program in their school. (W’hit- 
man Jr.) 1 am abo aware of 
your swinuning schedule at 
Bentley and Franklin. This is 
fine too. but provides only one 
hour a day (because this is about 
what we can afford.) A week 
of this during the summer could 
get very expensive for a famil>'.

Most of your physical activi­
ties here are limited and plan­
ned for those who qualify. A 
swimming pool and rink would 
provide recreation and physical 
activity for everyone; whole 
families or individuals, young 
or old.

The pools in Blyria were able 
to give children a season's pass 
for $5.00. The child could swim 
three, three-hour sessions per 
day. seven days a week, if he 
preferred. This is a little more 
that $1.75 per month, which is 
p r e t t y  reasonable for the 
amount of sunshine and physi­
cal activity it could provide. 
Yet, the dty. half the size of 
Livonia, was able to build four 
pools, pli» an artificial rink 
during the past four years and 
operate on a profit!

There’s another factor—the 
teenagers were the ones who 
promoted the pools. They went 
door to door with circulars, 

gave pep talks at P.T.A. meet­
ings. People are sympathetic 
to young p e o p l e  who are 
sincere in promoting a con­
structive idea. This Is the kind 
of leadership we expect from 
«our young teens.

The pools and rinks have 
given the young p e o p l e  of 
Elyria summer and winter part- 
time jobs. They are run by the 
teens. <with adult superv'ision. 
of course, by the Parks and 
Recreation Dept.). They provide 
jobs as life guards, rink guards 
and ticket and locker room 
supervision.

After seeing this program 
work suecesafuily in our former 
city. 1 am certain Livonia would 
be greatly benefited by a simi­
lar program.

How can we as individuals 
or groups help promote this 
program?

IN REVIEWING operations 
during the past. 12 months. 
Cisler said the company sold 
16.6 billion kilowatt hours of 
electricity, an Increase of 8.8 
per cent over the previous 12- 
mohth period. Expenses for the 
period were $255,800,000. an 
increase of 5.8 per cent.

A major part of the com­
pany's construction program 
has been the improvement 
and extension of the elec­
trical system.

"Riat was 
at end where Dick Egloff of Plymouth was a unani­
mous choice of everybody with whom the writer 
talked.

Egloff, who is following in the footsteps of his 
brother Randy at Plymouth, was hailed an All-Sub­
urban by the Detroit News and likely will draw a 
Hock of votes when it comes time a week or so hence 
for the various experts select the All-State teams.

ROBEIBT VARTY, Franklin—Another two-way 

Twice he 
grabbed aerials and ran for touchdowns. Exceptional 
as it was on offense, Coach Hudnut had greater praise 
for Varty’s defensive work. “I don’t think I’ve seen 
an end in high school in a long time that could hit 
harder and tackle harder than Varty,” declared the 
veteran Hudnut.

TACKLES
LOUIS BANWABT, Thurston—Steady player who 

went both ways for the Townsbippers. Blocked well 
when Thurston had the ball and was a tough man for 
the opposition to penetrate in their pursuit of yardage.

KEVIN HUNTINGTON, Plymouth—Another of 
the Plymouth stalwarts. Was in there both on offense 
and d^ense. One of the big reasons opponents had so 
much difficulty gaining against the Roidcs. Appears a 
good bet to distinguish himself in college.

GUARDS
RICHARD LARSEN, Bentley—There wasn’t too 

much Bentley could cheer about after the first two 
games of the season. But the 190-poimd Larsen, who 
worked with John Olsen and Tim Dull in the middle 
of the Bentley line, combined to give rivals plenty 
of fits when they tried to move against the center of 
the Bentley front wall. Larsen is a jimior and will 
return next fall to help lead Bentley.

HAL SMITH, Plymouth—This senior guard did 
everything—and then some—for the Rock*. He was a 
tiger on defense, jarring opponents, breaking up their 
plays and spilling ball carriers. His coach, Mike Hoben, 
says that he has seen few prep guards who were as 
well versed in the various techniques ef piay* He could 
pull well on affense, knew how to trap, block and was 
a steadying influence in the strong Plymouth front 
line.

One of the nicest parts of pounding away at a t>’pewriter 
like we do is the people we meet.

Coaches like Mike Hoben, Ralph Temby, Dave Brazil. Jack 
HudnuC. John Rogers. Larry Joiner and Gordie Young are in 
our thoughts this day because we are at that period when 
Various ail'Star football selections are announced.

If you don’t readily identify the aforementioned seven, 
they're the men who coached the seven high schools covered 
by the Observer newspapers.

High accUhn came this past weekend to Hoben of 
Plymouth High. On the heels of leading the Rocks to the 
Suburban Six League title and an unbeaten season, be was 
named along with Dave Smith of Walled Lake as "Suburban 
Coaches of the Year" by Jim Higginbottom, writing in the 
Detroit News.

There’s no question that Hoben deserved the praise. He 
turned in a tremendous job with the Rocks.

But his six colleagues in the area certainly rated some 
bouquets of their own and any of them might easily have been 
picked for high recognition.

Let's lake them one by one:
Hudnut of Franklin brought bis team to a city title and 

second place in the league in the short space of two seasons. 
It was only 1962 when Franklin first fielded a varsity grid team.

Brazil at St. Agatha boasted the smallest team in his league. 
Also St. Agatha is the smallest school, enrollment speaking. 
Yet the "Saints" finished above .500 and in second place.

Young at Thurston had to rebuild in mid^season. He was 
faced with a morale problem and other difTlcolUes. But he 
righted the Thurston gridders and they won their final three, 
after which Young announced he was retiring from coaching.

Temby at ClarencevUle took over at the season’s outset a 
team which had lost all eight the previous fall and four more 
before that. ClarencevUle bowed in its first seven outings In ’63. 
Nobody might have shouted had Clarenccville not appeared for 
its final game. But the team did and, to the credit of Temby, 
never for a second looked like a team which hadn’t won or 
tied a single game. The Tigers took their finale in a breeze.

Joiner and Rogers at Bqnlley and Redford Union, respec­
tively. kept their teams in the thick of matters all the time. 
True neither won as frequently as the coaches, players and fans 
wished. Never, however, was either side disgraced. A break 
here or there and the vs'in-lost figures for both would have 
looked a lot different.

Our wanderings brought us face to face with another very 
fine gentleman. He had a question about the way we edit 
these particular sports pages for the Observer.

He wanted to know;
"How come the Little League football players in Redford 

Township get so much ink while the kids who play Little League 
football in Livonia receive none?"

The answer is simple. In fact, we explained the matter 
in some detail in this column at the outset of the season. 
Should you have missed those words and wonder, as our 
friend did. let os do a little repeating.

It’s the policy of the Little Football League of Livonia and 
the other 20-odd members in the Detroit area not to ask for 
any wTite-ups once the season starts.

Who wins and who loses is not a matter that the Little 
Football Association wants broadcast in newspapers. Nor do 
they want the name of touchdown makers publicize, or other 
stars.

The basic idea is to prf>vjde football for ibe youngsters 
so that they can learn how to play the game, how to win and 
how to lose. Publicity can come later, when the boys are 
In junior high school or high school.

• * •
We go along with such thinking. When a stress is placed 

on winning, it could upset young boys emotionally. Sometimes 
it docs.

Certainly, parents tend to become overly excited and scream 
becaase coaches don’t play all the boys, or sometimes stick to 
just the starters in order to win.

Hoi'S of 10, 11 and 12 and even 13 should be told that the 
object of sports is to win. but that it's no crime to lose. More 
important are the lessons which can be taught in sportsmanship, 
team play, cooperation and the proper method to perform at the 
various positions.

It's with thb thinking in mind that we didn’t report the 
wins and losses, the homerun hitters and no-hit pitchers in 
the various Little League baseball circuits last summer until 
the playoffs rolled around.

Since we have heard few complaints, we must be rolling 
on the right track.

* • •
The various rating polls baffle this operator. Before 

Plymouth beat Walled Lake a week ago. .the Lakers ranked 
among the top ten. Yet. Plymouth showed up No. 11 after its 
verdict over the Lakers to finish unbeaten, but tied once.

Strange, though, that we should say such things about being 
baffled, We remember when we used to offer ratings in the 
Times and some folks felt the same way about our nominations.

Which reminds us that the ol’ gang from the Times gathered 
at the Press club the other night on the third anniversary 
of the passing of that beloved newspaper from the Detroit 
area scene.
