When Governor Romney'S tax program died in 
Lansing, several ideas of prime interest within com­
munities such as ours disappeared with it—

•  If the program had passed. local communities 
(except Townships) could have adopted one percent 
income taxes of their ow'n. Then residents now paying 
one percent tax to Detroit would pay only .5 percent 
to Detroit and the other .5 percent would stay at home. 
It would stop a situation where some residents spend 
as much, or more, in taxes for the support of Detroit 
government than they do for their own local govern­
ment.

•  School and County property taxes would have 
been cut by 15 percent, with the 15 percent to be rebated 
from Lansing to Wayne County and the local school 
districts. This could have had great political importance 
in local elections, both on the civic leveF where “lower 
property taxes" usually are a campaign issue, and in 
school elections, where the job of passing new millage 
would have been made easier if there had been a 15 
percent easing of the existing property tax burden 
before the voting.

But the program failed.
With it gone from the scene, local officials are going 

to find their thoughts turning to ideas which haven't 
yet fully dawned on them. There are new powers under 
the new State Constitution.

Exemplia Gratia: Municipalities will be able after 
Jan. 1 to raise revenue by methods other than the 
property tax.

This could mean, for example, a local city tax on 
transfer of real estate; or on amusements; or on any­
thing except those items where the State has pre­
empted the taxing powers for itself.

Facts and Opinions predicts that local non-property 
taxes will become one of the juicest local political 
subjects of 1964. Practically every local government 
in this suburban area would like to do more, if it “could 
find the money." The new’ powers will be highly 
tempting to use.

The tragedy, which befell our lutioa azMl the entire 

world less than two weeks bade, stlU U felt and talked about 
wherever one goes.

We more than lost our president and our commander>ln* 
chief when those two bullets cut down John Fitzgerald 
Kennedy.

History will tell later just bow great a president Bir. 
Kennedy was.

But one thing we already know b  that no mail, who ever 
ooeopled the No. 1 chair in the White Houae, ever was a 
greater booster of sports than was JFK.

To start with, he was a sportsman. He played football 
and other sports In school. In more recent years, he was a 
sailing enthusiast When hb  back permitted, he struck a mean 
bell In golf.

Mr. Kennedy always was on deck for the opening base­
ball games in Washington. When time permitted, he attended 
other major attractions like Yale-Harvard and Army-Navy.

« a •
More important to the country as a whole, it was Mr. 

Kennedy who proposed, then supported the vast physical fitness 
program which now exists in these United States.

When he moved into 1800 Pennsylvanb Ave. (The address 
of the White House). Mr. Kennedy was perplexed by the 
problems of the Space Age. Russia. China and Cuba. Just to 
mention a few Items.

He also was eognbaat of fbe fact that Amerieans were 
not vp to snnff physically • • . that toe many young men 
weren't able to meet the physical testa far gaining entry 
Into the armed services . . . that theeaanda and milllOBs 
more' in school and out of school lacked the stamina to 
walk two or three Mocks.

The late president bad said in December of 1960 just 
before taking office as bead of our land:

*Tbe civilization which produced soma of our high­
est adilevements of philosophy and drama, government and 
art, also gave us a belief In the Importance of physical sound­
ness which has become a part of western tradition . . . thb 
knowledge, the knowledge that the physical well-being of the 
citizen is an important foundation for the vigor and vitality 
of all the activities of the nation, is as old as western dvll-
