High school “driver training” has become a standard
feature of “education” throughout this area in recent
years, without almost nobody apparently interested in

uestioning its value or analyzing the results since
the program was launched.

\et Facts and Opinions has encountered elsewhere
an unusual amount of thoughtful criticism of “driver
education” in recent weeks and would seriously urge
that local parents and educators step into the subject
right now and make conclusions of their own.

Much is involved. As a starting point, one can bring’
up the subject of money.

» Approximately $50 is spent by the taxpayers of
the local area, and of the State, for'each student who;
takes “driver education” through the public schools.
This same money applied elsew’here—say to raising
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teacher salaries—could avert some financial “emergen- *

cies” in Michigan education.

~* One of the original arguments for driver educa-
tion was that it would reduce car insurance rates. It

has done no such thing: insurance rates for youthful |

drivers are at an all-time high, and more teen-agers'
are driving. i

* And despite the dollar cost, there is absolutely

nothing in the bulk of accident statistics to indicate any
improvement in safety.

One possible conclusion is that “driver education”
has turned into one of those safe and sanitary ideas i
that sounds like virtue itself but really without much
value and costing a lot of money.

It also has been another key link in
has seen parents relinquishing what used to be family
responsibility to public authority. Not everyone Dbe-
lieves this trend has i([nprg(ved.our American society.'

Two publications are close at hand. In the Septem-
ber. 1963 “American Legion Magazine” is an article.
“Is School Driver Education a Success? , . . Founder of
High School Program Discovers Truth ... An AAA
Survey Showed Unexpected Accident Records to Ac-
company Teenage Driver Education.” The author is
Frank T. Tinker.

Appearing on the market also at this time is a full-
length book, “ITie Highway Jungle” by Edward A
Tenney. The latter is an educator, currently professor
emeritus at Indiana State College, who also has taught
at Michigan State, Oberlin and CornelL For seven years
he was dean of the faculty at Ripon.

The Observer will publish a comprehensive review
of this book in the near future, because of the extreme
significance of the car-driving subject in our suburban
area. Suffice it to say today that Facts and Opinions is
persuaded by the book's statistics detailing the lack of
safety progress and by the author's belief (which is
also ours) that driving of a car should be authorized on
a basis of maturity and not on classroom lectures

Alone, or as the author report> . if a person
IS going to use a car as an expression of his ego, the
chances are he is going to be a rather poor driver, and
too many youngsters handle a car as an expression
of immature ego . .

Our own belief is that some youngsters are fully
capable of the responsibilities of handling an auto-
mobile at age 15. and others not until 19. and some not
at all. and that “driver education courses” are strictly
beside the point.

Relief of overcrowded condi-
tions in at least two elementary
schools was promised by the
first of the year at a meeting of
the Plymouth Board of Edu-
cation Monday.

Fifth and sixth grade students
at both Gallimore and Allen
Schools will be moved to the
Junior High School—West when
new classrooms are available
there. Two sixth grade groups
will be moved from Allen and
a fifth-sixth grade combination
group of 30 students will move
from Gallimore.

The switch is part of a two-
year Board strategy which
will see sixth and seventh
graders housed at the West
building, while eighth and
ninth graders will attend
Junior High $chool-~East.
Slating they'd heard *“com-

plaints of overcrowding" at the
two elementary schools. Board
members said. “You cant pos-
sibly have empty classrooms <at
the junior high* and explain the
overcrowding," in approving the
move.

Sixth grade furniture and
class supplies will be moved
into the affected classrooms to
bring them to elementary level.

The switch is expected to lake
place "Immediately after the
Christmas recess when the class-
rooms are available.” Superin-
tendent Russell Isbuter said.
"The group now being taught
in the multi-purpose room at
Allen would then move into one
of the vacated classrooms at
Allen. The other vacated room
at Allen would be used to house
a new group of third and fourth
grade students created by split-
ting the existing overcrowded
group."

Estimated cost of the move
would be $3,500, the Superin-
tendent indicated, for one ad-
ditional teacher from January
through June.

This will
reduce the chances of fire, and
keep the tree from drying.

5. Use a tree stand which has
a water conuiner in which the
trunk can rest. Most trees
"drink™ water fairly fast, so fill
the water container dally.

6. Christmas tree decorations
should be flameproof. Use only
decorations made of glass,
metal or fire-resistant material.

7. Electric trains should be
set up away from the tree. A
spark from the train could ig-
nite dry pine needles.

8. Use only electric lights to
decorate the tree — never
candles. Bo sure to check light-
ing sets before placing them on
the tree. Those with frayed
wires should be discarded.
When you buy a new set look
for the UL lag or label of Un-
derwriters' Laboratories, Inc.

9. When you open presents
on Christmas morning, pul
away gift wrappings you intend
to keep. Gather up other wrap-
pings and throw them away Im-
mediatelj? after presents are
opened.

10. The lights on Christmas
trees should be turned off when
everyone is away from home.

11. Check the tree for dry-
ness from lime to time. If
needles near lights have started
to turn brown, change the posi-
tion of the lights.

12. When the needles start
falling, take the tree down im-
mediately and discard it out-
doors.

13. Even if the tree is still
fresh, plan now to dismantle It
the day after New Year’s.

14. Make sure your decorative
lighting docs not overload elec-
trical circuits.

15. Wiring and electric*!
equipment used out of -doors
should be designed for the pur-
pose.

USE OFF-THE-TREE
LIGHTING ON METAL TREES

If you are using a metal
Christmas tree this year, the
National Board of Fire Under-
writers recommends that you
use off-the-tree lighting with
colored lights to give a softer
and more beautiful illumina-
tion.

Placing strings of Chrl.stmas
lights upon any metal tree sets
up the possibility of electric
shock if the cord becomes
frayed or the interior of a light
socket comes in contact with
the tree.

Play it safe and use off-the-
tree lighting with any metal
tree.

On Christmas Eve they
always sen.= hot spiced wine,
and even the children are al-
lowed a small amount diluted
with tea.

In  Germany everyone,
whether Protestant. Catholic
or Jew. celebrate the Advent
whereas in this country only
the Latberans observe the
lighting of candles on the four
Sundays preceding Christmas.
The Schereris five-year old
son, Walter, explained to me
that last Sunday (Dec. 1) they
had lighted one candle and
tonight (Dec. 8) they would
light two candles, t"ee the
next Sunday and four the
Snaday before Christmas.

Mrs. Scherer said she really
missed not being able to have
real candles burning on their
Christmas tree, as is still the
custom in Germany.

Mrs. Scherer is employed in
the office of the C. L. Fixilan dc
Son Insurance Agency and has
a background In Insurance work,
having operated an insurance
agency with her father in Wies-
baden. where the family home
overlooks the Rhine River.

AND LOCATION OF ALL FENCES
IN THE CITY OF LIVONIA

THE CITY OF LIVONIA ORDAINS;

ARTICLE 1
title, PURPOSE, CONSTRUCTION
AND ENABLING AUTHORITY

TiUt. Thil onUaacc* ihxIl be knovin and died
"Fence Ordinance of the City of Livonia.**

Section 1.02. Forpose. The purpose of thla ordinance la to
promote and protect the public health, safety and welfare.

S«ctlao X.ai.
ai the

Section 1.03. Construction. This ordinance shall be liberally
construed la such manner as to best effectuate Its purpoae. Tha
provisions of this ordinance shall be construed. If possible, In such
manner as to maka such provisions compatible and consistent with
the provtslons all of exlating and future zoning and other ordi-
nances of the City of Livonia, and all amendments thereto;
provided, however, that where any inconsistency or conflict cannot
be avoided, then the most restrictive of such inconsistent or con-
flicting pro\lsion.s shall control and prevail. The provislona of
this ordinance shall not be applicable to private outdoor swimming
pools and other related recreational facilities.

KeciloB 1.04. EBsbling Authority. This ordinance U adopted
pursuant to Section S of Act 297, Public Acta of Michigan, 1909,
as amended; Section 1 of Chapter Il. and Sections 11 and M of
Chapter IX of the Charter of the City of Livonia.

ARTICLE n
FENCES

~Section 2.01. Fences. The reactive owners of adjacent real-
dential lots or residential properties may construct and mainuin
partition fences between their own and the next adjoining
residential lots or properties. In such manner and subject to "e
limitations stated in the following sections. All owners of lots
and adjoining residential properties shall hereafter be or border-
ing upon streets and alleys.

Section 2.02. "ResideBtlal Properties" Defined. The term
"reiidemiiil lota" or "retidential properties" as used in this article
means property In any resldenttai districts as shown on the Zoning
Map of the City of Livonia which Is actually developed and used
for re-tidentlal dwelling purposes.

Section 2.03. Residential Partition Pences: Types. All fences
between resldentisl properties shall be of the "cyclone" type where
the adjoining property owners have mutually agree to “are the
expense of such fence; except that such parties may by mutual
consent agree to any other t>'ra of fence which Is of safo construc-
tion which does not violate ine provisions of this article. Where
the entire cost of the fence la to be borne entirely by one owner,
a fence other than the ‘'‘cyclone* type may be Mnstructed but
It shall be built wholly upon the bullder'a property except with
the consent of the adjoining property owner or ownera U may be
constructed on the dividing line. In no case, however, shall any
fence violate any of the provisions of this article.

Section 2.04. Residential Partition Fences: Location. Fencea
which divide residential lots or properties shall be constructed on
the dividing lot lines where the abutting property owners con-
tribute to its co.*it or mutually agree to such location. Where one
property owner builds a fence entirely at his own expense the
fence shall be constructed wholly on the builder’'s property. In
every case the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of
Livonia, as amended, ahall be observed in the location of fences.

Section 2.0$. General CondltioDS Regarding the Construction
of Fences.

(a) Height. Al fences constructed between residential prop-
erties shall be to a height above the average grade of the two (2)
adjoining lots of not more than six (6) feet: provided, however,
that no fence shall be constructed in any front yard except as
may be specifically authorized by the Zoning Ordinance; the
maximum v~'clght for fences in or around industrial or msnufae-
turing areas and school properties shall be eight (8) feet above
grade.

rb) Depth of Posts. All fencea constructed or reconstructed
within the limits of the City of Livonia ihall ba constructed on
posts sunk at least three (3) feet below grade.

<c) Barbed Wire; Prohibited; ExcepUoo. It shall ba unlawful
for any person, firm or corporation or their leaaee or agent to
either construct or maintain a barbed wire fence, partially or
wholly, between or abutting any residential propertlea. or In or
along any stiwet or In front of any public place or apace, or to
nail or cause barbed wire to be nallra or faatened In any form,
shape, or manner upon aueh fences; provided, however, that barbed
wide fences may be permitted around manufacturing plants where
such property does not abut reildentlal propertj- and accortliyi
to such rules and regulations as may be promulgated by the build-
ing official; provided, however, that notwithstanding anything to
the contrary herein contained, barbed wiro cradles may be placed
on top of fences enclosing public utility InaUUation in any zoning
use district, which fences shall be constructed to a height of not
more than eight (8) feet nor leas than six (8) feet.
