Long ago, even while still slogging through the
political science textbooks en route to our precious
B.A., Facts and Opinions regarded two-party govern-
ment as useless folly on a local level.

It virtually has disappeared, of course, in Michi-
gan cities where almost all elections now are non-
partisan and few go through the pretense of trying to
determine whether the policies of Jefferson are pre*
ferable to those of Lincoln, when it comes to how to
zone land or buy baseball bats or sweep streets or
remove snow or hire road workers, and all the other
specialized administrative detail of running a city.

But our Townships®such as Plymouth, Bedford,
Nankin and Canton—still wage ballot war every two
years running “Democrats” against “Republicans” for
local office. To be sure, there have been differences of
attitude between the local rivals, but they never have
involved anything Lincoln or Jefferson ever thought
about, nor were they ever discussed in the national
party platforms, save for the rarest instances.

A day of discovery is close at hand.

Under the new Constitution for Michigan, it ap-
pears inevitable that Township elections henceforth will
be held at exactly the same time as National elections.

Since the partisan ballot will prevail, the Township
candidates wiU be far down the ticket, names lined up
in columns underneath those of the President, Vice-
President, Senator, Congress, and many more.

This will leave the Township office-seekers at the
mercy of the straight-ticket voter from now on. He is
the fellow who comes out for the big election only, and
hits the straight lever.

It b the belief here that the virtues of a non-
partisan form of government are going to become
startingly obvious to many devout partisan Township
office holders in the very near Iuture.

As this observer matures he seems to acquire more
built-in resentment about the education he received
as a youth.

Every once in a scattered while a person has an
Alice-In-Wonderland experience that gives spice to
their life. Stepping from the mundane world where
people eat to live through the doors of the charming
Round Table Club in the Hotel Mayflower, Plymouth,
to a world where people live to eat. delightfully, graci-
ously with meticulous care was such an experience.

The occasion was the gathering of the “C<Mifrerie
de la Chaine des Rotisseurs. If your French suffers
from lack of exposure as does mine—vaguely trans-
lated this means "/society of wine and meat.”

Members and their guests were hosted by fellow
member Ralph Lorenz and his wife Mabel, owners of
the Mayflower Hotel. Although many of the “Confrerie”
are professionals (so indicated by the color of the ribbon
they wear around their neck and the metal of the heavw
chain adorning it) none, positively, have hosted a more
elegant cuisine or surroundings.

Taking advantage of the Colonial decor of the Round Table
Club Lorenzes duplicated, for their guests, the first Thanksgiving

dinner menu used by the Pilgrims in 1621 (with a certain few
liberties

Mr. Lorenz told some of the hlstoiy of each of the many
courses—about the pumpkin soup with pot iron croutons, the
native turkey and wild goose stuffed with chesthuts and wild
grapes, the baked com custard and Plymouth succotash In pot-
tery which he proved to his guests was the original frozen foods
(long before Birds E>e) — Pilgrims pul a string in small crock-
ery-poured in their food and left it to hang outside where it
froze solid and was eaten through the winter. This was served
in the same type pottery.

All of the food was more pleasurable because It was
served by pilgrims in their dark red and grey homespun
dresses with shawl-like collars and crisp white aprons.

Stepping Into the Round Table Club, which is a fun experi-
ence In itself, a stranger might have thought the Xx>rerues
planned the entire decor for the occasion. Actually the family
has been collecting Colonial and antique items for many years
on their travels through the United States and abroad.

On the walls are antique cooking and baking implements—
an early American tool was taken right off their wall to make
the appetizing, scored butterballs used at the table. No detail
wras overlooked.

Place cards wem a wooden Hornbook used as the first
primer for Colonists’ children and was duplicated on one side,
as in the early days, with the alphabet syllables and the Lord’s
Prayer. A Christmas wrapped package was a gift to each of the
ladies of a pewter spoon, hand made in an antique mold at the
Henry Ford Museum.

With each course a particular wine was chosen by a
connoisseur; also a member of the club. John Leone, who was
invited to comment on the wines as the meal progressed. Other
members were also invited to comment on the wine choices for
each course. Amazingly a great many things can be detected by
these experts from one sip of wine — which Is the way it Is
supposed to be enjo>'ed.

To me it was like I had just floum my first kite and got
into a conversation with a man who just came from the moon—
but then my experience with wine has always been limited to a
nodding acquaintance with Mogan David—and please | shouldn’t
say it in the same breath (and 1 didn't).

Daring the hoar of fellowship a table of finger foods
incinded salted and cored slivered ham: cherrystone clams,
red flaaoel hash balls (U took a really strong arm to ateer
me away from these) clam rolls. Plank Rested Flounder Indian
stylo with cocomber sticks, venison cakes, skewered turkey
necks — and this just during the hoar of fellowship.

Complimenting the courses from the Rotisserie was Squash
Bread and Gooseberry Preserves, Water Cress Salad with Lemon
Oil and shaved Trap cheese — Cranberry Torte Priscilla with
Recioto Nobile Della Valpolleella 1959 wine (very bouyant)
completed the feast—but the memory of it will last forever.

LOCATED CONVENIENTLY NEXT TO STOf 4 SHOT
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Cards Turninto Christmas Tree

by DOBOTHT FINNEY

The Greeting Card Christmas
tree in the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Wilbur HUI of 356 Sunset is
perhaps the most unusual tree
in the Plymouth community.

Made completely of Christmas
cards, it stands 7 fee™ tall, is
4 feet in diameter and 12V
feet in circumference. It is
mounted on an aluminum
clothes line prop which is fast-
ened to a revolving Christmas
tree base.

No tree ornaments or colored
lights are needed. The white
flood lights bring out the var-
ious colors of the 2V inch
circles which are cu® from the
Christinas cards. These pictures
are backed by a slightly larger
circle of crushed aluminiun foil
and stapled in three places to
form a 2>inch triangle. The
crumpled foil baddng forms a
glittering frame aroung each
picture. These triangles are then

assembled and stapled into the
design of the tree.

Mrs. Hill started the tree
with a 12V foot circle of heavy
wire at the bottom to which
she fastened three rows of tri-
angles. Then rows of triangles
stapled together start at the top
and taper down to the circle at
the bottom in a sort of May-pole
fashion. Another smaller tree
designed the same way is placed
inside the outer tree. giwng it
an unusual three dimensional
effect.

Mrs. Hill originated and
worked out the whole project,
but had the help husband
Wilbur in fastening it to the
revolving base. Mr. Hill plans
on helping his wife set up the
tree next year as he thinks it
may be a little out of plumb.

The tree can be easily dis-
mantled for storage and can be
restyled the following vyear.
This is the second year for this
tree.

Mrs. Hill has also made a
large flat tree in the same man-
ner which can be fastened to
the wall; also nut cups, baskets,
candle holders and tallies from
old Christmas cards.

The Hill’s grandchildren. Cin-
dy. age 3V2 and Gregg, are
fascinated with the tree which
delights them even when Its
not turning. They are the chil-
dren of the former Carolyn Hill
and husband Robert Stafford, a
school teacher in Ann Arbor.

Here’s Lowe™, and “Hello
Dolly** it’s difficult to remem-
ber anything spectacular about
any of these expensive theatri-
cal ventures.

Musically all three were be-
low par. You can’t whistle or
hum a tune from any of the
three. The dialogue sections of
each of these three needed tre-
mendous touching up. In other
woirds, the Fisher is still look-
ing for that first smash hit
prior to Broadway. “Foxy” with
Bert Lahr is due Jan. 13 fo ar
four week trial run. Earlier re-
views on this musical indicate
that Johnny Mercer's ongs need
a greA deal of revisikm. And

Second package—for the Vw-
guard Theater, a smaller con-
taizier but the wrapping paper
looks far secure. Amid the
white paper straw a sznall shiny
medal emits blinding rays of re-
flected light.

*To a dedicated group of pro-
fessional actors, we, the hun-
dreds of appreciative Detroit
audiences grant you the con-
tiznied privilege of entertaining
us in 1964.” The Vanguard
TheatOT" imder the able leader-
ship of Dr. William Gregory has
been a noteworthy contribution
to tile cultural development of
the Detroit metropolitan area.
Thorton wUder’s F~itzer Prize
play, "The ~ n of Our Teetii",
"Three Peziny Opera*’, “The
Fantastics'”, Gorky's *The
Lower Depths, and Ibsen’s “The
Master Beider’s™ are but a few
of the znany major theatrical
events that took place at Van-
guard over the past few seasons.

The
Z'ainbow 1”1 must mean that
Cameron Hudsozi, present busi-
ness znanager, would like every-
one to know that the Stables is
now in a new, bright locatiozi.

The Stables group zxioved to
the Wolverine Hotel this sea-
son. Instead of descezKling to a
basement room, you now enter
a bright, clean hotel lobby and
ascezKl to the Hawaiian Room,
inhale a few sniffs of the alco-
holic fumes comizig from the
bar. hike up a short flight of
steps to a zziezzanine location.
