“Act 281. PA 1945 as amend­

ed. provides for the creation 
of a regional planning commis­
sion by action of two or more 
local governmental units. Sec­
tion 1 of the act defines the 
term 'local governmental units’ 
to include: ‘cities, villages, other 
incorporated p o l i t i c a l  sub­
divisions. counties, SCHOOL 
DISTRICTS or any other le­
gally eonstituted g o v e r n i n g  
body responsible for the exer­
cise of governmental functions 
within a political subdivision of 
the state.*

“ P l y m o u t h  C o m m u n i t y  
Schools is a third class school 
district organized under the 
provisions of Chapter 4. Part 1 
of the School Code of 1955. as 
last amended by Act 271. PA 
1959.

“For the purposes of Act 
381. P . \  1945, supra, the leg­
islature has expressly desig­
nated a school district to be 
a "local governmental unit.'

Class of this social function! 
would have been as big a lo ss ! 
to them, as the previous day’s I 
tragedy. ;

However, what of the ex- i 
pense?

Who Needs It?” has 
loads of laughs, but “A Thous­
and Clowns” has tbousanda and 
most of them come in Act L 
Act II slows down a bit as the 
comedy waxes a bit philosophi­
cal. By Act III Herb Gardner 
(the author) is in high gear and 
leaves you limp once again with 
laughter. Dane Clark and Mar­
garet O’Brien tu rn  in top per­
formances in a gay. witty com­
edy. “Thousand Clowns” is per­
fect holiday fare. You can't go 
wrong with "Clowns.”

too many years ago she was 
stealing scenes from adults In 
her movies. Now in “Clowns” 
she Is a victim — the worm 
tum eth.

M argaret’s crying scene with 
Dane Clark is a masterpiece. 
Her frustrated social wot^ 
characterization radiates charm 
and sympathy. In  fact, every 
member of the cast earned a 
satisfying round of applause as 
they performed some well- 
executed exits. For a road com­
pany. "Clowns” makes G am er’s 
comedy seem better than It 
really is. Mr. Clark might get 
a few more laughs if be would 
try  to be a bit more sardonic. 
He has a tendency to rush mat­
ters. M argaret might take off 
a t least 15 pounds. Some of 
those curves are turning Into 
bulges. For the seduction scene 
that concludes the hilarious 
first act every little erotic point 
counts.

Olga was born in a small vil­
lage in northern Denmark about 
two miles from the ocean, and 
her father was the town police­
man. There were six boys and 
six girls in the family, and three 
brothers, two sisters and Olga 
came to the United States to 
make their homes. In 1961 the 
whole group returned to Den­
mark. where with the other six 
brothers and sisters they celeb­
rated their mother's 80th birth­
day.

Olga and husband George, a 
retired Detroit policeman, make 
their home on Canton Center 
Rd. She has worked at Hillside 
Inn 15 years, the last few years 
as cashier. Olga knits beautiful­
ly. sews, decorates and has a 
fine collection of antique brass 
and copper pieces.

CHRISTMAS CAROLS

With Christmas everywhere 
and with all the singing of 
Christmas carols I thought some 
of you might like to know a lit­
tle background behind some of 
our better-known carols.

I was especially interested In 
"Hark, The Herald Angels Sing,” 
since the music was composed 
by Felix Mendelssohn in 1840 
and was written as a part of a 
cantata honoring John Gutten- 
berg and the invention of print­
ing. Some years later the words 
of a hymn written in 1739 by 
Charles Wesley were combined 
with Mendelssohn’s melody to 
become one of the world’s best 
loved Christmas carols.

The words of the carol "Joy 
to the World” go back to 1719 
when Isaac Watts published his 
book of hymns based on the 
Psalms of David. This carol was 
inspired by the 98th Psalm 
which exhorts the Jews, the 
Gentiles and all the creatures 
to praise God. The melody was 
arranged in 1830 by Lowell Ma­
son of Boston and was drawn 
from Handel's "Messiah."

1  can remember as a child of 
singing "God Rest Ye Merry, 
Gentlemen” only I thought that 
the title referred to "Merry 
Gentlemen,' but actually it 
means "May God keep you in 
good spirits, gentlemen." It is 
a traditional English carol dat­

ing back to the 17th centur>’.
Finally, probably the best 

loved carol of all is ‘‘Silent 
Night. Holy Night” which came 
into being in 1818 when the 
broken-down church organ in a 
small Bavarian village necessi­
tated the writing of special mu­
sic for the Christmas service. It 
was hurriedly written by a 
young assistant pastor and the 
church organist, but it gained 
immortality for Joseph Mohr 
and Franz Gruber.

I received this letter last 
week from Mrs. M a t t h e w  
Krump of Gold Arbor Rd.and I 
thought it might be of interest 
to our readers:

"Just finished reading your 
column on "Christmas Tradi­
tions.”
