Growing

The council-manager form
of local government continued
its rapid growth in 1963 as 82
additional communities in the
United States and Canada
adopted the plan. This plan is
now useced by 1,954 communi-
ties in North America and it
is the most popular form of
local gevernment in Ameri-

lean cities between | 25,000 to

250.000 population.

Over one-half of all Ameri-
can cities in this population
group are council-manager
cities, according to the “1964
Dirertory of Council-Manager
Cities,"” soon to be published
by the - International
Managers' Association.

Leading the states with ad-
ditions to the Council-Man-
ager Directory in 1963 was
California with 16 communi-
ties followed by Pennsylvania
with 12. Nine communities
were added in Michigan, and
four cities and one county In
North Carolina. Five new
council-manager communities
were reported from Canada.

Among  the "larger council-
manager ([communities added
in 1963 are Huntington Beach,
California (42,300);: Westmin-
ster, California (40,500); En-
field, ' Connecticut (31,464):
Wayne Co., Georgia (18,000);
and Alma, Quebeec, Canada
(20,501). -

G rand Island., Nebraska
(25,942), readopted' the coun-
cil-manager plan in 1963 after
having previously abandoned
it in 1955, Since 1908, some 93
per cent of all communitics
that have adopted the council-
manager plan still continue|
to opcrate under it.

Since 1950 the number of
cities using the council-man-
ager plan has increased by
an average of 75 per ycar.
Sixteen of the 51 American
citics with populations in ex-
cess of a quarter-million are
council-manager cities.

Four of these have popula-
tions over a half-million: San
Antonio and Dallas, Texas;
San Diego, California; and
Cincinnati, Ohio. The largest
local government with the
council-manager plan is Dade
County (Miami), Florida.
which has a population of
935.000.

The council-manager form
of government is 56 years
old. It started "in 1908 when
the council of Staunton, Vir-
ginia,
marager. Four years later,
Sumter, Sotith Carolina, be
came the first-city in which
the nlan was adopted by vote.
of the people.

Under the system a man-
ager is appointed by the coun-
cil to serve as administrative
head of the city or county
sovernment under the general

A survey reported in th'e
Nirectory indicates that most
of the men appointed as man
agers during 1963 had pre-|
vious public ‘administrative
expericence, usually as a man-
ager in another city, an assis-
tant manager, or a depart-
ment head.

Most of the new appointees
were under 40 vears of age
at the time of their appoint- |
ment.
