On a national scale. it appears that when
a youngster gets a car. his marks drop one grade. on an
average.

We reaard it as the responsibility of society, edu-
cators and parents to restrict use of tobacco and cars by
teen-acters to an absolute minimum. After reaching a
mature age - and we'd pick ane 18 - then the young-
ster is free to make-or-break on his own judgment.
