"I have studied with great
interest the opinion which the
Attorney General gave to Mr.
Chandler concerning the power
of the School District to par-
tieipate in a regional planning ,
commission.

"With all due respect to the
 Attorney General and to his

great office, I do not change
the opinion I rave to the
School Board in July, The

Attorney General relies

wholly upon the inclusion of
the two words "School Dis-

trict" in Section I of the

Statute. It im my opinion that
those words were errant and

improvidently included In the
Act. and I still believe that

the legislature did not
intend. and the Courta would
not permit. school di,tricts

to take action of this kind.

- I disagree wholly with the

Attorney General in his con-
clusion that operating funds
may be devoted to meet the

expenses of the Planning Com-
mission. These funds were

raised from taxes levied for

educational purpose. and a di-
version of those funds to other

uses should not and cannot

legally be made Bithout ap-
proval of the electorate.

"I believe, however. that you
should inform the Board if they

should wish to participate in
the Planning Commission they
may do so without personal re-
sponsibility or liability in reli-
ance upon the opinion of the

Attorney General."

To Curb Noisy Trucks

Plymouth'sCity Commission has
taken the first step to halt through
truck traffic in the downtown business
section - it passed to first reading a
through truck ordinance.

Plymouth Municipal Judge
Harry Deyo, veteran of many
complicated legal battles dur-
ing his long career as an attor-
ney and lawyer, in a letter to
the editor of the Observer
Newspapers, disagrees with At-
torney General Frank Kelley's
opinions that the PIymouth
School Board may participate
in the organization of a region-
al planning commission.

Kelley's opinions, requested
by State Representative Paul
Chandler. publisher of the Ob-
server Newspapers, stated flat-
ly that the Board could partici-
pate.

These were the reverse of
opinions handed down by Wil-
liam Sempliner, attorney for
the Board, in mid-summer.
Sempliner said the Board could
not participate.

Our local newspapers recent-
ly carried articles reporting
that Attorney General Kelley
has ruled that under Act 281,
PA 1945. as amended by Act
194 (not Act 196), PA 1952, the
Plymouth Community Schools
may participate in the organi-
zation of a regional planning
eommission. This purports to
override an opinion to the eon-

trary by Mr. Sempliner, attor- I
ney for the school district.

Because taxpayers have an :
interest in the proper and legal
use of school monies, attention
is invited to the following:

See. 1 of Art. XI, Constitu-
tion of 1908 provides that
schools and means of education
shall forever be encouraged.
The Supreme Court has pointed

While the Constitution of

its attorney is correct.

The opinion of the Attorney
General or any other attorney
upon a question is, of course.

"At age 18. many young
men and women are more in-

terested in rovernment and

more informed about it than a

great many citizens 21 and

older." said Chandler and

De Ma»0. "The three-year

waiting period between high

school graduation at 18 and

the start of voting privilege

at 21 does little to improve

citizenship and. in some ways.

permits enthusiasm to wane."
-There is intellectual dis-

honesty toward youth. and
basic democratic inconsist-

ency where a government

calls upon young men and
women to umme some acts

of responsibility-such as mill-

tary service -but denies them

a voice in shaping policy."
A recent United States Pre>41-

dential Study Commission

urged the states to reduce the

age limit to 18. Two have such

a limit today (Georgia and
Kentucky) and the two newest

states. Alaska and Hawaii, have
limits of 19 and 20.
