Generally guarantee women be treated as full and
co-partners of men in the United States.

This theory rests upon the premise that life in
America has changed and will continue so to do.

The remainder of the discussions here today revolve
around a new report, "American Women," prepared by a
special study committee appointed by President Kennedy.
Eleanor Roosevelt was the first chairman, being succeed-
ed by Esther Peterson. Members included cabinet mem-
bers. labor experts, and career-type women.

Here are answers to the ques-
tion of "water hammer or "hy-
draulic shock." This is caused

by stopping the flow in the
water pipe. This is of great
practical importance as the
shock frequently bursts the
pipe.

When a liquid fluid 9 flow-
ing through a pipe there li a
cert•in amount of enere in
the liquid and if we stop the
flow thls energy must be used

up some way. If the liquid is
incompressible. and we stop
the flow suddenly. the en-

ergy of the liquid U used up
in doing work on the pipe
by stretching it or increasing
its diameter.

If the liquid is compressible
the energy of the liquid is used
up in compresing the liquid
and stretching the pipe. Nearly
all bursting of pipes is due to
sudden checking of the velocity
of the liquid or to the freezing
of the liquid.

The following summary and
conclusions are based on ex-

haustive experiments conducted
to determine the effects of water

hammer in pipes.

The shock pressure is trans-
mitted through the pipe wth
a constant velocity which seems

to be independent of the in-
tensit, of the shock. This vel-
ocity depends upon the elas·
ticity of the material of the
pipes and upon the ratio of the
thickness of their walls to their

diameter.

Mrs. Roosevelt said: "Within a rapidly growing economy
all Americans (women included) will have a better chance
to develop their individual capacities. to earn a good
livelihood, and to strengthen family life."

There must be a VARIETY of job opportunities
one of the greatest freedoms of democratic life is

the freedom to choose among life's patterns..."each
woman must arrive at her contemporary expression of
purpose, whether as a center of home and family. a par-
tieipant in the community, a creative artist or thinker
or scientist. a citizen engaged in politics and public
service.

"It is a bitter fact that social custom and economic
stringeney all but eliminates choice for many women
today..."

Most jobs that women hold are in Iow-paid cate-
gories. Women's earnings are lower than men when
both are employed in the same occupations.

Women are passed over. though equally well-pre
pared, in management training programs.

"Reluctance to consider women applicants on their
merits results in under-utilization of capacities that the
economy needs and stunts the development of higher
skills."

"Equal opportunity" should be a government law
. . in hiring. training, promotion.

EDUCATION AND COUNSELING

Nothing is more important to women than the en-
largement and improvement of their education. t

Adult education must be an integral part of the '
American system... thought of as basic, not something '
on the fringe of adult life.

The woman who manies and is raising a family
has urgent educational needs that have so far been
badjv neglected.

"During her intensive home-making years. she
should be encouraged to prepare for at least three ,
decades of life after 40 ... when she will be relativelv I
free to use her abilities . . she only needs to continue
her education in one form or another to provide the assistance,
companionship and stimulation needed by her husband and by her
children as they develop.

A realistic vocational program can reduce the tendency of
women returning to the labor market to take "the first job that
comes along."

Women today are earning only 1 in 3 of the B.A. degrees
in college and only 1 in 10 of the Ph.D's

To be useful for those who married around 20. and for
mature women in general. education mus: be geographically con-
venient - e.g.. community colleges.

Means of acquiring education must be available to ever,
adult at whatever point she broke off triditional formal
schoonng.

Imaginative counseling is imperative for women...it can
lift aspirations beyond stubhorn assumptions about "women's
roles" and result in choices that have inner satisfaction.

With good counseling (the State should raise its standards
for counselors. and provide more of them) -employed women ap-
proaching retirement and mature women with grown families
can find uses for their new leisure that are rewarding alike to
them and to their communities."

HOME AND THE COMMUAm'

Child-care services are needed in all communities . .
present facilities are grossly inadequate.

Three miUion mothers of children under six work outside
the home... other mothers. though not at work, may be ill,
living in slum conditions with no play opportunities for children,
responsible for mentally retarded or emotionally handicapped
children.

Child care services could be provided by public or private
agencies with fees on an "ablty to pay basis." Or groups of
parents could provide them cooperatively.

But. whatever. child care services should be available for
children of all economic levels.

Tax deductions for child care expenses of working mothers
should be in ratio with income.

Family services to help families avoid or overcome break-
down must be provided. ( "The services of a trained and able
woman to keep a home running for an interim period can be the
deciding factor preventing the disintegration of a family.")
