Governor Romney has proposed that the laws be
changed so that non-residents of a community can be
charged only half the rate of a local income tax.

In other words, suburbanites would pay only one-
half percent income tax to Detroit, whereas Detroiters
would pay the full one percent.

This has all the earmarks of an attempt at a sly com-
promise, and while we believe in most things which our
Governor attempts, this “half a loaf” idea is a point of
departure.

® A tax against non-residents, who have no voice in
determining the size or validity of the tax, simply is con-
trary to the American philosophy of representative
government.

® The Michigan constitution says no tax can be im-
posed which is “graduated as to rate . ..” To levy a tax
of a certain amount on residents, and a tax of a different
amount on non-residents, is “graduated” and hence, un-
constitutional. How can place of residency be a criteria
for how much income tax to pay? Why not color of eyes?
Or the number of rods removed one’s home is located
from the Detroit city-county building?

If one percent is wrong, so is one-half percent, or

any “percent.” .

Loca] income taxes are not the answer to our fiscal
problems in Michigan.

A state income tax is better, rebated to the local
units on the basis of (a) need and (b) how much was
contributed by the local unit.

“Local units” is a term that includes school districts.
