Imagine installing equipment
valued at more than $500,000
on a $100.000 gamble that may
bring absolutely nothing after
more than six weeks of work.

That's what Peake Petroleum
Co., a subsidiary of the C&D
Railroad, is doing at this exact
moment in maneuvering the
state's first angle drilling pro-
ject on Parkview Drive, off Ed-
ward Hines Parkway, just out-
side the easterly limits of Plym-
outh.

Of course Peake officials
aren't exactly thinking in terms
of spending that amount of
cash and coming up with
rothing— they feel they have
an excellent chance of landing
a gas producing and an oil pro-
ducing well.

The present well, seventh
tried by Peake in the area, is
the most unusual of all. Work
started in a vertical direction
to a depth of 1,600 feet when
whipstockers went to work
and diverted the drills in a
southeasterly direction that
will carry the operation some
564 feet in a diagonal angle
to the nearby park.

It is the first angle drilling
project attempted in Michigan
and the first of two that Peake
plans in Plymouth, The second
will start wtihin two weeks be-

C-1 classification. He indicated
all should be the same.

RICHARD LEE, 103 N. Hol-
brook, sought information on
what the plans are for the lots
under discussion. He also ob-
jected to the change on the
theory that it would be spot zon.
ing which he termed dangerous
in any area.

MRS. HARVARD NOR-
GROVE, who owns land on
Plymouth Road, objected to the
change on the basis that it
would kill a proposed sale for
her property which adjoins the
Pfeiffer acreage.

(It was later rumored that an
apartment builder is interested
in the land only on the basis
of a C-1 rating which requires
2,400 square feet to an apart-
ment.
