Plymouth
Gets Story .
Of ‘Revolt’ |

Dr, Albert MacQueen, speak- |
ing to the Plymouth Community
Human Relations Assembly on |
“The Negro Revolt,” pointed |
out that the desire to revolt
has long been present, but the
will to revolt has not because |
society has been so oppressive. |
He emphasized that what so- |
ciety 1s now witnessing is not|
the revolt of the middle-class |
Negroes but a movement of
Negroes of all levels,

Dr. MacQueen, Associate |
Professor of Sociology at Uni- |
versity of Michigan, was the |
first In a series of speakers |
presented by the Assembly.

This movement has, in turﬂ.i
sparked a new feeling of pride |
in the Negroes themselves and |
has generated a new restraint, |
as demonstrated in the non-|
violent boycotts,” he said. “Still |
remaining is a suspicion of
Whites, a fear that the current
movement will be thwarted by
‘tokenism."”

In reviewing the leadership
of the Negro revolt, Dr. Mac-
Queen cited the NAACP, which |
was founded about 1909, and |
the Urban League, both of |
which have their following |
among the middle-class “elite.” |

The masses of Negroes were |
not greatly involved until the |
1954 Supreme Court decision. |
The rise in the educational level |
of the Negro led to the stu-|
dent boycotts and sit-ins start- |
ing in 1956 which aroused the
Negroes of every class to the |
present accelerated pace of
demonstrations.

Dr. MacQueen also pointed |
out that the Negro workingman
has not had any real represen- |
tation any place and it is this|
which has led to the rise of such |
groups as the Freedom Now
party and the Black Muslims.
He emphasized the need for the |
major political parties to rec- |
ognize what he called “a grass- |
roots discontent.” ‘

“The Negro revolt has led to|
three ideas of human equality |
in America today,” Dr. Mac- |
Queen pointed out. “Basically, |
the idea is still accepted that |
some people are more equal |
than others, which, when ap- |
plied to the Negro, makes him |
feel he must prove himselfi
equal.

“It ix also felt every man‘,

should have the same opportun- |
ities to express his talents and
make his achievements. Yet |
again, there is a kind of re-|
verse discrimination: that be- |
cause Negroes have been re- |
strained for so long they should |
be more than equal now, a very |
prevalent idea today. f

“This latter idea leads to a|
scramble to employ Negroes |
in positions of equality thus&
benefiting the educated, skilled, |
middle class and leaving thel
masses relatively untouched, still |
facing poverty and unemploy- |
ment.

The problem today is not just |
a racial problem, but the prob- |
lem of the poor in an extremely |
affluent society, whether they |
are Negro, Puerto Rican, Mexi- |
can, migratory worker or just
poor white. Nor is it any longer |
a Southern problem, because
the problems of the South move :
North as the proportion of Ne- |
groes In Northern cities grows. |
This is, In turn, not just a ra- |
cial problem but an wurban j.
rroblem.”
