Initial steps toward aiding
the community’s business cli-
mate, were taken by the Plym-
out Chamber of Commerce
Board of Directors in recom-
mending the . formation of a
Local Business Development
Corporation.

The Board went a step further
and named George Lawton, City
Commissioner, executive man-
ager and Treasurer of the
Plymouth Credit Union, mem-
ber of the Industrial Develop-
ment Corporation and the Plym-
outh Trust Fund, as chairman.

The new corporation would
have the same objectives of the

organization established under
the authority of the Depart-
ment of Mental Health of the
State of Michigan. Its prim-
ary objective is to serve the
communities in Northwestern
Wayne County by providing
diagnosis and treatment for
children under eighteen vyears
of age who exhibit behavior
problems or personality dis-
orders indicative of emotional
disturbance.

Q: How do we know when

a child is emotionally dis-
turbed?
A. There is no clearcut

answer to this question. The
diagnosis of disturbance in
children is much akin to the
diagnosis of physical ailments
in that we look for symptoms
indicative of problems. In
physical ailments the symptoms
of problems include pain, fever,
nausea, inflammation, and skin

irritation. In emotional dis-
turbance, we observe such
symptoms as retardation in

learning; conduct disorders
such as lying, stealing, fire set-
ting, vandalism, truancy, puni-
tive and sadistic acts; person-
ality disorders such as with-
drawal, excessive day dreaming,
nail biting, thumb sucking,
bed wetting, and the like: and
in more severe cases attempts
at suicide and homicide.

Q: Are all children who ex-
hibit such symptoms emotion-
ally disturbed?

A: Definjtely not. Almost
all children show some signs
of emotional disturbance at
one time or another in the pro-
cess of growth and develop-
ment. Emotional disturbance
can be compared to virus at-
tacks on the upper respiratory
system which vary from the
common cold to pneumonia.
Emotional problems should be
given special attention when
they become sufficiently repeti-
tious or severe as to be a real
problem for the child, his par-
ents, and his associates.

Q: What are the advantages
of having a child treated at a
Clinic?

A: The principal advantage
of treatment in a Child Guid-
ance Clinic is that it will open
the door to new freedom for
the child whose disturbance is
taking part, if not all, of the
Jjob from his childhood. More-
over, the re-education inherent
in therapy provides greater as-
surance of a normal adulthood
in the years ahead.

Commission with a thought of |
setting up a chain of com-
mand, settling the controversial
fire chief problem and wres-
tliing with anticipated negotia-
tions with the recently organized
Plymouth Township local of the
International Firefighters Asso-
ciation.

In a brief report to the Board
Tuesday, the committee indi-
cated it has agreed upon four|
recommendations to be pre-|
sented to the Board.

The recommendations include:
1-—-That the Board abolish
the position of part-time Fire
Chief by not appropriating|
monies in the 1964-5 budget |
for the position. That the rank- |
ing officer of the Fire Depm-‘
ment shall continue to serve|
as acting head until such time
that the Board deems it neces-
sary to appoint a full-time de-
partment head, fire chief or
safety director.
2—Establish ranks within the
Fire Department detailing a
line of command, the ranks to
be filled by appointment of the
Supervisor in full compliance
with the Civil Service Act.

3 — That all Firemen
shall have been in service for
at least three years before be-
coming eligible for promotion
to Sergeant; must be a ser-
geant for at least a year before
being eligible for promotion to
higher ranks.

4—The committee recom-
mends that the pay for a ser-
geant shall be an additional
$200.

Supervisor Lindsay earlier
requested the Civil Service
Commission to set up a com-
petitive examination for the
post of sergeant.

At the same time, the Trus-
tees denied a request from
Capt. Barney Maas for time
off and expenses to attend the
Fire Department Instructors
Conference in Memphis, Tenn.

For R.U. Schools

‘What do Redford Union chil-
dren need to insure a complete,
full-time, accredited school pro-
gram?

They need what they've al-
ways needed and what R.U.
Schools have traditionally pro-
vided. They need classes of rea-
sonable size staffed by compe-
tent teachers in adequate class-
rooms. They need books, lights,
heat, janitors, and transporta-
tion.

Why must we have more
space for our children to learn?
Because we have more children
to educate. Our school-age popu-
lation has grown from 11,703 in
1960 to 13,327 in 1963.

Our seven grade schools are
near capacity but appear to be
adequate to fill the needs of
elementary children in the fore-
seeable future. The grade school
population seems to be about
| steady now.

1. More space must be pro-
vided for jumior high school
and high school students.

2. More operating money
must be found to operate
schools for all children from
kindergarten through twelfth

A bond issue of $1.750.000
would build and equip 23 rooms
at Redford Union High School
and 15 rooms at Pearson Junior
High School. The cost of these
bonds would not increase taxes
because it would be covered by
continuing a levy for a bond is-
sue to be paid off this year.

education? It costs more today
to educate our boys and girls
than it did five years ago.

Obviously, as the school popu-
lation has increased it has cost
more to educate more children.

Our greatest increase in stu-
dents has been in the upper
grades, however, and it costs
more to educate children at this
level. Older children studying
more advanced and more spe-
cialized courses need to be
taught in smaller classes re-
quiring more teachers in more
rooms with more expensive
supplies.

The cost for instruction goes
up each year. An increasing
salary schedule competitive with
neighboring school districts is
necessary to keep a competent
faculty.

School costs everywhere have
been rising along with living
costs. It costs us more yearly
for heat, light, water and sup-
plies.

The yearly cost per R.U.
school child in the 1963 audit
was $425.31, which is lower than
in Detroit and in most of our
neighboring school systems.

Total costs are now exceed-
ing revenue in the Redford
Union School District. This year
the operating cost of all school
activities will be approximately
$4,400,000, with an estimated
income of about $4,120,000. This
means we are spending $280,000
more than we are taking in.
This deficit is being made up
this year by drawing from the
school district’s bank account or
operating surplus, which will be
depleted soon.

We must increase our income
or drastically cut our expendi-
tures. This would mean cuts in
personnel, including our teach-
ing staff, which would mean
larger classes. There would be
less money for supplies and
equipment.

The 3% mill operating tax
increase, which will bring in
approximately $250,000, will go
a long way toward closing the
gap between expenditures and
income. It is hoped that with
additional state aid we can close
the gap. We are now operating
at a level of expenditures that
would require 3% mills extra
to balance the budget.

In other words it now costs
more than our income to pro-
vide the basic school programs
at Redford Union Schools.

The voter is asked to approve
2 3.5 mill operating tax increase
on March 2. This levy would in-
crease taxes at the rate of $5.25
per thousand dollars assessed
valuation.

The alternative to increasing
classroom space in the upper
grades is more half days in Red-
ford Union High School, and at
Pearson and Lola Valley as
well. OQur North Central ac-
creditation would be in doubt.

The losers would be our chil-
dren.

A joint experiment in “CO-
BOL” by the Burroughs Cor-
