There’s a land-owner in Livonia who owns a nicely-
wooded chunk up off Seven Mile near the new School-
craft College, and he is trying to do something different
with it. Facts and Opinions today wants to tell readers
from near and far about the proposal and to wish the
man every success.

. The objective is to plat these scenic acres into some-
thing known to the trade as “Cluster Housing.”

Take a piece of ground and instead of running
rectangular lines (streets) all over the square, place
the streets only as random fingers penetrating from
the outside edge part-way toward the center.

-.Leave the interior center open, as parkland, or
a-golf course, or a playground with pool. These large
common interior centers would belong to all the resi-
dents as “open space.” (In the specific instance of the
Livonia land near the College, the area is thick With
beautiful trees, and the open center would be wood-
land in nature.)

In most cases, an effort is made to avoid the re-

peated single-house style, house after house.

~ The result is better-sited, better-looking, more inter-
esting kinds of houses; more open, unspoiled land saved
from the bulldozer, and a more “natural” environment.

There are fewer people per acre, i.e., “density”
control. , -

According to the New York Times, the “Cluster”
homes sell more quickly than the others—* . . . one
cluster, Village Green, in Hillsboro, N. J. was completely
sold out in six months while conventional houses in the
same neighborhood, by the same builders, went begging.”

As a general thing, the so-called “front yard” is
nothing in a Cluster situation, on the theory that front
yards are virtually without use to the home resident,
but that the same amount of space added to the back
vard is valuable. Individual homes have their own pri-

| vate back yards, where.the man of the house can putter

with his roses and

S petunias, in addition to the “common
open-space. :

In Livonia, the Mayor and City Planner have been
pushing for an experiment with “cluster” for months.
Now the land owner, Bernard Edelman, has secured
the kind of zoning that would allow it. This land is ad-
Jacent to the Northville Golf Course and called by the
planner “one of the most attractive left in the city.”

The Times had some harsh words about the kind
of suburban housing in which many of us now live,
declaring that many purchasers actually have been
moved to buy “built-in stoves and other gadgets”
rather than housing per se.

_If it won’t make the reader too angry, with himself,
his builder, or Facts and Opinions, let’s pick up some

“The need for action is clear from coast to coast.
Long Island fields and farms have been invaded bv
regimented hordes of split-levels lined up for miles in
close, unlovelv rows.

Q: Are emotional problems
treated in the same way as
medical problems?

A: While in some cases medi-
cines are prescribed for the
emotionally disturbed child, this
is usually not the case. Unlike
the usual physical ailments
which normally develop rapidly
from a germ or organic malfunc-
tion, emotional disturbance de-
velops over a period of years
and requires different forms of
treatment.

Q: How are children re-
ferred to the Clinic?

A: Except in isolated in-
stances in which the child may
be a ward of the court, the child

i# must be referred by the parent
# or guardian. Because of their
7 familiarity with the problems

of children and with the work
of the Clinic, parents may re-
ceive suggestions that they seek
assistance by family or child
care agencies, school personnel,
or their family physician.

Q: How does a parent refer
a child to the Clinic?

A: The parent, or guardian,
must call the Clinic and provide
a brief statement of the child’s
problem as they see it. If a
truly emergency situation ex-
ists, the child will be seen im-

mediately. Otherwise, an ap-
pointment will be made for an
intake interview.

Q: What is an intake inter.
view?

A: The parent or persons who
are acquainted with the child’s
problem are required to come
to the Clinic for the first inter-
view without the child, A history
of the child and his problem is
systematically obtained to give
a background for his troubles.
At this time an appointment is
made for further study of the
child.

Q: What is the nature of
these further studies?

A: Since emotional and beha-
vior problems are usually of a
complex nature, three steps are
taken to assure proper diagno-
sis and provide direction for
treatment. First, the child is
given a number of psychological
tests. Second, one or more in-
terviews are conducted by a
child psychiatrist. Finally, all
information is recorded, dis-
cussed in a staff conference, and
treatment prescribed.

' And Notes
i In Plymouth

Plymouth Dept. Public Works |

A comparatively mild winter |
—mild in comparison with the |
snow and zenerally bad weather
of a yvear ago at the same time
.—has brought a financial wind-
fall to the Department of Pub- |
lic Works up to this time.

A year ago, for the months |
of December, January and |
February, the DPW used 1,293 |
tons of salt to Keep the streets |
cleared. As of now, including |
distribution of 56 tons last
week, the department has used |
only 542 tonms.

This year’s figure is among
the lowest on our record
books but then we still have |
some winter ahead and it |
may be that we'll equal fig- |
ures of the past before spring
arrives.

As it now stands, we are far |
below the amount allowed in
the budget for salt.

The Department had a crew
busy during the past week mea-
suring all gate boxes and mak-
ing up maps that will be used
by the contractors who receive
the contracts for the proposed
water system improvements.

A two-man crew counted and |
measured all catch basins with-
in the city limits and discov-
ered the City has a total of 918
catch basins.

Workmen raised a fire hy-|
drant at the corner of Maple
and Jener streets and cleaned
sanitary sewers on Jener from
Maple to Linden. on Kellogg. |
Joy. Coolidge and Harding for a
total of 2,840 feet that has been
rodded out and flushed.

Don't be surprised if the high schools join with
the colleges in protesting the announcement that the
National Football League plans to play and televise
several Friday night games next fall.

As we all know Friday is the BIG night for the prep
gridders, not only in Michigan but in virtually every
other state in the union.

In Michigan alone, schoolboy football attracts up-
wards of a million and a half fans every Friday eve-
ning.

Mirrors Can Add

Spaciousness
To Room

One of the newest wall cov-
ering materials is, surprisingly,
one of the oldest — mirror.

In the past year, top decora-
tors and builders have become
remarkably conscious of wall
mirror installations because of
their versatility and beauty.

As one example, a model
house chosen to be erected all
over the country for National
Home Week 1960 had both bed-
rooms with ceiling-to-floor, wall-
to-wall mirrors, used as sliding
closet doors.

Also, in a recent decorators’
show in New York, eleven lead-
ing American designers showed
room settings featuring large
areas of mirror—either as com-
pletely mirrored walls or in
combination with fabric and
wallpaper.

One of the reasons for this
trend is that mounting con-
struction costs continue to limit
room sizes — and strategically
placed mirror areas can stretch
out walls, make a small foyer
seem twice as large, and can
lower or raise a ceiling.

Moreover, a wall of mirror
gives the impression that a room
has twice as much furniture as
it really has.

Mirrors can increase, even
double, the amount of light in
a2 room. One suggestion is a
circle or square of mirror on
the ceiling above a chandelier.
Wall mirror directly behind a
lamp will give more light with-
out glare, and also stress the
beauty of the lamp itself.

Designers and architects are
now considering mirror as a
material useful anywhere in
building, like wood or stone.
Technical developments plus new
production methods are largely
responsible for this current
trend.

All top quality mirror is now
made of twin-ground plate glass,
where the glass sheet is placed
in a machine which grinds and
polishes both surfaces at the
same time to eliminate any pos-
sibility of distortion.

With these new, perfected
types of mirror available, the
traditional picture of the small
framed looking-glass has begun
to give way to areas of mirror
found just about anywhere in a
house.

Dmgners suggest, for ex-
ample mirroring a linen closet
in back of the shelves, so you
can see every item in the linen
supply department.

Bathrooms are blossoming out |
in mirror, when once the little |
mirror on the medicine chest
was _the only one available for
