Did you ever feel like re-dedicating yourself to a
cause? I mean you get in some sort of a complacent rut
where you don’t want controversy, or complaints, or for
that matter, hardly conversation unless it is pleasant—
real pleasant—and agrees with your own point of view—

And then one stormy Wednesday night, by invita-
tion you attend a meeting with three buddies. Lo, there
goes the complacency.

In this case the meeting was the all day confer-
ence on “The Dialogue,” a National conference of
Christians and Jews. The key-note speakers in the
evening were Most Reverend William G. Connare,
Bishop of Greensburg and Rabbi Morris Adler.

Bishop Connare was interesting and polite, but
that Rabbi Adler really woke me up.

He said people should take “wake me up pills”—
they must stop taking these “I don’t give a damn pills”
~—tensions don't come from differences—but from lack
of understanding of differences.

By all means differences in race, religion, IN POLI-
TICS, should not be hidden; they should be talked about
—discussed. A man must be respected for his difference.

He made the point of people with differences sitting
around a room and smiling at each other was an utter
waste of time.

They should discuss their differences, develop
understanding, respect and tolerance, each allowed to
have their own opinion. He stressed not to be afraid
of difference of opinion—not to scream out against it
—but rather to learn about another’s opinions, express
Your own, and both be smarter for knowing. Oh, if we
could all have this wisdom and not have to be priests,
rabbis—just homemakers, secretaries, teachers, etc.
The list is longer than there is paper.

Dialogue is dedicated to the honest confrontation
between men of differing opinions in the search for
understanding.

Now, that brings me back to my own dedication
that so often I am hesitant in s ing out, because in
this world of “togetherness” we live in—it is not popular.

.. I sincerely believe in the philosophy of “Objec-
tivism”"—and this night following the inspiration of
being exposed to Dialogue I would debate it with Adlai
Stevenson and Billy Graham, both of whom I consider
the most articulate men living today. (Tomorrow I prob-
ably wouldn’t be so brave and might just want to take
on the fellows in the print shop or fellow workers.)

. . “Objectivism” is Ayn Rand’s philosophy as de-
picted in many of her books, none so aptly as “Atlas
Shrugged.”

_To put it briefly, it holds that since reason is man’s
basic tool of survival, rationality is his highest virtue.
To use his mind, to perceive reality and to act accord-
ingly is man’s moral imperative. Man exists for his own
sake, that the pursuit of his own happiness is his highest
moral purpose, that he must not sacrifice himself to
others, nor sacrifice others to himself. The worst, most
depraved type of human being is the man without a pur-
pose and work and achievement are the highest goals
of life. (This “his” also applies to the “her”.)

. Objectivism covers everything—Ilove, religion, poli-
tics. As yet I personally am only in the first steps of
learning, and believe me, it unfolds slowly.

For instance, dwell on this for a minute and you
will see the magnitude of this new modern-day
philosophy.

_Government has only one
tection of individual rights. Government’s task is to
serve as a policeman who protects men from the use
of force. Taxes should be voluntary, like everything
else for the proper governmental services which people
do need and therefore should be willing to pay for—as
they pay for insurance. Post offices (I've always said
this), streets, roads, and above all, schools, should all
be privately owned and privately run. The separation
of state and economics. Government should be concerned
only with those issues which involve the use of force,
nothing more. This means the police, armed services
(but a voluntary army—mnot draft), law courts to settle
disputes. Everything ‘else should be privately run and
would be much better run. It would halt this Uncle
(Govt.) will pay for it—Uncle will do it—Uncle will give
1t to you—Uncle will think for you.

The
chlorine is in all Municipal
Water Supplies to take care |
of any bacteria that may ap- |
pear in raw water. The disin-
fectant whick is almost uni-
versally used is chlorine.

When we sample water we
take samples from various leca-
tions, also, at each well and we |
have a2 man who is in charge |
of treatment. He sends samples |
to the State Board of Health bi- |
weekly. The plant operator also |
takes residue tests throughout |
the system and in this manner |
we can tell if the chlorine is |
being distributed properly. i

credit is given to the Grange
for the power it has yielded in
bringing to pass many of our
protective national laws which
we pow take for granted.

The physical and mental
health of our young people is
of vital importance to our coun-
try. And yet nearly 50% of
young men 18 years of age are
reported to be disqualified for
military service.

From the physical and men-
tal health standpoint our larg-
est disease syndrome is caused
by alcohol. It affects the brain
first, and gradually the rest of
the body so that at the present
rate one child out of every
seven and one-half children
will become either chronic alco-
holics or acute problem drink-
ers. Alcohol is a habit-forming
narcotic, and yet it is claimed
conservatively that two-thirds of
our children in high school

" begin drinking and that 75%

of adults drink.

It isn't strange that juvenile
and adult delinquency are on
the increase, and that 50% of
the population of our penal in-
stitutions are alcoholic.

Forty million persons of our
country are burdened by having
a chronic alcoholic or problem
drinker in the family, conse-
quently broken homes, poverty,
pain, and suicide continue to
go up from this cause.

Being habit-forming, alcohol-
ism propagates itself, but in

contradistinction, under preven-
tive medicine polio is becom-
ing gradually under control, so
that today there are less than
twenty new cases in the United
States daily, while Alcoholism
is viogorously and increasingly
propagated to over one thou-
sand new cases daily.

Alcohol when taken into the
stomach is absorbed almost at
once into the blood stream and
reaches the frontal area of the
brain “the supreme court of the
mind,” that has to do with judg-
ment first so that 50% of the
40,000 deaths on our highways
are due to alcohol, and for each
death one hundred, or over two
million per year, are maimed
and injured from alcohol.

High school children appar-
ently drink beer mainly, and it
takes only a moderate amount
to affect their judgment, so
births out of wedlock, and ven-
ereal disease are getting en-
tirely out of control as reported
by the United States Public
Health Service. Within a few
miles of this auditorium last
year one high school sent home
42 girls, and another 30, be-
cause of pregnancy, and so it
continues over the United
States,

While the liquor interests,
newspapers, magazines, books,
radio, and television (most ath-
letic programs), restaurants,
bars, and super markets press
for more sales everywhere.

One of the most effective
propagating gadgets is to the
point that Alcoholism is a dis-
ease which a person is born
with. And that those who en-
Joy alcohol should not be pre-
vented from the pleasure be-
cause some become chronic al-
coholics and problem drinkers.
But the people are waking up.
The cause of Alcoholism is
Alcohol. The slavery to this
narcotic is greater in numbers,
many times over, than the ex-
tent of slavery in this country
one hundred years ago.

The American Medical Asso-
ciation states that Alcoholism
affects every citizen in the
United States sociologically,
pﬂythologically. and economic-
ally.

Alcohol in the United States
costs more than does education.
Financially education in Amer-
ica is in a very critical condi-
tion.

Education is the answer to
Alcoholism as it is in the smok-
ing problem. Those who propa-
gate these narcotics do not
want brain damage and the dis-
aster that goes with it to be
brought to their families for
someone's financial profit.

Medical slides were shown to
illustrate brain anatomy and
physiology — the organ of the
mind, the seat of learning, and
of human behavior. The brain
is an electrical instrument, each
cell an electric battery. Young
people should be taught to ap-
preciate that the brain is their
most important “natural re-
source”, and not want to in-
jure it by alcohol.

tion occurs to the greatest ex-
tent in desegregated schools
{rather than all-Negro schools.

In speaking of segregated
schools, Wells indicated that

lating one segment of the com-
munity from another segment
(such as mental or physical ill-
ness). Society then develops
attitudes and rationalizations
toward those who are isolated
(such as correctional institu-
tions).

He said the same is true
when society isolates people
because it does mot wish to
associate with them. Then it
is difficult to be objective
about them; one cannot be
objective until he is concern-
ed. This concern applies also
to education: in areas of the
South where communities
were most reluctant to pro-
vide educational facilities for
the Negro. existed the poor-
est (white) sehool system.

must ask itself how any child
