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Industrial Arts: What's lAdequate P

At a recent meeting, the Plymouth
School Board's joint committee on
vocational education had its activities
of the past months climaxed by a re-
port from an eight-man staff com-
mittee on facility utilization and
recommendations — a report which
stated clearly that Plymouth schools
are in trouble if they fail to take im-
mediate action on
facilities.

Action, by the way, which could
cost nearly a half-million dollars
simply to bring our vocational educa-
tion facilities up to par.

In their report, made at a joint
meeting of the school board and the
vocational education group, staff
members wrote:

“For several years we have had a
real inadequacy of space and facili-
ties allotted to the Industrial Arts De-

| partment. This fact has been reported

on 1two previous occasions: (1) when
we were contemplating a new high
school; (2) at the Industrial Arts cur-
riculum review,

“We are again making a plea for
updating the quality and the amount
of equipment, as well as a dire need
for adequate space . . .”

The report went on to urge con-
struction of a two-story, 38,000 square-
foot industrial arts addition to the
high school, the hiring of at least
three more faculty members, and the
addition of more equipment in the
business education and retailing de-

industrial arts-

-

partments. Concerning the recom-
mended building addition, high school
staffers wrote:

“With the facilities such as pro-
posed, the Industrial Arts Department
would compare favorably with similar
areas of some 10 or 12 high schools
located within a 15 mile radius of Ply-
mouth.

“Certainly our high school students
should have the sdme educational op-
portunities as our neighboring com-
munities furnish for their high school
students.” -

We agree. In fact, in a community
as obviously progressive as Plymouth,
there's no reason why our students
shouldn’t have better facilities than
those available in surrounding areas.

Present plans, under funds available
in July under the building and site
sinking program, call for a $225,000
shop addition to the high school, half
of the more than $450,000 requested
by the staff committee.

Which figure lies closest to reality?

We suggest that the priority com-
mittee appointed last week take a
hard look at both figures and that
Plymouth’s position in relation to
other school systems be considered.

We don't advocate needless expendi-
tures; but, more important, The Ply-
mouth Mail doesn’'t want Plymouth
students short changed; and we don’t
think the rest of the Plymouth Com-
munity wants léss than adequate
vocational education for its children.

One thing a weekly newspaper has
with which to recommend itself is
staying power, something few other
communications media cah boast.
