It's not often that
old Wally applauds vigorously
or accords accolades to a show
by the dozens. “Stop The World
—I Want To Get Off” has a
brilliance and a vigor not to be
matched by any other attrac-
tion seen this season or next.

Ken Brown and Joan East-
man, two talented singers, keep
your attention riveted to the
stage all evening. Seven sup-
porting dancers that occasion-
ally have some lines provided
a fascinating background for
the life and times of Littlechap.
“Stop The World” is essentially
the story of an ambitious young
man, his life, loves, and troubles
with his father-in-law. Ken
Brown as Littlechap acts and
sings the role with true theatri-
cal gusto. John Eastman as his
suffering wife and his many
loves around the world has a
superb command of dialects.

(One of a series highlight-
ing a club or organization in
the Plymouth Community).

The word “Yoga" is probably
one of the most misunderstood
terms we hear today. Some
think it is a religion, like Budd-
hism, or a philosophy. such as
Hinduism. Others think it is a
kind of magic, with snake-
charming, fire-eating or sitting
on a bed of nails. It is often
confused with the term “Yogi"
which means a disciple or teach-
er of Yoga.

Actually, it is none of these.
Ypga is a science or method of
physical, mental and spiritual
development. It originated in
India 6.000 years ago, accord-

ing to German Professor Max
Mueller. It was first put in
written form in 200 B.C. by Pat-
anjali, called the Father of
Yoga.

There are Ten Yamas in the
science of Yoga, similar to
the Ten Commandments of
the Christian religion. This
one, I think, is very apt for
our times — “Cleanse your
heart of malice and cherish
no hatred, not even against
your enemies, but embrace
all living beings with kind-
ness”’.

Yoga has several branches or
divisions. The Raja Yoga (Royal
Yoga) is the highest form and
deals with the consciousness.
The Hatha Yoga, which now for
the first time is being taught
in Plymouth through the Adult
Education Program, is the Yoga

" of physical well-being.

This class. which started in
late January, is a 10-week
course taught by Ruth Gill. It
meets each Wednesday at 7:30
p.m. in the Gallimore School
Gym. It has an enrollment of 12,
ranging in age from 21 to 50-
plus years.

The aim of the Yoga postures
and exercises is not to develop
muscles, as in gymnastics. The
postures tend. rather, to regu-
late the involuntary processes
of respiration, circulation, di-
gestion, elimination and meta-
bolism and to affect the work-
ing of glands and organs, as
well as the nervous system and
the mind.

The Yoga deep breathing,
which is done during all the
postures, is one of the first ex-

ercises taught in the class. In
this breathing exercise, the
lower part of the lungs arp
filled first, then the middle and
upper part. The chest remains
motionless and passive during
the entire process of respira-
tion. Only the ribs expand dur-
ing inhalation and contract dur-
ing exhalation, This is the ex-
ercise which helps one to re-
lax.

The Lotus Pose, shown here
by Jane, is one of the basic
Yoga postures. It helps to keep
the joints flexible and the spine
erect. It also helps develop a
good posture.

The Reverse Posture, done
here by JoAnn, is one of the
most important of the Yoga
postures. It is known as a ‘re-

. storer of youth and vitality™. It
. is supposed to keep the glands,
organs and skin in youthful con-

dition and prevent untimely
aging,

The Supine Posture, posed
here by a 57-vear-old member of
limbers and stretches
the neck and tones and strength-
ens the nervous system.

After a run-through of the
exercises, the class has a ten-
minute period of complete re-

laxation. During this time we
are taught how to relax—and it
really works! 1 especially like
one passage that Ruth read to
us during this period. It goes
something like this: “There may
be many reversals and disasters
in life, but only one tragedy; To
grow old without growing up;
to die a withered acorn, with-
out ever knowing what it is like
to be on oak”,

Ruth Gill, who has taught
Yoga for nearly two years, is a
member of the newly organized
Yoga For Health Institute,
headed by Mrs. Jacqueline Kall-
enbach, Dr. Rudolph Kallen-
bach is secretary-treasurer. The
five Yoga teachers, including
Ruth, are vice-presidents in this
organization which will promote
Yoga in the area,

Ruth has taught at the Jew-
ish Community Center in De-
troit. Currently she teaches a
class in the \Livonia Adult
Eduecation Pr\)ﬁl’m and a
class of women at the Detroit
House of Correction, She is
well pleased with the class
at DeHoCo where the women
are beginning to show an in-
terest in their physical well-
being. Some have put them-
selves on diets; others report
‘that they are sleeping much

better since their Yoga ex-
ercises.

Most of the present Yoga
class in Plymouth have indi-
cated that they will be back in
September when the next class
is scheduled by the Plymouth
Community Schools, through
the Adult Education Program.

Much of the material for
this article is from the book
