States Savings Bonds, postal
money orders and cash and
have cropped up on college
campuses and many other
areas throughout the country.
He cited reports of chain
letter activity at colleges in
Mississippi, Wisconsin, Indi-
ana, Massachusetts. New

Hampshire and New York, <among others.
According to the National

Better Business Bureau. with 
which the local Chamber is
affiliated through member-
ship, the upsurge in chain
letter schemes has proint)ted
Chief Postal Inspector Henry
B. Montague to order a na-
tionwide crackdown on viola-
tors of the postal lottery and
fraud laws. Participants in _
these schemes are generally
college students.

They
urged the addition of one
staff member to the indus-
trial arts department to teach
five classes where needed.

The hiring of a part-time
employee to teach three
classes was reconimended for
the homemaking department.

Under equipment needs.
the committee suggested
thal display cases. cash
registers and other equip-
ment for retailing classes
be given top priority.

It OTARY IN PLYMOUTH

Early in 1924, Dr. Edward Lee of the Wayne Rotary Club, acting as the
Governor's representative, met with a group of Plymouth business and professic,nal
men, with the result that District Governor Paul King presented our club with its
first charter on April 17, 1924.

George A. Smith was our first president. Later he and Frank Henderson

served as District Governors, much to our pride in our leaders. We have met in
several places in our forty years - first in the basement of the Penniman Allen
building, the Masonic Temple, the High School, the old Lutheran Church and, since
1927, in the Hotel Mayflower.

Our membership has grown steadily from the original twenty to our present '
one hundred. And with this growth, the club has succeeded in keeping a large part
of the friendly fellowship possible best in a small club. Perhaps one of the good
evidences of this fact is the large number of visiting Rotarians enjoying their make-
up meetings with us.

Out of the first twenty three members of our club. five are still active -
Brick Champe, John Dayton. Carl Shear, Sidney Strong and Paul Wiedman.

From the very first this club took an active part in the life of this community. ,
In a story of this length it is hardly possible t2 Ko into details about the many civic
and community projects carried on by the members of Plymouth Rotary during the
forty years of the club's lifu.

Not much more than a listing of these activities can be included - and some
may even be forgotlen or overlooked.

Crippled Children Support; -

Plymouth Rotary made a very early survey of Western Wayne County for
crippled children and adults. We participate in fund raising for the Center in Inkster
and for the annual maintenance drive, and transportation of clients as requested.

Boy Scouts; -

Since 1928 they sponsored a Cub Pack, a Scout Troop and an Explorer Post now
known as "1533". The Boy Scout Chairmen have always been personal aides for
the units and the Club has furnished assistance, especially for camping and trans-
portation, plus an annual Scout program.

Student Loan - Plymouth Foundation; -

Under George· A. Smith. the Club established a loan fund which has allowed
many a Worthy student to Rel a college education. This fund has grown immensely
and is now under the care 01 a special Board of Directors and is called the Plymouth
Rotary Foundation.

Rural-Urban Relations; -

For many years the club has arranged meetings with our rural neighbors to
foster goodwill and united effort.

Broadcaster;

Since 1925 the Broadcaster has continually told our members and their friends
what the club is doing, together with pertinent comments on club matters.

Mayflower Holel Drive; -

It was a local business group, including many of our Rotary members who, in 1
1927. decided that a local hotel was a necessity - and put on a campaign, which, in
one day, raised enough pledges and cash to result in the fine building in which we
meet.

Relations with Plymouth. England; -

Between 1940 and 1944, while Plymouth, England was being battered with
bombs, this club sent food, clothing, money and friendly letters to its English

1counterpart. At many times since those days tokens of appreciation have been re-
ceived by this Plymouth for this hope and encouragement extended.

Fall Festival -

The Club has helped with lights for the High School athletic field, with equip-
ment for city parks, and most recently with its sponsorship of the "Plymouth Fall
Festival," the outgrowth of a "chicken barbcque" started seven years ago. Nothing
has done so much for a united Plymouth as the co-operation of the entire com-
munity in the gigantic annual affair.
