Science, you're not practicing
Christian Science,” I was forced
to conclude that I must be hav-
ing a wrong concept of Christian
Science, somewhere along the

One thimg 1 was fairly sure
about, I didn’t have a very good
opinion of myself — and I didn’t
bave a very good opinion of some
other people I knew either! Let's
state it frankly: I didn't have a
very good opinion of man. All
around me, ] had een just too
much of deceit, dishonesty, in-
decency, unwillingness to do the
right thing. And the rcason I
wasn't very happy about Chris-
tian Science was because o: what
seemed ‘o me the incongruity
between the nice things Christian
Science says about man and some

\of the things I had run into in

practical, everyday experience.

\For instance, in the Christian
Science textbook, “Science and
Health with Key to the Scrip-
tures,” the author, Mary Baker
Eddy, tells us, in a well-known
passage beginning on page 475,
that man is “that which has not
a single quality underived from
Deity.” How could I square that
with myself, and some other
folks I knew also?

I'd like to read to you a few
lines on that page in answer to
the question, "“What is man?”
“The Scriptures inform us that
man is made in the image and
likeness of God. Matter is not
that likeness.” “Man is idea, the
image, of Love; he is not phy-
sique. He is the compound idea
of God, inciuding all right ideas.”
And farther on we read that man
is “that which has no separate
mind from God: that which has
not a single quality underived
from Deity.”

Does that sound like a pretiy
good description of you? Well,
to me it didn't sound like a very
good description of me!

N Correct Sense Needed

But I was beginning to notice
more and more in reading Sci-
ence and Health, that the author
frequently contrasts the material
sense of things and the spiritual
sense, as for instance, in the
statement.. (p. 95): *“Matenal
sense does not unfold the facts
of existence; but spiritual sense
lifts human conscious: ess into
eternal Truth.” Constantly, Sci-
ence and Health makes the point
that the material sense of man is
the wrong sense: the spiritual,
the right: that you don’t have to
change man, the image and like-
ness of God — the only man
there really is — but that you
have to gain the right concept
of man. And so I finally began to
see how and why Christian Sci-
ence demands that the individual
gain a spiritual concept of him-
self and see himself more nearly
as God sees him.

The prophet Samuel was as-
sured (I Sam. 16:7), “The Lord
seeth not as man seeth; for man
looketh on the outward appear-
ance, but the Lord looketh on
the heart.” The question quite
naturally arises, “How, indeed,
does God see man?” A partial
answer may be gleaned from an-
other prophet’s statement ad-
dressed to God (Hab. 1:13),
“Thou art of purer eyes than to
behold evil, and canst not look
on iniquity.”

Vast numbers of people accept
the Bible assurance that God is
Love. And of course, many do
this not merely because the
Scriptures <ay so, but because
they have so often witnessed the
power of divine Love in their
own lives — have felt the com-

assionate, healiny, touch of God's

ve when facing and working

out problems. And because gen-
uine love is inseparable from in-
telligence, we Christian Scien-
tists often use the terms divine
Love and divine Mind for Deity.

So the question, “How does
God see man®’ might be stated:
“How does divine Mind see its
own ideas; how does Love, which
is ‘of purer eyes than to behold
evil’ see the children of its own
creating?” The answer is plain.
God sees man as expressing His
own characteristics, His own na-
ture and qualities.

God knows man as His own
undistorted reflection, and you
can have this true spiritual con-
cept of man, too. Recognition of
the intimate and indissoluble
unity between God ana His own
spiritual concept or reflection,
man, bring- a jovous sense of
freedom; ‘or then the uld, limit-
ing notions, the defiling thoughts
about man, are laid off, and man
is found to be, in very fact, God's
perfect child. Then it becomes
clear that man's God-given na-
ture is honorable and orderly;
that his sinlessness and integrity
are inherent and indestructible;
that his wisdom and dominion
are enduring and his genuine
selfhood immortal. Science and
Health sums it up: “Man is the
expression of God's being” (p.
470).

Friends, this is the truth about
man, and the truth about man is
the truth about you.

Rightness of Spiritnal Sense

At thi. point, some one of you
may be saying: “Well, that all
sounds very nice, But I recently
had dealings with a man who
proved to be very dishonest. And
I have a relative who is so un-
kind and critical that everyone
tries to avoid her. What about
that? Are these God's perfect
children? And is ‘t pot true that
I am often impatient, sometimes
sick and sometimes sinful, full
of self-condemnation, fear and
uncertainty? Are we really all
God’s perfec. children?”

Perhaps I can best answer the
question by relating the experi-
ence of a friend of ours. This
dear woman had been suffering
intensely for many months from
an illness which had been labeled
by the doctors as a very serious
organic condition. Because she
had received no relief or even
expectation of healing from all
the medical assistance given her,
she was finally led to turn to
Christian Science for help. She
requested treatment from a
Christian Science practitioner,
who patiently explained to her
some of the foundational facts of
man's spiritual being, making
clear to her the impossibility of
disease or any evil being God-
given and real. le also treated
her, and encouraged her to study
the Christian Science textbook
carefully.

In the course of conversations
during the next few weeks, he
learned that she had bcen much
troubled and hurt Ly several
situations which had arisen In
her fami'y: that she had harbored
considerable resentment and im-
patience; and after this distress-
ing physical condition appeared
there had been much fear, dis-
couragement, and morose brood=-
ing over physical symptoms.

With many careful explana-
tions and illustrations, the prac-
titioner endeavored to lift the
patient's thought above the con-
tinual contemplation of her dif-
ficulties ana to grasp the deeper,
truer aspects of her being. He
reminded her that “Life is Mind,
the creator reflected in His crea-
tions,” as stated in Science and
Health (p. 331). But always, this
lifting of her thought seemed
only temporary, and she con-
stantly slipped back into the
depths of self-pity, resentment
and discouragement. And of
course, the suffering seemed very
real to her.

One cold winter morning the
practitioner again traveled the
long distance out to her home. In
spite of all his endeavors to
arouse her Lo some genuine ef-
forts of her own to think rightly,
she persisted in painting a dis-
mal picture of her misery and
suffering,

Finally. the practitioner, de-
termined to waken her from this
needless dream, almost shouted
at her, “But you're not iike that!"
Then, without another word, he
put on his hat and coat and left.
The paticnt was so shocked that
she burst into tears. She felt that
this man, who had becn so lov-
ing, patient and considerate —
even in the face of a hostile
family — had now turned against
her, too.

After some time spent in
tearful self-pity, she suddenly
awakened to the real import of
his emphatic remark, “But you're
not “like that!” *“Well, what am
I like, then?"” she asked herself.
And for the first time, all she had
been reacding in S.ience and
Health about ma.a s actual spiri-
tual being, and all the practi-
tioner had been telliny, her,
dawned in full power in het con-
sciousness. For almost two hours,
she said later. sh)sctually scemed
to be right in cingdom of
heaven! And at the eqe of that

time she knew definitely that she
was well.
Now here, me, is just about

the most interesting part of this
cxperience, She knew of a cer-
tainty that she was healed al-
thouzh there wasn't the least
change of sensation or evidence
for many days. She dressed and
took dinner with the family, al-
though it secemed extremely dif-
ficult, and for the next few days
did all she could to maintain a
normal houschold routine. She
wasn't even tempted to utter a
word of complaint. She found
that the old critical attitude to-
wards her family was gone, and
she was jovously certain of her
healinz. After several days she
realized that she was almost free
from the dreaded difficulty, and
within another day or twd, that
she was, indeed, completely
healed =— a h~alinz which has
boen permancnt.

Plainly, ‘kis healing came
about borauie of the patient's

startled awakening to the fact

that the evil, which had seemed
so utterly a part cf her being,
didn’t really belong to her at all
that it was just a sort of mes-
merism brought on by her ac-
ceptance of the subtle encroach-
ments of resentment and a false
sense of herself and others.

Now to go back to the ques-
tion as to whether those who
express unlovely characteristics
are God's perfect children. Chris-
tian Science answers by drawing
a sharp line of distinction be-
tween the man of God's creating
and the counterfeit sense, called
a mortal. Evil of arry kind no
more belongs to spiritual man
than the disease actually be-
longed to the woman I have just
told you about. Evil is the ex-
pression of ignorance and igno-
rance is always separable from
mankind. You c.n say ot those
individuals who know no better
than to express these unhappy
characteristics, “But you're not
really like that!”

A Wrong Viewpoint

Even that which we call mat-
ter only evidences a wrong point
of view., I believe that today
any physical scientist will agree
with the statément that matter
is not at all what it appears to
be, is not the solid mass it was
once considered. Long ago, Mrs.
Eddy wrote in Science and
Health, “In proportion as matter
loses to human sense all entity
as man, in that proportion does
man become its master” ,p. 369).

What, then, is this so-called
substance which appears as a
physical body, which appears as
a structural, organic entity called
material man? .It is mortal
thought looking at its own ma-
terialistic misconceptions, its
own mortally-mental objectifica-
tions. One might say that the
only matter there is, exists in
the maierial viewpoint which
sees it! In other words, the mat-
ter is not in the object, but in
the viewpoint.

How well Mrs. Eddy has stated
this: “Mortal mind sees what it
believes as certainly as it be-
lieves what it sees. It feels,
hears, and sees its own thoughts”
(ibid., p. 86).

Since matter, then, is but the
objectification of mortal thought,
its sensations must likewise exist
only in the human consciousness.
To illustrate: If some night you
should have the pleasant dream
of eating a piecc of luscious apple
pie, and ycu were immensely en-
joying its excellent taste — and
then suddenly you woke up —
well, you'd have to admit that
there really wasn’t any flavor at
all in that apple pie because
there wasn't any apple pie! Even
so with the sensations of matter,
whether they be pleasurable or
painful, happifying or terrifying.
They are — one and all — the
sensations of mortal thought.

Every instance of healing in
Christian Science shows that
matter is not at all what it ap-
pears to be, and also that the
sensations of the human body —
including the sensations of dis-
ease and suffering — are really
the sensations of the human
mind. Such healing also proves
that man, being spiritual, isn't
subject to material laws. The so-
called laws 7overning disease are
but false beliefs so widely held as
to be generally considered fac-
tual. God is the lawmaker; there-
fore, all actual law is for you;
there is no law against you.

More than once, the prophet
Daniel proved that no human law
could withstand the divine om-
nipotence. Daniel has given to us
one of the angel-messages which
sustained him (Dan. 10:19): “O
man greatly beloved, fear not:
peace be unto thee, be strong. yvea,
be strong.”

In the measure that we under-
stand man as God's image, not
matter, we find we are not sub-
ject to so-called material laws of
contagion, infection, depletion,
exhaustion. Neither are we at
the mercy of those mistaken no-
tions called laws of disease, of old
age, deterioration, loss of vitality,
impairment of the natural func-
tions. Man is the perfect con-
ception of divine Mind, living in
the health-giving atmosphere of
pure intelligence, subject only to
that spiritual law which forever
blesses and maintains man at the
standpoint of his originally
created rightness.

This is the truth about man,
and the truth about man is the
truth about vou!

The Most Godlike Man

What was Jesus' concept of
man? Jesus of Nazareth, who has
often been referred to as “the
most Godlike man,” spoke of
himself as the Son of man, and
also, the Son of God. Certainly
Jesus knew the truth about man,
knew the truth about himself,
and he identified himself so com-
pletely +« th the fac. of man’s
unity with Sod. that he could
even say, "I and my Father are
one” (John 10:30) — that is, in
total agrecment. Thus he ac-
knowledged himself as the Son
of God. But he also compas-
sionately took up the problems of
human existence, illustrating
that “the Son of man™ had power
to triumph over human limita-
tions, mortal hctred, disease, and
even decath itself. And he in-
sisted that all men could know
and utilize this power of Truth
as he did.

The relation between the “Son
of man” and the “Son of God”
illustrates the relationship be-
tween the auman sense of man
and the eternal spiritual status
of man as divine idea. Jesus was
the human man, whereas Christ
is the absolute ideal of God,
which Jesus evidenced so con-
sistently that he came to be
known as Jesus the Christ, or
Christ Jesus.

Jesys knew what was in man,
and he told us plainly. He said
(Luke 17:21), “The kingdom of
God is within you,” as much as
to say: Divine p2ace and har-
many reign in your true, sSpiri-
tual conccirusn2ss, He =saw this
with such penetrating clarity
that cvery claim of discase. ig-
norance, malice, materiality,

false law was compelled to yield
im the consciousness of the indi-
vidual seeking help, thus bring-
:ng healing.

Christian Science is reinstating
this Christly way of healing, is
reinstating primitive Christianity
and its vital element of healing
which has been so neglected
through the long centuries. This
nealing is not brought about by
mere belief or blind faith in the
power of God, but by exercising
that acute spiritual understand-
ing which the Master emp‘.oy;g.

Mrs. Eddy clearly giscerngd:
“It {s neither Science for Truth
which acts through bl%g belief,
nor is it the human understand-
ing of the divine healing Prin-
ciple as manifested in Jesus,
whose humble prayers were deep
and conscientious protests of
Truth, — of man's likeness to
God and of .nan's unity with
Truth and Love"” (Science and
Health, p. 12). So that is how
Jesus, prayed: his ‘humble
pravers were deep and consci-
entious protests of Truth, — of
man's likeness to God and of
man’s unity with Truth and
Love.” What a standard of true
praver that sets up for us all!

You see, prayer is not so much
a request as an acknowledgment,
not so much asking God to do
something, as a demand upon
ourselves to conform to the spiri-
tual facts of being. Prayer trans-
lates spiritual uncerstanding into
practical daily experience, il-
lustrating the fact that healing is
not a physical process but a
spiritual awakening.

In her book “No and Yes,”
Mrs. Eddy gives another expla-
nation of prayer: “True prayer
is not asking God for love; it is
learning to love, and to include
all mankind in one afiection.
Prayer is the utilization of the
love wherewith He loves us.
Prayer begets an awakened de-
sire to be and do good. It makes
new and scientific discoveries of
God, of His goodness aad power.
It shows us more clearly than we
saw before, what we already
have and'are; and most of all,
it shows us what God is" (p. 39).

Discoverer and Founder

What manner of woman was
Mary Baker Eddy, the Discoverer
and Founder of Christian Sci-
ence? What manner of woman
would be likely to utter this
noble statement about prayer?
It is a revcaling statement, well
illustrating the character of its
author, for she did indeed “in-
clude all mankind in one affec-
tion.” It was her prayerful
thought which made “new and
scientific discoveries of God, of
His goodness and power,” show-
ing us “more clearly than we saw
before, what we already have
and are; and most of all” show=-
ing “us what God is.”

There is much carefully docu=-
mented, authorized biographical
material available concerning the
details of Mrs. Eddy's life, and
you are, in fact, welcome to read,
borrow or purchase becoks con-
taining these interesting accounts
at the Christian Science Reading
Room of this Church, or at any
Christian Science Reading Room
in your vicinity.

These books cover fully the
essential points of Mrs. Eddy’s
background, childhocd and edu-
cation. They give us intimate
pictures of her early struggles
with illness, loneliness and frus-
tration, as well as the remarkable
— and often diflicult — experi-
ences which led to her discovery
of Christian Science. They re-
veal her overriding sense of spir-
itual direction and reliance on
God, until the full light of the
revelation offspiritual existence
finally broke through the dark
clouds of human sense.

But to the sincere Christian
Scientist, the true mecasure of
Mrs. Eddy’s greatness and the
scope of her accomplishments is
seen in this: First of all, he finds
how much — how very much —
is required of him in the way of
breaking loose from, and over-
coming, long-held material be-
liefs in order to prove even a de-
gree of the all-might of divine
Spirit. Then as he beholds Mrs.
Eddy’s outstanding achievements
along this line, he knows from his
own experience how greatly she
triumphed over the claims of ma-
teriality. For only in this way
could she have become the reve-
lator of the Science of real being.

Always, Mrs. Eddy insisted
upon the practical application of
these spiritual ideals to daily liv-
ing. She was necver content to
leave them merely in the realm
of abstract theory. In Science
and Health we read: “A knowl-
edge of the Science of being de-
velops the latent abilities and
possibilities of man" (p. 128).
And in this sanfe paragraph,
“From this it follows that busi-
ness men and cultured scholars
have found th-t Christian Sci-
ence enhances their endurance
and mental powers, enlarges
their preception of character,
gives them acuteness and com-
prehensiveness and an ability to
exceed their ordinary capacity.”

Application to Business

A few years ago a friend of
mine was an executive in a large
manufacturing plant which had
been having considerable trouble
with labor unions. There had
been strikes and threats of
strikes, with resultant wage in-
creases and other benefits which
the management sometimes felt
exceeded the bounds of justice.

And now further demands by
the union officials presented a
crucial situation. Bargaining had
gone on over a period of weeks,
with temperss rising and pres-
sures increasing on the part of
both management and employee
representatives.

The day came for a final meet-
ing, a fi.al showdown, between
the opposing sides, my friend
holding a key nposition in the
bargaining. He knew that he had
been allowing anxicly, resent-
ment and a grea s~nse of pres-
sure to goin quite a hold upon his
thou~ht. He was a sincere Chris-
tian Scientist and proyed ear-
geslly that tacse neguative ail-

(

tudes might be cast out; that he,
and all others involved, might
p; seen clearly as God-governed
ideas.

During the conference, there
were increasingly angry words
and accusations on the part of
both groups. Suddenly my friend
was impelled to ask himself,

“What are you ceally doing here? -

Are you awake to the truth about
these men?” And he turnced in
thought away from the human
picture before him to an aware-
ness of God's presence, the pres-
ence of the all-contrelling Mind
and Love.

In preparation for this meet-
ing my friend had given much
consideration to the several help-
ful synonyms for God presented
in Science and Health. While the
words “Mind” nd “Love” meant
much to him, the terms “Prin-
ciple” and “Spirit"” stood out as
having special «pplication. Now
he began to see more clearly that
since God is one divine Spirit,
this Spirit must be reflected by
man, and expressed humanly by
all concerned in the spirit of fair
play, the spirit of true considera-
tion, even the spirit of genuine
brotherhood, Likewise, he saw
that divine Principle, fount and
enforcer of all law and order,
must be reflccted by man and
expressed humanly in honesty, in
orderly and lawful activity, in
upright actions and dealings with
others.

The sound of angry voices
faded into second place in his
consciousness as 1 great sense of
peace, the spiritual sense, came
over him. He was startled from
this kind of thinking by hearing
the person who had scemed most
stubborn quietly remark, “All
right, gentlemen; we'll have to
admit you have been quite fair
in these matters.” And the whole
affair was concluded peacefully
in short order.

So much of what is done in
business today is dominated by
fear — fear that we will not get
all that is rightfully coming to us,
fear of the other fellow's injus-
tice or unfairness, fear of com-
petition, fear of what we think
the othe: . man is thinking, fear
for the future and lack of se-
curity. All of these fears amount
to an accumulation of the merci-
less pressures so evident in the
business world today.

But truly, every one o%us is
endowed with the ability td turn
from the human piciure! the
sense of pressurc, as my eriend
did, and see God controlling His
own ideas. You can’t put pressure
on an idea uf God, for an idea is
subject only to the control of the
Mind in which it exists. So it is
our own acceptance or rejection
of a false viewpoint which
troubles or frees us. Do you re-
call the old adage, “All th water
in the seven seas can't sink a
ship unless it gets inside”? When
we see that Deity rcally does
control His own ideas we shall
find that we possess the spivitual
freedom to think and act cou-
rageously, that we can prove our
continuing security as a child of
God, and find ever-increasing
capacity for sound wisdom and
judgment.

This scientific understanding
makes one the successful busi-
nessman, the trusted associate,
the respected workman, the con-
fident salesman, the loved execu-
tive, the appreciated employce.
He finds that he is never subject
to outside conditions beyond his
control, but ever dependent upon
the quality ¢f his own thought,
his own consistent endcavors to
be about the Father's business.

My f{friends, this is the truth
about man applied in the busi-
ness of living, and this truth
about man s applicable to you.

Home and Environment

Much of what I have said
about business applies equally to
the home. In fact, we all know
the closc interrclation between
thoughts of home and business.
Many a business failure has been
directly traceable to an inhar-
monious home; and it is equally
true that success in 'he business
world is often duc to the wonder-
ful, supporting love in the home.
Likewise, the mental atmosphere
of the home has much to do
with sickness and health.

Of the many inconsistencics of
the humaa mind, few seem more
unreasonable than the apparent
inability or unwillingness ef
those in some families to sce the
ones who are actuaily ncarcst
and dearest to them in. their
true, spirituail nature — to sep-
arate the human shortcomings
from the individual,

The mother of a little four-
year-old, let us call him Tommy
— and by the way, this is a true
story — had often explained to
him that because he was really
the child of God. only good be-
longed to him; that when he was
naughty, that wasn't the real
Tommy at all.

Well, it so happened that one
day when Mother was busily
working upstairs, little Tommy
seemed determined to get into
all kinds of mischief. After
many warnings, his exasperated
mother finally tuld him in no un-
certain terms that he was a very
naughty boy, fave him a le:s
than gentle push. and sent him
downstairs with the harsh re-
minder, “And that's not the real
Tommy!"”

Little Tommy was quite hurt;
not used to such rouzh treatment
from his dear moth.r. As he
went downstairs, one step at a
time, he sobbed, “A  that's not
the rcal Mommy either That's
not the real Mommy!"

And so when we sometimeos
feel hurt by the thougzhtless-
ness or willfulness of one close to
us, can't we just say to curselvces,
“That’s not the real Tommy, or
Mommy, or Daddy or sister,
either”? And then let's be sure to
remind ourselves what the “‘real”

sister actually is like!

What warmth of tender under-
standina and joy comes into the
home as spiritual vision repiaccs
harsh suspicion and criticism!

pass. Environment is but our
looking-glass.” All the way

through, we sec (hat our environ-
ment. whetlher in business, in the
home, or in the world at large,
is shaped by our basic attitude
towards man, nimsclf. After all,
every city, .tate or country is but
an aggregate of individuals, and
no individual or group of indi-
viduals is beyond the reack of
the ever-present divine Love and
intellicence. It is our privilege
to know that because the real
man is susccptible onl, to true
thoughts which come trom God,
he is not at the mercy of carnal
suggestions. In fact, 1t is well
to remember that man docs not
have a suggestible mind, cannot
be misled by sugg itions of
hatred or other forms of untruth
which claim to hold entire na-
tions in bondage. Qur sure and
prayerful knowing that cach idea
of God is subject to the divine
Mind alone tends to lift this
burden of untruth from the hu-
man mind and bring that free-
dom from oppressive fears for
which all people long. So it all
goes back to our conception of
man,

“Citizens of ‘he world, accept
the ‘gloricus liberty of the chil-
dren of God," and be free! This
is your divine right” we read in
the Christian Science textbook,
“Science and Health with Key to
the Scriptures” by Mary Baker
Eddy (p. 227), which I have been
quoting from.

The Salem Township Fire Ordinance requires
that a fire permit be obtained before burning
any grass or brush when ground is not snow-
covered. Permits can be obtained without charge
by calling your fire chief, Charles Raymor, at
Fl 9-1741, or if you are unable to reach him, by
calling the fire department at Fl 9-1155.

A fire permit is not required to burn trash in
a container with a cover. However, if the fire is
allowed to escape from the container all cost to
the township for the suppression of said fire
shall be billed to the party responsible.

A few safety rules to be followed if you
have a permit are as follows:

1. Confine your burning to early morning or
late evening

2. Never start a fire when the wind is blowing
‘3. Have enough help on hand to control the fire
4. Have water and brooms handy

ORDINANCE NO. XIV-R

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 14,
KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH.

THE TOWNSHIP OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

PART |. That Ordinance No. 14, known as the Zoning
Ordinance of the Township of Plymouth and as amended,
shall be and hereby is amended by amending Scition 1.54 of
Ariicle |, to read as follows:

Section 1.54 STRCET. A public thoroughfare or
way affording a principal means of access to abutting
property, for the purpose of this Ordinance, sixty (60)
‘feet or more in width,

PART Il. That Ordinance No. 14, known as the Zoning
Ordinance of the Township of Plymouth and as amended,
shall be and hereby is amended by amending Section 3.21.
of Article I, to read as follows:

Section 3.21 DWELLING LOCATION. Every dwelling
shall be located on a lot having a width of not less
than sixty (60) feet at the front or rear building line
whichever is less. All lots shall abut upon a dedicated
and improved street of not less than sixty (60) feet in
width,

All roadway and turn-arounds shall meet the mini-
mum road specifications as established by the Wayne
County Road Commission.

No building permit shall be issued for any building
or structure located in any position which miaht circum-
vent the continuation or extension of any existing or
proposed street, or the widening of any sireet right-of-
way to its ultimate required width, ’

Neo stub end of a street right-of-way chall serve as
the required sixty (60) foot frontage for any lot.

PART Ill. That Ordinance No. 14, known as the Zan-
ing Ordinance of the Township of Plymouth and as amended,
shall be and is amended by amending Section 20.02 by the
addition of a new paragraph (c) to read as follows:

Section 20.02 PERMIT REQUIRED. No building or
part thercof shall be hereafter erected, altered, moved
or repaired, (excluding ncrmal maintenance and repair)
nor shall the same be used for a new purpose, nor shall
any change or enlargement be made in the use of such
building or part thereof, unless a ZONING PERMIT for
such erecting; altering, moving, repairing, new purpose,
change or enlargement is first issued by the Building
Inspector. Mch ZONING PERMIT shall be required in
addition to dny other permit required under other pro-
visions of this Ordinance.

NO ZONING PERMIT shall be issued for any build-
ing under the terms of this Ordinance before:

(a) The Building Ingpector shall have inspected
and verified the existance of a well or water supply, and

(b) .The Building Irdspector shall have approved
the plans for the disposal system and the location and
distance of the building (residential, commercial, indus-
trial or assembly) from the well and the disposal system.

(¢) The Planning Commission shall have approved
any use or regulation regarding use, which shall, in the
opinion of the Building Inspector, necessitate interpreta-
tion or evaluation of the requlations within the spirit
and intent of the Ordinance.

Any ZONING PERMIT issued under the provisions
of this Ordinance shall be valid only for a period of six
(6) months following the date of the issuance thereof.

PART |V. CONFLICTING PROVISIONS REPEALED. Any
Ordinance or parts of Ordinance in conflict, herewith, are
hereby repealed, :

PART V. EFFECTIVE DATE. The provisions of this Or-
dinance are hereby declared to be immediately necessary for
the preservation of the public peace, health and safety and
are hereby ordered to take immediate effect and be in force
from and after the earliest date allowed by law.

PART VI. ADOPTION. This Ordinance was adopted by
the Township Board of the Township of Plymouth by Auth-
ority of Act 184, of the Public Acts of Michigan, 1943, at a
Special Meeting duly called and held on the 31st day of
March, A.D., 1964, and ordered to be given publication in
the manner prescribed by law.

A New Image and Some Questions

Speaking to members and pros-
pective members at last Wednesday’s
Chamber of Commerce membership
luncheon, ex-mayor Harold Guenther
of Plymouth called for a new image

of the Plymouth Community.

“We need an image of the total
Plymouth Community,”” he told those
present — at the same time noting
that he always seems to be singing

the same song.

We know how Guenther feels.

The Plymouth Mail has been ham-
mering away for the same sort of
change in community philosophy, a
change that’'s slow in assuming

reality,

Guenther pointed out the almost
total metamorphosis that the Plym-
outh Community has undergone in re-
cent years: From an isolated country
area with an agriculturally based
economy and all the attendant com-
placency and conservatism, to a rea-
sonably sophisticated, urbane com-

munity.

He noted the increased mobility

Guenther

“Let's create something here that
says, ‘This is Plymouth!’ ’* Rather
than offering pat answers to those at
the luncheon, Guenther proposed
some thought provoking, and trouble-
some questions.

How shall we combine? he asked.
How shall we submit to leadership?
How shall we submit to the cost?
Some method of joining together must
be found, according to the ex-mayor.
He said the situation bothers him.

It bothers us too.

Guenther dropped his questions in
the laps of his listeners with the ad-
monition that they *‘take it up;”’ and
the almost utter quiet that character-
ized the question and answer period
following indicated that perhaps a
few of them were taking it up.

We hope so. In fact, we hope the
entire Plymouth Community will
take it up and wrestle with the ques-
tions that face us now. Like Guenther,
this newspaper cannot offer any for-
mula, any panacea for instant suc-
cess.
