“If bentgrass is included in
the mixture, folks should make
sure that it is of the Highland
or Colonial variety and not the
creeping types used on golf
courses. When the creeping
bentgrasses are used, they tend
to make patches in the lawn
which are hard to manage and
keep under control.”

Harrison explains that bent-
grass lawns perform best when
mowed twice a week at three-
fourths to one inch. They should
be fertilized regularly and wa-
tered whenever the soil begins
to dry out.
